I if Maryland, That tho tirst section of lite Act passed
at the present session of the General Asseiuby, en-
titled an Act to provide bouuty for soldiers entering
the service wf the United State*to 1111 the quotas ot
Maryland, under the call of the President of the
United States, of December, eighteen hundred and
sixty-four, and under future culls, be amended uud
re-enacted, so as to read as follows :

.Sec. 2. Be it enacted by the General Assembly of
Maryland, That whenever under the aforesaid pro-
clamation of the President, or any similar ouc here-
after made, the quota of this State shall have been
ascertained and promulgated, a bounty of three
hundred dollars shall be paid to every volunteer or
drafted man, who may enter or shall have entered
the military or naval service of the United States,
and to every drafted nuin who may furnish, orshslt
have furnished a substitute, who so enters said ser
vice, or his authorized agent or attorney, ami who
shall he credited to the quota of the sub-district of
the State, where such volunteer enlists, or where
such drafted man. or man liable to the service re-
sides, the fact ofsuch person respectively having so
entered the service, and being so credited, to be first
oscrtained and certified us hereinafter directed.
