The Resources °f the Country, and their

Annual Growth in Relation to the
National Debt,

The growth of tbe United States is the won-

der of the world. Nothing like it is recorded
in authentic history. To foreign nations this
growth is known almctt en-lusircly by tho
increase of population, cr the appearance of
American ships in their ports. Bat when we

como to investigate tho ability of the nation
to incur estraordinary expense, or to pay an
accumulating debt, tbe question is net so much
one of population as of industry and produc-
tions. It is a question of the rate at which
the nation increases in wealth and resources.

This problem has scarcely been investigated
at ail, and is understood by few. To meet

| the question of the ability of this nation to pay
) its present and future war debt with prompt-

jness, and without the least distress or doubt,

| we propose to solve these problems: 1. VVhat
1 is the Wealth of the Nation ? Atwhat rate

| 1. What is the Wealth of the Nation??
| Wealth is all the available property of the
! country ?lands, houses, precious metals and

domestic animals, and instruments, for the
employment of labor and to make lands pro-
ductive. In some countries, as in Holland ari!
Belgium, there is a considerable drawback on

many cf these, from the fact that there is littl-
er no market for thein, except for the use of
those who hold them. Thus, a man who
builds a home in Amsterdam docs rot expect
lo sell it for what it cost; he builds it for his

I own use. In this country it is exactly the re-

jverse. Every man expects to get more than
what it costs, and in nine eas-s out of ten i?
justified in the event. In a country where
foreign immigration is immense, and the natu-

ral growth rapid, tbe market is slways a r:s-

ing cne, and all species of property is market-
able. Hence, in ralueing the property of the
eountr?, there i no drawback from th- want

jofsale, or the possible fall of values. Th-
' property of the nation in ono year is worth

more than it was appraised at the proceeding j
\ ye3r. lb ncc. if we can find a fair valuation

is a perfectly safe standard to ascertain the
wealth of the nation.
