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THE REBELLION.
The evidence afforded by passing events in-

dicates that the power of the rebellion is
crushed, and that the war is nearly over and
peace at hand in a national point of view.
The surrender of hoc and Johnson with their
armies, and the absconding of Jeff. Davis with
millions of the confederate gold, has played
ont the cause of treason. The recent order of
the Secretary of War for tho reduction of the
Army, and disbanding its personcll indicate
that the Government sees their work of main-
taining the integrity of the Union about com-

pleted. War is to cease and peace again es-

tablished in our land. Tho panorama of the
immediate future is crowded with topics and
events of immense magnitude and importance,
questions of policy relating to tho rebellion,
domestic and foreign, now challenge the
serious, calm and firm decision of tho Gov-
ernment and the Loyal people.

Although tho power of tho rebellion is
crushed and extinct, its venom is not, though
it lias been vanquished hy the force of arms,

its heart has not been converted hy the teach-
ings of adversity or the lessons of reason.

Though the hand of the maddened, assassin,

traitor, has laid low the chosen head of the
Nation, 'inil has in return met a violent and
bloody death, partially defeating tho demands
of Justice and an outraged people ; treason,

deep and bitter, lurks in many bosoms. The
vile teachings of Rebel demagogues and press,
has so perverted the consciences and under-
standings (contracted as they may be) of many
even in our midst, that they profess to disbe-
lieve that the armies of Lee and Johnson are

extinguished, and Jeff. Davis a fugitive.
They still intimate that the war is not over,

tho rebellion not crushed, slavery not extin-
guished. They still have treason in the heart,

td'ijyer on the brain, uudassassinationat their
hands.

These arc serious and mighty evils to which
must be applied effectual rcufcdics, ere the
land can hope for peace and prosperity. To
devise and apply the appropriate remedies is
a work of no cusy character, no subject for
slight reflection or temporary thought. To
apply a bad or inefficient remedy to an evil of
this character, is only to aggravate instead of

eradicating its effects ; they must be met with
calm, but decided firmness. There are a va-
riety of remedies suggested for each of these
evils, each one, perhaps, thought to bo the
right one. Wo have our notions on the sub-
ject too, but are not prepared to say that they
are the right and tie only riylit ones. This
much, however, we will advance us being
right, unequivocally right: The responsibility
rests with the Administration, directly, with
the people, indirectly. I'resident Johnson
has our full confidence and support, he should
have it ot all loyal people. We have full faith
in his patriotism, his statesmanship, his iti-
tegrity, his political sagacity, and his firmness. '
Let the Administration, deliberate und deter-
mine on its plans so far as required to com-
mand the co-operation and confidence of the
people, indicate to them its plaits, that both
may operate harmoniously together. This
we believe to be the duty of the Administra-
tion, this we believe it will do, und do with,
firmness, and we believe that tlio people will
give it their co-operation and confidence, and
this we believe to be the right plan for a gen-
eral principle.

\\ oknow the people have progressed great-
ly in political science within the past four
years, they no longer follow the dictum of a!
political leader, they have learned to think
more for themselves, to rely more on them-
selves and less on leaders. Tliey linve taken
into titJr hands a greater degree of the power
of the ballot box, and tlio agents they select
be they great or small, must represent their
wishes or retire in favor of those who do come
up to the standard of their judgment, and may

be considered as representative men.
This rebellion lias cost the nation thousands |

of lives, millions of treasure; it has seemed to
vanish nnd go out as one dying peacefully uud !without pom Its originators, its promoters, Iits leaders, have retired quiotly behind the I
scenes as an actor who has performed his part.
