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FOREIGN RELATIONS.
"EN(ILAN'I)-

Now that the rebellion is extinguished and

our civil war at an end, our Foreign relations

are attracting much of that attention which

has heretofore been devoted to the war and its

progress. That there is a very strong and

general feeling in the United States against

England, is a fact not to be denied, neither is

it wise to attompt to disguise its existence, or

its magnitude. We are not about to intimate

that this feeling of indignation is not well

founded and just, for England has given but

too much cause and too unmistakably mani-

fested her hostility to the 1 nitod States, and

her desire to see our Government and Nation

broken and destroyed.
With a haste as uncourteous as it was un-

friendly, the British Government was the first

to exhibit her hostility and her perfidy, to as-

sume a position of " neutrality, attempting to

degrade and insult us by reducing us to the

position of a
" lelliycrant . It is the first

instance where a government undertaking to

maintain its own integrity and existence, lias

hfjeu placed on the same level with those in

revolt, before a formal recognition of the re-

volted party bad been published. Jbe exhib-

ition of her neutrality in the building and

equipping the Alabama and Florida, to com-

mit piracy 011 our vessels and commerce ; the

shelter and comfort given to those vessels, and

denied to ours, the right of our armed vessels

to leave her harbors in pursuit of these vessels
restricted, so as to render nugatory a pursuit,
are evidences of a " neutrality ' our people
have not forgotten niid will not forget. Jler

impudent and cowardly bluster in regard to

the Trent; threatening un with a war before

giving an opportunity for explanation or

apology, simply because at that time the pros-
pect of tbo war was not in our favor. The
furnishing of arms, largo and small, of ammu-

nition clothing, medicines and other materials

of war to the rebels, the systcmatio blockade
running, and eutcrtaiument of rebel emmis-
saries, agents and commissioners, in all her
ports, tlic constant snubbing and contempt

manifested to our ministers and officials every
wbcro, constitute a species of neutrality which
our people have neither admired nor forgot-

ten. The efficiency of her laws enforcing neu-

trality, the decisions of her courts, manifest-
ing such profound inventive genius to render
nugatory her statutes and the principles of in-
ternational law. The purity of her provincial
tribunals in the extradition of robbers and
murderers, and tlie protection afforded to as-

sassins and incendiaries, are evidences of
" neutrality" which command our admiration
and have not been forgotten. The stupid and
interminable slanders of her press, the over-

weening anxiety manifested by them inregard
to tho I'ortugues affair and their magnanimous

proffer that England should stand by the
weaker Powers, if we should attempt to vin-
dicate our honor and our rights, are evidences
of neutrality not forgotten with many others
of a similar friendly typo.

The sympathy expressed to us for our loss
in the assasiuation of President Lincoln, is
all very proper, and comes up to tho polite
courtesies of Christian life, and is accepted as

a mark of respect to a kindred people, which
cost nothing, interfering with uo matter of

policy or interest. It is entered to her cred-
it and will not ho forgotten. Tho solu-
tion of tho problem is plain enough, pretty
generally understood by uur people. The
Aristocracy of Great Britain, the nobility and
wealth of the land are unequivocally hostile
to our country, its institutions, its progress,
its power and its prosperity. The laboring,
toiling millions of that country are our friends
and sympathize with us in our prosperity and
our adversity. The will of Palmorston, of
Russell, of l>crby, and others of that ilk, was

as it always has been and yet is ; good for our

division and destruction. They have lived
and do live to demonstrate the impossibility

and the impracticability of a free Republican
Government, and as a matter of course, they
allow no opportunity to escape which would
aid them in demonstrating so desirable a fact.
The masses, however, differ from them in this
opinion, and every device and power has been
brought to bear to convert them to the side of
the governing class. Hence, the displays of
the British Press during this struggle. Their
province was to convert or mislead the labor-
ing classes to a support of the wishes of the
ministry. Whilst laboring earnestly and
anxiously to savo our nationality, we could

not but fcol indignant at the gross and in-
creasing misrepresentations of the British
Press in regard to our country and our affairs,

but amid all our trials and anxieties we could
not but be amußcd at their ignorauce of our

country, its institutions, its people, and its re-

sources ;as at the stupid cockney ism almost
daily displayod. These tilings, though they

have utterly foiled, are not and will not be
forgotten^

Much anxiety prevails beyond our borders
as to what will result from all these with the
multitude oTother similar friendly acts, now

that our National authority is reestablished.

