it is not final, giving, in fact, the other party

thirty days to answer and renew the contest.

The decree, however, was so favorable in its
tenor as to preclude the Pennsylvania Central
from any hope of success against them upon
the final trial. The Baltimore and Ohio Rail-

road is necessarily deeply interested in the
\u25a0completion of the road to this city, and are

giving every aid in their power to insure its
success. No doubts whatever are entertained

inregard to its early construction to this point,
and the Baltimore nhd Ohio Railroad Com-

pany nre already preparing for the Increase of
business which it will throw into their hands.
They are now surveying a route from Point
*>f Rooks to Washington City, and will soon

open up a short line to \\ ashington, so that,

upon the completion of the two roads this will
he the most direct line from the National
(Capital to the West and Southwest.

yards. The damage, however, has been re-

paired, and we look for a large fleet of boats
here in a few days, when trade will be re-

sumed more actively than ever.

The shipments of coal during tho month of

July were the largest ever made since the
opening of the Canal. Daring tho month,

652 boats cleared this port for Georgetown,

carrying 59.024 tons. Since the Ist of Janu-
ary, 1387 boats have left carrying 150,787.
11 tons.

CONSTITUTION, AttTICLB IST.
See. 3. No person above the age of

years, convicted of larceny or other infamous crime,
unless pardoned by the Governor, shall ever there-
after be entitled to vote at any election in this State,
and no lunatic, or person nou compos mentis, shall
be entitled to vote.

See. 4. No person who has been at any time ifi
armed hostility to the United States, or the lawful
authorities thereof, or who hns been inany mutincr
in the service of the so-called "Confederate States
of America," and no person who has voluntarily
left this Strtte and gone Within the military lines
of the so-called "Confederate States or armies" with
the purpoes of adhering to said States or armies,
and ho person who has given any aid, comfort,
countenance or support to those engaged in armed
hostility to the United States, or in any manner ad-
hered to the enemies of the United States, either by
contributing to the enemies of the United States
or unlawful sending within the limits of such ene-
mies money or goods, *\u25a0 letters, or information, or
who has disloyally held communication with the en-
emies of the United States, or who has advised any
person to enter the service of the said enemies, or

aided any person so to enter,or who has by any open
deed or word declared his adhesion to the cause of the
enemies of the United States, or his desire for the
triumph ofsaid enemies over the arms of the United
States shall ever be entitled to vote at any election
to be held in this State, or to hold any office of

jhonor, profit or trust under the laws of this State ;
\unless, since such unlawful acts, he shall have vol-
untarily entered into the military service of the
United States, and hren honorably d ifcharged there-
from, or shall be on the duy of election, actually
and voluntarily illsuch service, and it shall l e the
duty of all Ollicers of Registration carefully to ex-
clude from being registered all persons so as abo-.e
disqualified ; and shall administer the following
loath or fllirnmtion to each person offering himself
to he registered :

"I l(i swear [or affirm] tlu.t I am a citizen of the
j Cniied States, that I have never given nnv aid,

[ countenance or support to those in tinned hostility
to the fuitcd States: that I have never expressed a

desire for the triumph of said enemies over the arms
of the Tailed States, and that I willhear true faith
and allegiance to the United States and support the
Constitution and laws thereof us the supreme law
of the land, any law or ordinance of any State to the
contrar} notwithstanding, that I willin nil respects
demean myself as a loval citizen of the United
States, and I make this oath [or affirmation] with-
out any reservation or evasion, and believe itto be
binding on me.

Any person declining to take such oath shall not
he allowed to be registered, hut the taking of such
oath shall not lie deemed conclusive evidence of the i
right ofsuch person to registration, and in addition )
to the above, the further oath shall he taken by
each person, that he will true answers give to such
questions as may he propounded to him. touching
his right of registration and voting, and any per-
son swearing oa affirming falsely shall he liable to

the penalties of perjury.
ACT OK ASSKMW.Y.

In Section 7. it was made the duty of naturalized
citizens to produce their naturalization papers be-
fore they can be registered. And by Section 13,
the Officers of Registration are clothed with magis-
terial powers, to issue summons, attachments and
commitments to any Sheriff or Constable who shall
serve such process as if issued by a Judge of the
Circuit Court or Justice of Ilie Peace, to compel the
attendance of witnesses, to ascertain the qu.ililiea-
tions of persons to registration, and to preserve the j
pence around the place ofregistrations.
