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The drops.
Tbe crops of com, wheat, Ac., in the

Northern States sro represented as very large !
end likely to afford a considerable surplus for
importation. At the same time, the crops in
(\u25a0crnutny and France are reported to be short
The severe drought on the continent has in-
jured the prospect of the crops. The last rc-
porta from England represeut that " the [
weather continues favorable for the crops, ,
roiuo refreshing showers have fallen, which
will prove very beneficial." Hut it is gene- I
rally supposed that the crop* will be below I
the average. There is usually n defisicnoy of
grain in England, which is supplied from the
continent. It is probable that this deficiency
will be supplied, to a great extent, from this
country. The stock of breadstuff's in Liver-
pool is light, and exportation from the United
States may commence early this fall. Li
this esse, onr exports of breadstuff's and pro-
visions will largely supply exchange for our
imports, and we calculate upon a decline in
gold to, at least, thirty per cent, premium.

The most reliable accounts from tbe South
represent that the cotton crop- for the present
year willnot exceed five hundred thousund j'
bales. Tbe stock now in the country, and
what may be accessible within tho next five
or six months, caunot be estimated at more
than twelve hundred thousand bales, and will
probably fall far short of that. Tbe idea that
it was to come forward rapidly after the re-
moval of restrictions upou trade in the South
is already dissipated. The stite of tho rail-
roads and other iiicnim of transportation, and <
tbe condition of most of the cotton, forbid it? '
much of it is yet to be giDncd and baled. It
is better for the holders, however, that it
should come forward gradually, for a sudden
supply of a million of bales would reduce the
price.

Tq Build a Stack-
There is much more science involved in

building a stack of hay, loose grain, or bun-
dles in a correct uinnner than there is in croc-
ting a pyramid that will stunil the test of
wasting and raging elements of time and
changing weather.

The main point is to build a stack so as to
turn all the rain off instead of turning it to-
wards the middle of the stuck, where it would
produce more or less damage.

Beginners will most always commence at
the circumference or outside of the stack, in-
stead of commencing in the middle. Whether
u stack is to bo made of bundles or loose ma-
terials, it should be always commenced in the
middle. And the middle should always lie
kept fullest, from one to two feet higher than
the outside, and well pressed down. The
middle should always be trod down more
closely than the outside, so that when the
stack commences to settle, the outside will
settle more clostly than the middle, and thus
tend to give a good inolinati >ri to the straw
on the outside, and will carry off the water
readily.

It is better to make round stacks tbnn those
having square corners, because sueb square
corners will never settle down evenly with
the sides ; and they cunnot carry off the rain
as well as if the top were round.

As soon as n stack is built as high as the
bilge, care must ho exercised to give more
inclination to the sheaves, by keeping the mid-
dle fuller; and the sheaves must be crowded I
as closely together as they can he to keop the ]
water from falling down ou to the course of
sheaves below.

When stacks arc built of loose materials,
the strictest sluckcr should bo careful to place
as many of the straight bunches of straw up
nnd down the stack on tho outer course, ns he
cab conveniently. These long straws will
turn off the water almost as well as a board.

Remedy foh Leaky Teats.?As soon ns
the cow is milked clean, wrap a rag about one
inch wide twice around each teat, an inch from
each tip, and tie it on with woolen yarn,
which is more elastic than linen or cotton.?
They should be tied in a bow-knot sufficiently
tight to prevent the milk from coming down
to the end of the tents, but not tight enough
to produce pain by stopping the circulation of
the blood. Tho rags ure of course removed
when the cow is milked. Light India rubber :
bands slipped over each teat are much better \
nnd inoro convenient than strings, and may <
be obtained at any stationery store. They
may be made by cutting narrow slices from
the end of rubber tubes, or by cutting rings
out of apiece of old-fashioned rubber shoe.
Iftlicy clasp the teats too tightly, shave tlieni
thinner. A joiner's gouge is the best tool to
cut out such riugg with After a few weeks,
the teats will be so coutraeted that they will
not leak. I

CALVM?Wonn enIVOR gradually. Koatrict
their allowance to one tent per day. Then
allow tliem to suck only a part of tho milk
in one teat. After a few (lays longer, let thom
auck only once a dny fora week. Then, onoe
in two days for a week ; then once iu three
days. Uy this time, if they linvo been man-
aged as directed they may be weaned with
little disturbance from either dan. or naif, and
without growing poor, as they always do,
when weaned abruptly.? American Agricul-
tural.

COLTS. ?Spriug colts as well as calves
should bo weaned generally in August. Con-
fine them in a small, clean enclosure, where
they eannot run much; and let them suck
twice a day; then once, then ouce in two
days; then once in three days. See that
colts and calves do not luck a good supply of
olean water and good grass, or fine hay, and
salt.? American Agriculturitt.

HOTTER ?See that all milk vessels arc well
scalded and sunned without fail, daily.?
