No person who has been at Any tin£ in
armed hostility to Iho United States, or the lawful
authorities thereof, or who has I'.ecit in any manner
in the service of the So-called "Confederate States
of America-," and no person who litis voluntarily
left this State and goto; within the military li'ies
of the so-called 4 ?('ottfedcrafv States ?r nrtnics" with
the purport.' of adhering to said States or armies,
ami no person who bus given any aid, comfort,
counUbiAiu'e or support to those engaged in armed
hostility to the Uniied States, or in any manner nd-
hcred to the enemies of the Tinted States, either by
contributing to the enemies of the United States
or unlawful sending within the limits of such ene-
mies money or goods, or letters, or information, or
who has disloyally held communication with the en-
emies of the United States, or u ho has advised any
person to enter the flervi e of the said enemies, or
aided any person so to enter,or who Inn by any open
deed or word declared iis adhesion to the cause of the
enemies of the United States, or Ids desire for the
tiiumpb of said enemies over the arms of tin? United
States .shall ever be entitled to vote at any election
to be held in this State, or to bold any ofiice of
honor, profit or trust under Hie laws of this State ;
unlets, since such unlawful acts, lie shall have vol-
untarily entered into the military service of the
United States, uml been honorably discharged there-
from, or shall be oh the day of election, actually
and voluntarily in such service, and it shall be the
duty of all Officers of Registration carefully to ex-
clude from being registered all persons so as above
disqualified ; and shall administer the following
oath or affirmation to each person offering himself
to be registered:

"\ do swear [br affirm] llir.tf Atrta citizen of the
I'niied States, that I have never given auy aid,
connteniinccor support to those iu armed hostility
to tlic Doited States; thill I have ncVer expressed a
ilesire for the triumph of said enemies over tile arms
of the I'li'itcd States, and thai I Will bear true faith
and allegiance to the I'niied States and support the
Constitution and laws thereof as the supreme law
of the land, any law or ordinance ofany Slate to the
contrary not withstanding, that I will in all respects
demean myself as a loyal citizen of the l uited
States, ami I make this oath [or affirmation] with-
out any reservation or evasion, and believe it to be
binding dri me."

Any person declining to lake such oath shall not

be allowed to be registered, but the taking of such
oath shall not bci deemed conclusive Evidence of the
right of such person to registrat ion, and in addition
to the above, the further oatli shall lit- taken by
each perron, that he will true HtUlVfts give to such
question* us may be propotlndcd to him, touching
his right of registration and voting, and any per-
son swearing on affirming falsely shall be liable to
the penalties of perjury.

ACT OF ASSEMBLY,

In Section 7, it was muds the duty of naturalized
citizens to produce their naturalization papers be-
fore they can be registered. And by Section 13,
the Officers of Registration are clothed with magis-
terial powers, to issue summons, attachments and
commitments to any Sheriff or Constable who shall
serve such process as if issued by a Judge of the
Circuit Court or Justice of the Peace, to compel the
attendance of witnesses, to ascertain the qualifica-
tions of persons to registration, aud to preserve the
peace aroimd the place of registration?. For series
of questions tnat will be pioimunded to persons
ofTcriug to he registered, together with sucii others
as may bt suggested in the examination of the sev-
eral eases, ?ee handbill-?.
