A list of sickening and revolting horrors is

now about to be made public during the trial
of Wirz, of Anderson tille notoriety. Hu is
charged with having maliciously, wilfullyand
traitorously, and in aid of the armed rebellion
against the United States, combining, confcd-
rerating and conspiring together with Robert
K. Lee, Jaiues A. Seddon, John H. Winder,
Lucius 1). Northrop, Richard R. Winder, Jos.
White, W. S. Winder, K. K. Stevenson, and
others unknown, to injure the health and de-
stroy the lives of soldiers in the military ser-
vice'of the United States, prisoners of war
within the lines of the so-called Confederate
States and in the military prisons thereof, to
the end that the armies of the United States
might be weakened and impaired; in violation
of the laws and customs of war.

After the assumption of command by Major
he caused the prisoners to he notified

that if they approached within thirty feet of
the stockade tiiey would he shot by the guards
upon the outside. This limit of thirty feet
was unmarked by any line ichatrrer!?it trim

ideal." Ideal! Alas! it is this poor "Plan-
ter" who is ideal, and loves to see his visions
iu italics. 1 wonder very much irhen lie saw
the prison ; and, if lie ever saw it, rehire his
eves were, and what kind of sight they had.

1 his visionary, yet would bo sympathetic
observer, stood, unfortunately, upon the
wrong view-point, and looked in the wroug
way through the wrong telosoopo, so that,
instead of seeing?-as all others saw?a jndpa-
blc diad tine, he, poor fellow 1 saw an iiuag-
inary one.

'J'here irae a "dead line"?an tirlual, sub-
stantial dead line.?within that awful, that
indescribable prison. This dead line leas
about fourfeet in height, and it ran parallel
with and lnthin about twenty or twen/y-Jiei
feet of the stockade. I entered the hell at

Andersonville in July, 1864; that dead lino
was there then: it had been there long beforo
I came, and it was there even on the 15th of
November, ISG4, when the prison was con -

pletely empty. 1 was in the wretched hos-
pital without (lie stockade when the last batch
of prisoners left the prison for the stockade
ut Millcn, (about, the 10th of November

1 saw the ruthless "Johnnies," with their
bio idhounds, hunt through every hole (of
which there were hundreds here and there
dug or burrowed in the prison as shelters) to
see if any prisoners had secreted themselves.
L saw the prison nuked mid bure of every
tiling; but still Isaw the accursed dead line.

Not only was there a dead-line in the pris-
on pen at Andersonville, hut there was one
also in the prison at Millcn ; hut the latter
was never so deeply stained with the blood of
human wretches, for there skeletons wore shot
down without any cause whatever; but tho
must of them were murdered whilst in tho
act of drawing wafer. In order that you
may better understand this, I must remark
that a little temporary bridge crossed tho
abominable stream (which ran through tho
prison) on the west side, between which
bridge and the dead line was a distanco of
some 18 feet, and to this little portion all who
"had no right to the wells*" were confined
for water; but notwithstanding some efforts t>
keep tiiis little portion clean, it would from
divers causes be so dirty at times that a dying
camel would turn from it in disgust; as the wa-
ter within (lie dead line seemed always tone tho
cleanest?if clean any part of that disgusting
sink could be culled?the poor, drouthy, fam-
ished skeleton would (whilst the sentinels'
buck was turned) once in a while dip in his
vessel about a foot inside the dead-line, but
alas 1 before he could accomplish his object, a
bullet cuiuc whizzing by, sending the poor
wretch into eternity 1 This was a common
thing. Report hud it? and we all believed it?-
that any sentinel shooting so as only to wound
one of us, received a furlough for his mag-
nanimous action for fifteen days; hut the
sentinel who killed his victim got a furlough
for a month 1 Does history, whether genuine
or fabulous, furnish anything so atrocious, so

' diabolical as this V Tho most bloody crimes
j of the Dark Ages were nothing to the crimes

| of the keepers of the Andersonville prison ;

j and ail tho collective misery and cruelty en-
j dured for a century before the late rebellion

! were not more than what was endured by tho
| unfortunate inmates of that awful den

I have seen and been in most of the rebel
dungeons. I have tasted the luxury of tho
wretched prison at Petersburg: the lobby at
Richmond; the brick styes at Danville; thu
bull-pen at Millcn; but never ?oh! never?-
have I seen, nor indeed has the world ever
seen, such unparalleled, such indescribable
misery and privation, such cruelty aud suffer-
ing, as prevailed in the hell at Andersonvillo!
Nothing short of a superhuman tongue could
describe them; nothing short of the most pre-
eooious imagination eould conceive them.

I will conclude by simply rcniarKing, by-
way of a friendly hint to the philanthropic,
sympathetic, and most veracious "Georgia,
planter," that it is not only painful hut ridi-
culous to see some insensate individuaSsat-
tempting to describe what they never taw, and
striving to grow eloquent upon the shallow,
uutertaiu fouudation of /tearung.
