He speaks of the Regis-
tration Law ns an instrument "which threat-
ens to disturb tho harmony of our people,
and to plnnt rnukling and bitterness in tho
hearts of our neighbors." The individuals
who feel tho unpleasant effect of this law are

thoso who used every efforts in tleir power to
"disturb the harmony of our people" during
the four years of Rebellion with which we

were cursed, and if they are our neighbors and
tiieir hearts are filled with rankling and hit-
t mess, wo have only to say, let them rankle.
They have been the sworn enemies of loyalty,
law, order, peace, and prosperity. They
have hated Union men and Union doctrines
with all tho intensity of their natures, and
their hatred has rather increased ihnn dimin-
ished. They have waged u political, social
and physicial war. upon the most uncharita-
hlo and unchristian pretences. They have
failed most signally in their unholy designs,
and must accept tho result of the arbitration
which they courted They must be taught
that "treason is a crime which must be pun-
ished."

Mr. BLAIR nays tbat three members of the
dominant party in each election district have
absolute power to disfranchise whom they
please, nnd intimates that the fate of every
applicant for registration is in the hands of a
secret inquisition, which decides his fate
without any consideration in regard to the
right or the wrong of the thing, hut under
the solo influence of prejudice nnd passion.?

The
requirements are all set forth in tho plainest
manner, and the questions are easily under-
stood and easily answered. They are not

couched in a mass of words whioh leaves
their meaning doubtful, but are plain ques-
tions asked in a plain manner and requiring
a plain answer. They were not gotten up for
tho benefit of disloyal men, but for tho pur- i
pose of guarding tho rights of the people who |
have been true to their faith, nnd who of a i
right should control the political affairs of the i
State. Would Mr. BLAIR have all restraints
torn away from the ballot-box and allow an
indiscriminate exerciso of the right to vote?

We confess our inability to answer this
question, unless, as we strongly suspect,
be wants to create political capital, and has
taken this question as his base of operations.

the counterfeiting of the National issues of
notes, and We bare taken pains to inform our-
selves, says the Washington Chronicle,
through the proper officers of the Treasury, to

matter,

All the postal and fractional currency, both
that printed in New York, and that printed
in the Treasury, except the very last i.-iues
printed at the Treasury, have been couutcr-
tei ted,

Nearly all the "Greenback" or "legal ten-
der ' notes printed in Now York bava been
counterfeited or altered to higher denomina-
tions, viz :

Ones?-both counterfeited and altered to
tens. Twos?altered to fifties.

Twenties?counterfeited.
Fifties?counterfeited,
(hie hundred?counterfeited
None of the notes (except fractional) which

have been printed in the Treasury have been
counterfeited' The five, six, seven and
three-teutlos per cent, notes compound inter-
est notes, Ac,, have all so far escaped imita-
tion by the counterfeiters. It is only those
printed in New York that have been success-
fullyimitated. The currency of the national
banks has not yet been counterfeited, notwith-
standing the reports to that effect 'These
notes were designed at the Treasury Depart-
ment and executed in New York. When
they are executed according to the originnl
design it is believed they, like the five six
seven*ind-thrcetontlls per cent, notes, will
defy the counterfeiters' skill.
