The public should well understand that the
Public Schools now opening arve literally
FREE to all, without money and without
price. Books only to be purchased, and these
furnished at very low rates. And in this
county of Allegany it should also be well un-
derstood that under the law imposing a tax of
15 cts. on the §100, the entire amount, after
being paid into the State Treasury, is appor-
tioned out to the whole State according to
population, snd that thus our county will re-
ecive thousands of dollars more than she pays
for school purposes. Again, in neighbor-
hoods or districts where from the want of
suitable school houses or other causes, no
gchools can just now be opened, their ducs
will accumulate and be returned to them in
due time. Thus the people should hopefully
await results, and so far as possible aid the
commissioners in their cfforts to elevate gen-
eral intelligence by clevating the standard of
qualifications in teachers, that thus we may
gradually emerge from the durkness which
cnshrouds us.

There is much to do in fairly introducing
our excellent uniform gystem of publie in-
struction throughout the State, and we must
be patient.
