Our Opportunity.
There is in the existence of communities, as

in that of men, a turning point for good or

for evil?a time when success or failure in the
future is insured by the action of tho present.
That time has arrived in the history of Cum-
berland. It has always been admitted that
this city was surrounded with natural advan-
tages sufficient to insure its success and ad-
vancement in a commercial point of view,

yet it is well knowu that money and industry

and enterprise and energy are necessary to

gage business will not induce them to pay
exorbitant prices to parties for ground upon
upou which to erect their establishments, for
the simple reason that they cannot afford it,
and would not if they could, because of their

natural repugnance to submitting to extortion.
Wo have board of parties, holding their
ground at reasonable prices, until offers were

made by enterprising persons, when an imme-
diate advance of 100 percent, was made, and
the trade at onco prevented. Now this spir-

itof greed cannot possibly have any other
effect than that of repelling the advance made
by these parties, and of preventing the in-
crease of our trade. Suppose a more liberal
policy is adopted; suppose these persons who
own available sites dispose of them at their
real value to men who will improve them ;

suppose some inducements are extended to

tliC3o capitalists to engage in business here,

what will be the result ? In a short space of
time the advances made would be met, and
factories and furnaces and foundries would
geud forth their busy hum from morning till
night, where now the cattle graze, and weeds

and grass grow rank and strong,

Now is the time for the citizens of Cumber-
land to eeal the future destiny of the city.?
Tbcy have it in their power, by liberal deal-
ing and energy to givo it an impetus which
will carry it to an enviable position, aud
evcntuall' - bring wealth and comfort to even-

home. They have coal and iron in unbound-
ed quantities ; tbcy bave excellent water pow-
er; tbey have railroad and canal facilities
which arc being increased every day. Why I
not take advantage of these things and tuyu !
tbem to good account? Heretofore our city I
has improved rather in spite of many of her \u25a0
citizens than because of them.

hundred millions authorized, or the issuing
of a single dollar more of paper money in any
form. These expressions of opinion, which
eomn from the accredited origin of the views
of the merchants of New York, speak authori-
tatively for them. The resolutions cannot be
without their effect, and it may be said that
they not only speak the wishes of the persons
who adopted llirm, but that they express the
opinions af all classes of citizens except stock
gamblers and speculators, who riot in the
fluctuations of the currency, and expect to
make what thousands lose.? ?l'luUulelpliia
Inquirer.

THE ItroiSTUi* LAW? lts Constitutionality
Affirmed by the < 'our! of A\ppeah. ?The Court
of Appeal, on Friday pronounced its decision
in the appeal case from the Circuit Court of
.Montgomery County, affirming the orders of
the court below, refusing a mandamus on the
petition of Thomas Anderson vs. John VV.
Baker. George Earnest.and Julian Magruder,
officers of registration of votsrs in the fourth
district of Montgomery county to require
them to register the petitioner as a qualified
voter. The court also affirmed the order of
the Circuit Court (or Prince George's county
i?sitting in equity?refusing to grant an in-
junclion against, the officers of registration,
the Judges of Election, and the Clerk of the
Circuit Conrt of that county, to restrain then!
from prpeeeding to register voters or hold
an election under the registration law, clc.

The court announces "that all the questions
presented HI the above case had been fully
examined by the Conrt, and four of the jus-
tices concurring in affirming the constitution-
ality of the registry law, and also the consis-
tency of the provisions in the Constitution of
the United States. The opinions in the ease
will be filed as soon us completed. The
constitutionality of the law is fullv sustained
at all points. No appeal from the decision to
the Supreme Court of the United States has
vet been taken.

A SLOW Renin AT.?The last order of Earl
Ilussell, in refi-reuco to the treatment to he
observed towards war vessels of tho United
States and Rebel cruisers, does not yet come
up to the necessities of tho situation In his
circular of tho 2d of June. Ilussell declared
that the rule which required that twenty.four
hours should elapse after u vessel of one bel-
ligerent had sailed from ;t Br-tish port before
another belligerent should be allowed to fol-
low, would, notwithstanding the fact that it
was admitted that the Rebellion was over-
thrown, be kept in force against United States
vessels. This arrangement was for the benefit
of the rebel privateers, and it was intended
to givo them an opportunity to escape from
United States cruisers, and to defy them,
liut there were additional privileges granted
to the Rebel vessels, among which WHS the
important intimation that, if, after their de-
structive career, their officers desired to sell
tho vessels and equipments in British limbers,
they could do so. This provision of the or-

j der of June 2d is not rescinded by the order
iof October 13th. The latter repeals the

| twenty-four hours' rule, as against United j
j Sutos vessels, hut it does not uullifythe priv-
ilege offered the pirates, of selling out their
vessels and pocketing the proceeds, in any
British port in which there may not happen
to be a United .States vessel of war at tho
time of the arrival of the privateers. Under
this restriction, if it should happen, fur in-
stance, that the Shtnand"iih should arrive at
Melbourne when a United States vessel was
there, the latter might follow the corsair out

of port.nud engage her outsido of the maritime
