Kxplanation by the
unfortunate recipient of the aforesaid prison-
er's visit to the effeet that the soldier was there
“in the simple performance of his duty, and
by request of the prisoner himself,” ‘was of no
avail.  The Speaker declared upon his word
of honor, and by the high position he occupied,
that ¢ This House shall not again suffer such
an indignity, particularly from @ United
Statos soldicr,. ”

Apprehensions of the Uanadian Press.
L¥rom the Toronto Freeman, Nov. 9.]

We confess to more apprehension of distur-
banee from the Governwment of the United
States than from the Fenians,  There may be
some trouble from that quarter, and should
it arise the Menians, as a matter'of course, and
very naturally, would be utilized.  The claims
which have been made from Washington upon
the Lmperial Government for compensation
for the loss inflicted upon American com-
weree by the Alabama, during the progress
of the late war, may lead to difficulty, It is
to be hoped the matter will be amicably ad-
justed  Should it unfortunately happen that
serious complications will arise, and that they
wust be referred to the arbitrament of the
sword, then indeed we may have sufedent
cause for apprehension.  The time that would
be chosen to send over the frontier an army
of occupation would be when we are least
guarded or prepared, when the means of pro-
curing from Eugland reinforcements and sup-
plies would be cut off with our ice-bound chan-
uels of cowmunication. It will be then left
JSor us to make the best terms we can and sur-
render at discretion. It were wiser and more
prudent for us to look to such a contingency
than be ocoupying our thoughts with the
bugbear of u I'cnian invasion.

In late years the proposition has been of-
ten mooted in the Senate of having pupils at
the Legations to learn the art of diplomacy.
But our present school of diplomaey seems to
be that of arms. It looks to arms.  The ap-
pointment of Gereral Logan as Minister to
the Republic of Mexico, (the seat of govern-
ment of which is in the province of Chihuahu)
contemplates our resistance, at least, to fur-
ther French aggression in that quarter, and
probably to a continental policy sustaining
the Monroe dootrine. The latter idea is
strengthened by the appointment of another
soldier to go to Chili, and take the place, af-
ter a while, of an experienced and popuiar
minister pow there.  Meanwhile Gen. Kil-
patrick goes to Spain, it is said, to impress
the views of our Government upon the Court
of Madrid.

The French imbroglio has been given asa

reason in the highest quarter for keeping up
the army at present to about 200,000 wen,
some of which are being eoncentrated upon
the Canadian frontier, to repress Fenian move-
ments, doubtless, and thus ingratizte England
to our intere gainst France. But the |
latter has an alliance with Spain by marriage
und with Austria by setting up one of her
Archdukes in the splendid Empive of Mexico,
Dynastic reasons, with desire to keep the
Freneh people in good humor; may make war
with us in Mexico rather a dexirable thing to
Napolcon.  Napoleon 15 reported to be with-
drawing treops from Rome, which thing may
be to procure aconciliation of the Catholic
clergy in Mexico.
Frunce has as large a navy as our own,
and in a war our commercial marine would
be the greater sufferer, unless, indeed, it is
for the most part in foreign hands by transfer
during the scourging of the seas by Confede-
rate privatecrs.

It will be remembered that Gen. McDon-
gall, Senator of California, made an impression |
upon Congress, a couple of scasions since, by
a very able exposition of French desigus in
Mexico and on the Pacific slope.

Our Railroad Interests:

A correspondent of the Pittsburg Commer«
cial, writing from Washington, says:

“A Branch of the Baltimore and Okio
Railroad unites Washington with Baltimore,
Baltivore is well provided with railroads
runaing in all directions This Branch Road
between here and Baltimore has done an im-
mense business during the war. Iu four
years, including troops, the passengers car-
ried over it have exeeeded two millions. Be-
sides this immense travel, the supplies &e.,
for the army and the people of this city have
nearly all been carried over the road.” Ibe-
lieve that the number of accidents causing tho
loss of life have been but two in that whole
period. This fact seems a grand compliment
to the sccurity-of the road and the efficiency
of the officers, when we consider how appali-
ing has been the loss of life by accidents on
other roads, not ouly during but siuce the
war. o

There is still another railroad which de-
serves attention in this connection. It is the
new short line to connect Washington with the
West and Nocthwest. This road is now be-
ing accurately surveyed as rapidly as posi-
ble by a full corps of engineers, under Messrs
Latrobe and Randolph. ~ When completed, it
will conneet the Washington and Baltimore
depot with the main stem of the Baltimore and
Qliio Railroad at Point of Rocks, Marylund,
some seventy-five miles west of Baltimore,
and forty-five miles from Washington. Thus
Washington will be brought some forty miles
nearer the West and Northwest than it is at
present, and this distance will be much fur-
ther shortened by the completion of the Con-
nellsville Railroad, eonnecting Cumbertand
with Pittsburg and the entire West and North -
west through Pittsburg.  When done, it is
claimed, and upon good evidence, that this
new and importaut line from Washington will
be all that is necessary to establish full rail-
road facilitics to and from the national cupitai,
and will at once obviate the necessity for the
additional road under the title of an ‘air line
between Washington and the North.” The
work on the Connellsville road is more than
balf done, as its whole length from Pittsburg
to Cumberlaud is only about one hundre
and fifty miles. The importance of these ty
new roads is not fully appreciated by the pu!
lic. They will form the very shortest pe
ble time between Washington and the great
West and Northwest, and bring Pistsburg
with its vast wealth of iron, coal and general
commeree, and all the country beyond, about
eighty miles ncarer the American capital
than at present.  As the late decision of the
United States District Court in favor of tho
road gcttles the points in law, we may safely
predict a speedy resumption of labor on the
unfinished end of the road, which, when com-
pleted, will be of such an immense iuterest,
not only to the people of Pittsburg but to all
the Wost,
