Cleveland a Rather Uncertain Quantity

PRESIDENT-ELECT CLEVELAND.,

He Disappoints Some Liberal and Enter-
prising Hotel Men, and Agrees to Accept
the Inauguration Committee’s
Frogramme,

Epecigl to the Eentinel:

Wasaiserox, Jan, 11.—A good deal of dis-
sppointment is expressed by Washington
hotel men who were competing for the en-
tertainment of Mr. Cleveland daring his stay
here before inauguration. They are told
that he will likely come here on the night of
March 2 or the morning of the 3d. This
information is direet from  Albany
throvgh private Intelligence. It is
learned now that a couple of the
leading hotel men offered Mr, Cleve-
land their best suites of rooms and th: very
best fare they could produce, for not only
himsell, but as many personal friend: as he
desired to bave with him, all free gratis,
Even more than this, the personal expenses
of the Presidential party, including refrsh-
ments and carriages, were to be paid.

All these things are refused, If Mr,
Cleveland stops at a public hostilery it is to
be one of the most quiet ones, and one that
has not been feeking him. He is more
likely, it is siated, however, to accept tha
courtesy of a friend and remain &t & private
honse after coming here. "He thinks he can
there have more privacy.

Mr, Cleveland is going to surprise peopls,
too, by consenting to be icauguralel 'n the
usual way. He has informed the Inangura-
tion Committee tbat it can proceed as is
customary and that he will, with pleasare,
canform to the programme,

“Cleveland is one of the most thoronughly
pelf-adjusting men I ever saw,” sa'd & mem-
ber of the Inauguration Commiitee to-day.
“He can be as plain as a [arme:’s boy or as
fashionable as anybody. While he prefers
simplicity, he realizes as well as anybody
the importance ol this ocecazion, and
I assure you there will be no ground for any-
body saying he acled in any way tor effect.
The ceremony and procession will be as at-
tractive as any ever seen here, aod the at-
tendance will far exceed all other Inaugura-
tione.”

their cirenlating notes. These special or-
ders, however, are not to interfere with the
consideration of general appropriation bills,

When tne House adjourned on BSaturday
the discuseion of the Consular and Diplo-
matic bill was not completed. That meas-
ure will be called up on Tussday or possibly
t>morrow if the entire day should not be
occupied by the Committee on the District
¢of Columbia.

The Commiitee on Appropristions intend
reporting the Indian bill on Tuesday, and

some time

Mr. Bingleton will endeavor to secara the
passage of a bill authorizing the construc-
tion of a bailding for the.sccommodation
of the Congressional hbrary; Mr. Townshend
the Mexican Pension bill, and Mr. Willis
the Educational bill.

Mr. Siockslager, Chairman of the Honse
Committee on Pablic Baildings and Grounds,
esys it is his purpose to call up the bill pro-
viding appropriations for public bnildings
througheut the country at every opportunity
oflered doring the remalnder of the session.
“When the House decides to discuss the bills
for publie buildinge,”” he continnes, “I will
pot ask it to pass the bills which haye been
tavorably reported in a lnmp, but will offer
each bill sepa-ately, to be passed or defeated
on ita merita."

There are fifty-eight bills for pablic bnild.
irgs, sggregating an appropriation of $6 -

are now pending Two bills. each provid
ing for a public building at Waen, Tex , aod
the other for a building at Carson Oiry,
Nev., and each appropriating §100,000, have
been pawred.

In the past four Congresses the A ppropri-
ation bills for public buidings, which
paseed the House, agzregated, in the Forty-
fourth Congress, $5,731 633; Forty fifth, 3%
037,477; Fortysixth, $3.252,047, and Forty-
seventh, $8636.000, The appropriatios-
during the Forty fourth and Forty-fiftn
Copgresses were mostly for buildings tha
previons Congresses had directed shou!d b:
erected in the Jarger cities.

TUG BOAT EXPLOSION.

