After dispceing of several matiers the San-
ate resumed congideration of the Inter-Stats
Commerece bill. The House bill, the **Reagan
bill,” so called, having been already in the
Benate read twice by title and placed o1 the
calendar, was now taken from the calendar
and read in full.

The question before the Sanate was on the
motion of Mr. Cullom heretofore made to
mtrike out all after the enacting clause in the
House bill and insert instead the severa!
provisions of the Commission bill, already

debated and agreed to in the Senate, The
datter bill was now also read in full,

Mr. Beck sa:d the House bill approached
ihe question directly, and did not approach
at through means of doubtful constitutional-
ity. The railroads, he eaid, and the best
trained attorneys could not place the sabject
Tustter of the bill in a positien more favora-
bie for themselves if they tried than was
done by the SBenate in agreeing to a Commis-
mion bill. The Senate knew the House would
mever agree to a Commission bill. Senators
were simply trying to give the railroads an-
other chanoce by giving them a commission,
against which the railroads could urge in the
courts the ground of unconstitutionality.
Toat ground bad not to be controverted in
1lie Senate, since it had been so ably stated
by the Senator from Arkansas (Garlaud) As
it was sbsolutely certain the House
wenld net accept such a bill, what was the
use of evading the question of railroad regu-
iation in the way in which the Benate was
now doing? The Senate would simply be
pretending to do something while din:
care not to doanything. The railroads had
in one Eeriod of sixween months given the
#'andard Oll Company rebates amounting to
S£10.000,000. Boch discrimination showed
the necessity ter interference on behalf of
the people.

Mr. Beck moved to amend the Homse bill
bfﬂ:tﬂking out from the first section the pro-
visions regarding discriminations in n-
ger accommodation and discrimination on
account of enlor. This weuld leave the bill,
he eald, in the conditien in which it had
been originally brought into the House by
Resgan, Mr. Beck said he would also move
to uu:nend the House bill so as ‘l: prohibit
raliroads from charging more carrying
freigh's over w part of their line than the

cbarze for g them over the whole
length of the line. If railroads were com-
non carriers, all persons along their lines,

Beck said, ought to be treated with common
fairness. The companies should not be al-
lowed to extort from the people along the
line what they lose by gambling in freights
at the ends of their roads, Although the
tax on exports was anconstitu-
tional, and Congress could not impose
owe, yet the railroads could substantially
impose such a tax by their discriminating
rates. The question was whether Congress
would have (he courage to declare to the
railrosds what knew the people
wanted the rai to know. Unless the
railroad companies were checked they would
very soon control both Houses of Congress.
1{ & proper law were ﬁmrluuod Mr, Beck
wonld then favor a com on, not to legis-
late, but to investigate and report.

Mr. Maxey recognized the great advan-
tages conferred on soclety by railroads, and
bad no prejudice against them. He had
never owned a railroad bond or a share
of stock in his life. The question
now, bhe said, was on the one
baad, whether we should have a commis-
sion to su the ra!lroads, or, on the
other band, should pass laws for their regn-
Istion, and leave all the infraction of laws
to be dealt with by the courts? With re-
gard to the constitutional right of Congress
in the premises, and he was as strict a S:ate
rights man as anv of them and recognized
that Coogress had such rights, but he was
oppoeed to the proposed commission, and
with regard to the House bill Mr. Maxey
thought any measure of railroad tion
must neoessarily be tentative. The power
and wealth of railroad men were increasing
dangeronsly fast. Almost eu:{ railroad in
Texas was under the control of Jay Gould
As batween the House and Senate bill Mr,
Maxey favored the Honse bill, believing the
Commission bill weuld do no good.

Mr, Coke rose to address the Senate on the
bill, but yielded to & motion to go into
executive session.

Mr. O'Neil, of Missouri, said the Indian
question had reached a point where it mast
be taken hold of by Congress, not only for
the purpose of taking care of the Indianas,
bat for the puarposs of taking care of the
white people, A few days age the would-be
leaders of political sentiment, on both sides
of the House, had attempted to explain to
the country the cause of the suffering in
large cities, the cause why s0 many mills
were idie and 30 many men oul of omglloyv
ment. They need not imagine they have
deceived the peopie for one instant. Work-
ingmen realize the displacement of human
Isbor by mechsaical labor had created a
problem to which there was but one sela-
sion, and that was the enconragzement of
workmen to leave the cities and settle upon
the public Iands, where the counid earna
liviihood. O'Neil declared that no ganse
of judgment would be tolerated to employ
such lands as the Indian Territory, lying
without any ible bope of being occnpied
by Indians, simply’to be let to the rapacity
and speculation of every combination aad
ring that extend info the Tearritory. A
handred thound scres ware leasad by this
sad thatsyndicate st a nominali saum, while
a hundred thousand people were wanrting
them for homes, This idea of the saurarﬁ
ness treaties which should be recogznized,
should not be carried to the edgs of idocy.
The Indians should be recompensed for
whatever land was taken from them, but the
ralance of the land ghould be reserved for
actual settlers only.

Pending iurther debate, the eommirtiee
rose. and public business being suspended,
the House proceeded to pay a fitling tribute
to the memory of the late John H. Evans,
of South Carolina, Eulogistic addresses were
made by Meassra. Brattan, Dibble, Tollman,
Browne, of Indiana; Hardeman, of Georgia:
Dowd and Dunham, and then as fariher
mark of respect to the memory of the de-

CHICKEN THIEVES KILLED,

Two Men with Bags Filled withk Feathered

FPlunder Shot and Killed bythe Po-
lice.

Evassviiux, Ind,, Jan, 20,—The police shot
and killed two chicken thieves early this
morning. They had been outin thesuburbs,
and bad a large number of fine chickens in
bags on their backs, One of them threw
down his bag and started to run; the other
was captured on the spot by Officer Thomas
Hutchins, who took the other bag of chick-
ers and started toward the city with the
captured man, whose name was BSan-
dere. After going about twenty-five yards
Hutchins threw down the bag, saying it

was oo heavy, and tried to pat the nippers
en his -man. He resisted and struck at
Hutchins with his left hand, in which he
had an ax with a short bandls which had
been nueed to open chicken coops. The
officer was gettiog the worst of the fight, as
Sanders had him down and was pounding
him with the ax. when the officar succeeded
in getting his revolver and shot at Sanders,
The firet shot did nol seema to do him any
injury., As he continued to pound the
officer with the ax he would hayve hart him
hadly, but that Huichins had on a heavy
overcoat coming high about his neck.
Hutohins was obliged to shoot the second
tame and killed Sanders instantly.

Meanwhile, Osicer Gowan was alter ths
gther thief, who had run and whom he did
pot capture until in his house, and then
only after shooting at him four times.
Three shots took effect. and the man, whose
name is Nally, is in a dying condition,

The men are both noted chicken thieves,
One had been sentanced for the same offanse
some time ago. Many valoable chickens
bad been stolen in different parts ol the
city, and the police knew that thess two
men were the guilty parties, but as they
covered thelr tracks carelully, it was necas
sary to catch them in the act. The chickens
that were in the bag were fine Leghorns and
Plymouth Rocks, and wers identified by Mr,
Jacob Miller as a part of about 200 which
have lately been missing from the Millerdals
farm, in the suburbs of the city.

Both oflicers have been placed under ar-
rest, and the above statement is taken from
them,
