Irederick Gustivus Durnaby was born at
Bediord, England, in March, 1242, His
‘ather was a clergyman of the Church of
England. The family to which the boy be-
longed was ol roval siock. He was the
nineteenth in decent from King Kdward 1.

history.

Young Burnaby was educated at Harrow,
where he got intc trouble by sending some
literary equabs having the school as their
subject, to the editor of INanch, who pub-
lished them, and the writer hardly escaped
expulsion for his performance. While at

ability, He studied earnestly the Span:sh,
Itzlian and lossian langnages, in addition to
the ancient and modern tongue included in
the curricnlnm of the institution.

his attainments, He chose to be a soldier,

During the greater
part of bis tour he had to traverse a diflicult
country, in which very frequently there
wos no road at all, in thick layers of mud.

In 1877 7~ he repaired to the seat of the
Fusso-Turkish war and rendered eminent
service in Jloeking «fter the gick and
wounded, but, though acting only in a
purely civil capacity, he was ever found in
the midst of danger, An attempt was made
to poison him at Gumurdjina by a Bulearian
aco'yte in the service of the Greek Arch-
bishop. Baker® Pasha had also a narrow
escape on the same occasion, bot owing
to the skill of Dr. Gi'l both gzentlemen re-
covered.

In 1578 Bnrmaby became candidate for a
seat ia the House of Commons, but was de-
feated. He was married the next year to ihe
only dsughter of an Irish baronet,

The amented soldier made three expedi-
iione to the Boudan.

During that campaign the
Colonel was severely wounded in storming
an Arab intrenchment, which he was the
first man to enter. He recovered ‘rom his
injuries on tbat occasion only to die by an
Arab spear & year later.
