UNION PACIFIC.

The Court of Clalma Decides the Long
Fending Casas,

Wasaincron, Feb. 2.—Tha Ooygt of Claims
te-dey decided the long pending cases of the
Union Pacific rai!wsy cowpany vs, the Uni-
ted Btates, Chief Jostice 1lichardson deliv-

ered the opirmicn of the conrt, The following

is a synopsis of the points decided : First,
the amount a!lowed by 1ha treasary depart-
mwent for carryiog maiia, beiog the same
rates allowed by law to al'l other railroad
companies, i#s '8’y 874 reos0r ebhle compen-
sstior, and not in excess of that paid by pri-
vate parties for the same Eind of servioce.
The United S'ates 18 bourd to pay for the
transportation of its pasiergers troops, ete.,
from Council Biutffs to Omahbsa over the
bridge and between Coancil Blut¥s and
Ogden thezame rates paid by private parties,
thote rates being fair apnd reasopable, and
the United Btates is not entitled to ths
reduction accorded passengers who purchase
through tickets between New York and San
Francieco and other distant places, unless
its passengers purchase tickets in like man-
ner.

The company i3 required to pay into the
Treasury of the Upited BStates each yeard
per cen\. of the net earnings nnder the act
of 1562, and under the Thurman gct, since
its passsge, in addition so much of $350,000,
as with said 5 per cent. and the whole com-
pensation for Government transportation,
is equal to 25 por cent. of the net earnings,
In determining what the net earnings are,
the expenses bona fide paid out of the gross
earnings, not charged to construction nor
capital, are to be deducted~from grosi earn-
ings, although they are partly in the nature
of permanent improvements

In sfating the account to December 31,
1882, the court finds, approximately, that
the United States owes the company $2 975,
700, and the company owes the United
States $5,754 392; deducting one from the
other, the United States is entitled toa
judgment on its connter claims aczainst the
company of $2758 692. The accounting offi-
cers of both parties are to make accurate
computations in accordance with the prin-
ciples and formula laid down in the findings
of fact, and thiy opinion and judgzment is
postponed until their calcuiations are made
sud banded to the coart for
and final action.
