Feb. 7.—At 3 o'clock
this morning an extra freight train from Philade’-
phia, owing to # broken truck. stopped upon the
bridge over the Raritau River for repairs, While

The brakes were applied to no purpose. The engine

The burning oll ana wrecked cars were thrown
over and down from the high bridge into the
streets below. ‘The humipg oil ran through the
gutters down Lhe sireets inito Razitan Canal. This
being ecovered with ice, the oil ran over and down
the canal 1o the wall paper manuiacturing estab-
lishment of Janeway & CUo. This was soon totaly
destroved, together with seven dwellings oppo-
gite. In the immediate vivinity of the collision,
aud just under the long Lridge, was & building
used as & box (aclory by Lthe Conseolidated Fruoit
Jar Company.