ShaHjrc-go to war with England ? No ! not

with sword and gtm, unless cockney stupidity
still believes we cannot be kicked into war,

and practices on tliat theory. Many things

have been done and permitted by the British

Ministry, in violation of the principles of in-

ternational law, and treaty stipulations disre-

garded, which must bo speedily and fully

amended Now principles have been elimin-

ated to be added to the code of international

haw and Ethics, defects discovered in English
Statutes which must be amended, and they

must be taught that acts of perfidy toward this
country must and will be followed by humili-

ation on their side.
The questions atpssae.'thc wrongs perpetra-

ted and permitted, the indignities offered, can

all be settled without declaring war, settled

by negotiation better than by sword arbi-

tration. England is no longer a military

power of the first magnitude in fact, though
she yet makes pretensions to the name. It

is neither our policy or interest to weaken her

still more. But it is our duty to humiliate

her ministry, to teach them and their aristo-

cratic backers that impudence and perfidy ean-

jnot and will not be tolerated toward us. This

I can bo done and all that is necessary accom-

plished by diplomacy Let these various sub-

jects bo at once not only placed before, but

\ pressed upon her with that firmness and per-
tinacity which shall leave them 110 room ts

| doubt that we understand the full value of their

. present and past speeches, and that both an

! THE TRIAL OF THE ASSASSINS.
Tilt: LEGAL QUESTION.

I The trial of the assassins now in progress
jat Washington, is the theme of every tongue

and newspaper throughout the country; and
| it is to be expected that some erroneous opin-
jions will be formed and expressed, while at

jthe same time they are honestly entertained
| by persons who are not altogether qualified to

form a correct judgment in the case.

Among other things it is nllcdeu that in-
asmuch as Bootli the principal is dead and
cannot bo tried, therefore the accessaries, both
before and after the fact, cannot be tried and
convicted at all. Such an idea is not only
erroneous but pernicious aa it tends to throw
a doubt over the justice and legality of these
trials, while at the same time it weakens pub-
lic confidence in the iutegrity and judgment
of the court itself. If Booth were alive and
011 his trial for the murder of President Lin-
coln, nothing would be necessary to bis con-

viction but proof of the murder and that
Booth was the murderer. In the trial of his
accomplices, nothing mope is required. The
death of Booth, the principal, cannot in any
manner shield or exculpate his accomplices
from trial and punishment for the parts they
severally acted in that terrible drama.

The counsel of the prisoners now 011 trial,
have objected to the jurisdiction of the Court,

and allege that the accused ought to be tried
before a civil tribunal. This is nothing more

than a repetition of the cry that was iu the
mouth of every rebel at the commencement of
the rebellion. The authors and aiders and
abettors of the rebellion, who were then, from
day to day, in the bitterness and wickedness
of their hearts, denouncing the government,
and speaking and practising treason, to the
utmost of their power, declared that they
were not amenable to military authority for
anything they did or might think fit to do.?
They oven declared openly and boldly that
there was no government. They denounced
President Lincoln as a tyrant aud usurper,
and huzzahed for Jeff. Davis and the Southern
Confederacy. They mobbed the troops in
Baltimore and trampled 011 the flag of the
eountry. Por all this they claimed that they
were not responsible to military authority but
if to be tried at all must ha tried before a civ-
il tribunal. They claimed to bo civilians,
who could not be tried by any but a civil tri-
bunal, and that military law applied to per-
sons only in the military service. This rebel
pretension is at variance with the practice of

this and every other civilized country. Spies
in time of war, are generally civilians, but
they are always tried by military law, beforo
a military court. The assassin of the Prcsi.
dent has deliberately murdered the comman-

der-in-chief of the army, and has committed
the highest crime in the catalogue of military
offences. Ought this man and his accom-

plices to bo treated with greater clemency
than a common spy ? Ifso, on what grounds?

Conspicuous among the counsel for the
conspirators stands the Hon. Rcvordy John-
sou, a Senator or tlio United States from
Maryland. A question was made by a mem-

ber of the Court whether Mr. Johnson ought
to be permitted to appear in thu case without
taking the oath of allegiance. The recollec-
tion of Mr. Johnson's letter, written 011 tin
ove of the Maryland election last fall was

I still fresh in the memory of the Court.
It will be remembered that in that letter In
stated to tlio voters of the State, that the oatli

i required by the new Constitution of the State

was unconstitutional and void, and that the;

TUB KVJDKXCE.

The trial of the Assassins of President
hincohi, before the Military 'Iribunal at \\ ash-
ington.is proceeding with remarkable celerity.