The Tug Mike Dougherty Completely Dea.
molished and Two of the Crew Killed
aud the Others Badly Hart,

Pirrsvure, Jan, 11.—The Dispaich's Elizs-
beth, Pa., special says: ‘‘By an explosion
of ber boiler the steam tug Mike Dougherty
was completely demolished near here at 10
o'clock to day. Two of the crew were killed
and the others badly hurt., The boat had
put ashore near Bellyne Landing to make
repairs to some of the machinery that had
broken kown, and the explosion occurred
while she lay there. The killed and injured
are: William Holler, steward, Allegheny,
loet; William Matthews, deckhand, Alle-
gheny, lost; Gardner Jackson, Captain, of
Allegheny, badly escalded; Hugh J, Porter,
enciveer, of Allegheny, cheek Iaid
open; T. McQud, deckhand, South
Side, Pittsburg, | hurt slightly.
The remaining member of the crew was
Eepry Brown, fireman, of Allegheny. He
is injured. The hull of the unluck
steamer and vicinity for 200 yards around,
ie indeed a scene of desolation, The force
of the explosion must have been terrific,
The bull lies in shallow water near shore,
hait exposed, and one side blown out, The
entire upper works are blown off, Frag-
ments of the machinery and fixtures lis
scattered a'l round on the ground, and many
were blown far iato the river, where they
eitber sauvk or flosted off. The boiler wnich
burst lies a shaitered and battered wreck
filty yards up slovg the shore and the
other, but little injured, was blowu
far up the bank, but fell back
into the river. Two hundred yards down
the shore lies the pilot wheel and 8 section
of the hurricane deck, while up the hillsids,
and far bsck gver the river, lies the pilot-
bouee, xhile the stove and smokestack were
blown entire'y over the hill, at least 200
feet Ligh, and lie in & hoilow half a mile
awey, and fragments of woodwork and ma-
chinery are sirewn thickly oyer the ground
for a great distance sround, The two lost
rmen hive not been found yet. They are
supposs 4 to have been bdlown into the river,
which ig being dragged for bodies. View-
irg the wreck and evidence of the awinl
[orce expended, itis a matler of great won-
der that any escaped alive, The engineer,
in & broken voice and with tears in his eyes,
tn'd his experience to your correspondent as
follows:

“We were coming up light, and every-
thing was going right, when a valve-stem
broke. It was not a serious thing, and we
ran sshore to fix it. This took about hslf

aa bour, and we had got jast sbont finished
when | sent the firemman down in the hold to

geta bolt. In the meantime I had one of
the boys try the water, He found two
gauges and about 160 pounds. We are al-
lowed 175. 1 thought the fireman was stay-
irg tco long. I had etarted down the steps
myse'f when the boiler let go. The lact that
[ was below saved me from serlous
injary or death, for the force of
the explosion was upward. The fire-
man wes in the hold, and the only
one not hurt., The Caplain was just where I
left him and was badly scalde McQaaid
was blown clear ont on shore and thus had
his leg hurt. The other two poor fellows
had gone forward, the steward to get dinner,
and Matthews to let the boat loose. | was
carefal, and Iam sure it was not my faalt,
and I don’t know what cansed it.”

The people of the neighborhood Hoexed
to the scene, siartied by the loud report. The
injured were speedily gathered up and taken
to a neighbdboring house, where all possible
was done for them, twe physicians
happily being in sight when the ex-
posion occurred. Subsequently they
were iaken on the steamer Venture to
their homwes in Allegheny.

The en
had a narrow escape from bleeding to desth
irom an artery severed in his cheek. Other-
wite be is not hurt, but is in great mental
apguish. The wrecked steamer was a tug
boat of the screw propeller order and draw-
irg #ix feet four inches, She was owned by
the Brown coal {irm of Pittsburg, and was
three years old, Her equipment was ihe
very best in every particular, and well
posted river men put her value at $15,000.