A vast amount of facts Lave been elicited

and tho indications are that much more yet

Iremains to be developed. M hen President
! Johnson issued his Proclamation offering one

j hundred thousand dollars reward for the ap-

prehension of Jeff. Davis as an accomplice ol

IBooth in the assassination of President Lin-

coln, it was a matter of general surprise and

amazement. Many were unwillingto believe
tliat treason could have sunk that arcb-deuion
so low in infamy as to conspire with assassins.
Home were disposed to fear that the President

had made the declaration from feeling ratliei

than fact. Others broadly intimated that be
was instigated by malice to blacken the char-
acter of a fallen fvgUin foe with an infamous
eritne, utterly beneath tho dignity and con-

ceptions of the embodiment of chictdrg, "ti

high-toned gentleman," ifo.
Ifit were possible to Cud and occupy a deep-

er depth of degradation and infamy than that
attached to and prepared for treason against

this government, that abyss lias been reached

by Jeff. Davis. The testimony so far devel-

ops the fact of his negotiations with ISooth

and the finding in ISooth's possession tho lleb-

cl cypher for telegraphing secret messages,
that this murder was talked of in Kicliiuond

in official circles anil a multitude of testimony

goes to connect Jeff . Davis with it. But that
is not all. Facts are being developed show-
ing bis knowledge and countenance of the
plots for burning our large cities, showing

He lias been safely deposited in for-
tress Monroe, from whence lie will probably
only be taken to adorn the gallows.

MONET TO EEMAIN EASY-
Tliora seems to be much unccrtaiety in the

minds of capitalists, especially at the great
money centres, as to the course of the money
market during the present summer. We
think that upon a review of the whole situa-
tion all will agree that under no circumstance
can money be less plentiful than at present.

An apprehension exists that the operation of
the Treasury Department, growing out of the
immense sales of the Seven-thirty loan, aud
tho consequent drafts upon tho national do-
posit banks, particularly in the city of New
York, may cause a stringency.

Let us look at the facts in tho ease. On
the first of February last, when the present
system of popular distribution of loans was

, reinaugurattd, a demand for a few millions of
greenbacks in Wall street might have caused
something of a panic, but tho distribution of
the loan iu every town, city and village, not

only iu the east but in the West, drew out of
the pockets and secret boards of the people,
at the lowest calculation, §100,000,000 in
national bank and United States notes, which

. but for this practical system would possibly
not have been brought iuto circulation for

, some time to come.

As a natural eousequonco a large portion of

, these notes havcbceu forwarded to the money
centres. Thus we see iu the New York Banks
alone over sixty-six Millions of National Bank
and Government notes, aud in every other

, city the plethora is upon an equal scale, As
long as the popular loau shall perform its pres-
ent functions aud is greedily sought for by

the masses of tlic people, their stock of green-
backs must continue to flow to tho great de-
positories of the nation. This fully accounts

for the enormous accumulations of currency
in our cities.

Another cause of present and prospective
ease in the money market is that the Govern-
ment, as fist as the funds are paid into the
Treasury, is disbursing tnem in all parts of
(lie country in payment of overdue vouchers
and oftroops. Those disbursments, therefore,
immediately return to the channels of trade,
and the flow is as natural as the rivers to tho
sea. Besides a large portion of the drafts are

drawn upon tho National Jlaukin favor ot the
quartermasters who draw them, drafts upon
the bank in favor of the Government, thus,

in a measure, doing away with the necessity
for handling large amounts of greenbacks.

Wu are assured that the Treasury Depart-
ment will take every precaution to prevent a

stringency in the money market growing out

of its vast operations, and that disbursements
will be made as fast as payments are made to

the Treasury. Ilow then can the operations
of the Treasury cause a stringency in the
nioriev market'!

Wo repeat that tho present subscription to

the national loan is producing the present ple-

thora in tlie money market, and there is not

the slightest reason to expect any stringency
arising from the operations of the Govern-
ment. Xh rapid liquidation of claims against
tho Governmeht enables those who
borrowers upon the market to cancel thetr en-

J tiro indebtedness. This will laave free an

additional amount of money at the disposal of
tho banks and money-lenders.

It is a proposal by a ]>er- j
son who is willingto undertake for a conside-
ration, by means of some secret incendiary
composition, to burn American vessels, and
the job was to be so extensive, that it contem-
plated the burning of vessels leaving foreign
ports for the I'nitcd States, all l'uitcd States
transports on the sea coast, and tho fleets and i
transports on the Mississippi. This letter is j
endorsed by Jefferson Davis to his Secretary J
of State, Benjamin, directing him to see the

In other words Davis alludes to former fail-
ures in u'-son, and desires his Secretary to as-

certain whether this new scheme will work
the destruction promised. The burning of
some transports on the Mississippi may be
traced to incendiaries in the llebcl interests. I
The plots to burn Chicago and New York, j
which failed", were attempts to carry out the
same policy. Davis was aware that they had
not produced the results which were hoped
for, and he wished to know how this new in-

vention would surmount the dijiiridh/. These
matters, which are leaking out daily, are so

many confirmations of the devilish spirit of
the wretches whom General lluntcr the other
day justly stigmatized us " the humbug chiv-
alry of the South."

The Reconstruction of Virginia.
Governor I'IEKPOINT, of Virginia, is endea-

voring to bring order out of chaos. On tho
fourth Thursday of May, according to the

laws of the State passed at Alexandria, the
election for members of Congress ought to be
held. But three of the districts were in Re-
bellion and are not yet reorganized. Congress
decided at tho last session that to entitlo a

claimant to a seat in the House of Represen-
tatives, us a delegate from a State in insurrec-
tion, a majority of the people of his district
must have hail an opportunity to voto, and of
course the necessary qualifications. As the
First, Second and Seventh District ato still
disorganized, being without proper officers,

and containing ft population in which a large
majority has not taken the oath of allegiance

there can bo no elections held there. The
Governor is anxious that all the districts shall
have opportunity toelect their Representatives

He therefore requests that no elections for
members of Congres shall he held in any of
the district on the fourth Thursday in May,
and none for members of Assembly in the un-

organized counties.
Tho counties which are organized may hold

their elections upon the day named for mem-

bers of Assembly, but for no other officers.
The fact that no members of Congress are

voted for, or members of Assembly iu the
counties not organized, will create' vacancies
in those districts and counties. Tho Gover-
nor will then have authority to issue writs for

special elections, and he promises to do it iu
time for tho next session of Congress, and
for the session of tho State Legislature. By
this plan time will be given to straighten up
the affairs of the State, and get the machinery

in good working order. No detriment will
occur by this action. The people willbe set-

tled down into something like civilization,

and will be better able to understand their
position toward tho Government, and their
duty to themselves.

t*f 'Jeff I>av s "the President, ''and
Alex. H. Stephens, the Vice President of the
establishment recently removed from Rich-
mond, together wit h Mr. Regan of Texas, the
Postmaster General; Clement C. Clay, of Ala-
bama ; General V heeler, wiso has rendered
himself infamous by murders of Union soldiers
and whilst flying from Richmond, arrived at

Fortress Monroe on Friday afternoon in charge
of Colonel Pritchard, who commanded the

force that captured Davis. The prisoners were
brought overland to Savannah irom the point
of their capture, from Savannah to Ililton

Head by a guuooat, and from tbeuce to For-
tress Monroe in the steamer Clyde, convoyed
by the sloop-of-war Tauscroru Davis and Clay
are alleged to be parties to the late assassina-
tion conspiracy, and the Government, it will
he remembered, offered a reward of gIOC.OOO
for tbe capture of tbo former, and $25,000 for
the latter. A. 11. Stephens, who is in feeble
health, and who does not appear to have taken
any very active part in the " Government of
the Confederate States" since his Hampton
iioads Conference with the lamented Presi-
dent. and Secretary Seward, surrendered him-
self to our cavalry whilst at his home near At-
lanta, Ga. Preparations have been made at

the Fortress for the reception of the prisoners,
several of the casements having been fitted up
for that purpose, but their place of imprison-
ment litis not been made public. The Monitor
dattgns left tlio Washington Navy Yard on
Saturday, and it is supposed that she has gone
to Fortress Monroe to bring the party to V asli-
ington. Newspaper accounts confirm the offi-
cial statement as to the capture of Davis in
his wife's clothing. On his trip North a copy
of the President's proclamation offering a re-

ward for his capture being shown him, ho ap-
peared to be overcome by his feelings. Only
48,00(1 ill specie has as yet been discovered
among the effects cuptured, but several boxes
have not been examined.

Jeff. Davis and Clement C. Clay were on
Monday transferred from the steamer Clyde
to a casemate of Fortress Monroe.

The detailed account of his capture sub-
stantiate the first report that ho attempted to

escape in female apparel. Thus disguised lie
appeared at the door of the tent with a buck-
et oil his arm, and Mrs. Davis solioited per-
mission for her "mother" to get some water

from the spring.

I do not
feel at liberty to say anything further con-
cerning the matter at present; but it may be
that we may have aid from a sourco unexpect-
ed, aud at a time when we least dream of it."
