The Wey by Which »mpltoyes Roab Thelr
Employers.

Defe cation oy peraons ocoupying positionf
of trust, which bids fair to deserve the name
of the “American system,” has bescome 80
common ihatihe number of expert account-
ants who undertake to ferret out the mystery
of a default has been rapidly swelled within
the last few years. The life of an expert is
both wearisome and exciting. () aitting his
home at midnight he isdriven rapldly to the
house where the suspected cashier or bork-
keeper is emploved and buries himsell in
fizures until the dawn ef day. N> one mut
surmise his employment, least of all the
man whose methods are to ba sifted. FEvery
book must be replaced precisely as it was left
at the close of busine:s, and not a trase of the
midnight intruder must remain. Sometimes,
too, the detective himeelf bacomes an object
of suspicion, and few who have been loag
epguged in this nocturnal employment have
¢scaped arrest at some time or other. [l1ib-
beries bave often been perpetrated by per-
rons professing to be employed about t e
premises at night, and the polica havs grown
so suspicious of this pretense that the loud-
est protesiations of an honest detective ac
countant have sometimes been unavailing
to save bhim from arrest.

A resident of Chicago, whose long experi-
ence in the examinstion ef irrezular ac-
counts gives his opinion some value, ex-

resces his corviction that there is hardiy a

ge establishment in the city in which
dishonest practices do not prevail. There is
a remarkable difference, he says, batween
conservative business concerns of Eagland
and Scotland and the dashing, go-lucky
hovres of America. In the steady business
of Great Dritain. where the sen succeeds the
father and is trained in the counting house
from his early years, all the details of his
office are carefully elaborated, and no one
can steal five cents withoat being found
oot. Bat berea shrewd business man estab
lishes an enormous business without giving
any opart of his attention to the routine of
the cflice, and as his employes usually re
ceive a beggarly allowance, it is scarcely to
be wordered that they add to their sa'ary
h’ theft.

“Much as I should deprecate any attempt
fo éxcuse the thief ' said this mao, [ fael
no commiseration whuatsoever for the mer
chant or banker who looks for hodesty in a
clerk or cashier wh» is paid $55 a month
for bardling $400 000 & year, without any
check or safeguard imposed apon him. An
employer who expects fidelity shounld re-
ward his sarvants aceording to the responsi-
bility of place. The loore and inadequate

systems of some firme are amusing [ do not

believe there ina large establisment in Chi-

cago where, if emploved in a position of

trust, I ceuld not steal thousands of dollars
every yiar.

‘There are several different kinds of de-
fa'eations which we often have to deal with.
First there is the blunderer, who takes ad
vanisge of a mistake to pocket the odd cash,
Sappose he has the pay-roll to make ont 1n
8 bouse wbere lifty men are employed. Tnat
duty 15 generally coosidered s0 purely me-
chaunical that some subordirate emplove is
Celegated to draw up the pay roil. Ha credita
each man with his proper salary, bat by
mistake makes the footings $690 ingtead of
#75 The proprietor looks over the roll,
cbserves the correctness of each item,
tases the footing for granted, and draws hie
check for $690. The young man pats the
wrekly stipend of each person in an en-
velope, finds a surplus of $15, and, discover
iog bis error, pockets that amount. Then he
reflects what a fool he bas been to live on
$50 & month when bya careful blander
every week he might easily doable his in
come. The suggestion of accident is taroed
inton system, and he becomes a raguiar de-
leulter. The preservation of the pay.-rolls
ought, of conrse, to be imperative, but asa
mstter of fact he quietiy destroys the evi-
dence of his crime, which is never suspected
until the drain is felt by the firm or his own
style of living betrays him. Even alter he
Enows htmufl to suspected he will not
stophis thieving. Having acquired certain
habits and associated himsell with cartain
companions he will not reduce his expenses,
but sels himself to invent some new mode of
cheating. Feuing to betray himself by in.
correct footings, he ns 1o insert in the
pay-roll the names of ‘‘dead men.” or those
no Jonger employed in the house. By this
ruse he succ in deferring the day of
judgment.

“The blunderer is harder to detect than
tbe systematic defauiter, A bookkeeper will
sometimes enter all items correctiy in his
cash-book, but when he comes to post his ao
counts will docter the footings. He will
enter a debit tor general expenses, with some
bieroglyphios intended to particularizs the
items of expenditure. Instead of the cor
rect footing of $318 64 he will write $118 64
get the voacher, and t $100. After a
vonth or g0, when the items are forgotten,
be will turn back and prefix the figare 1l to
some one of them, making the footing ap-
parently correct. No one can explain his
abbreviated notes but himsel!, and so he
feeis that he has ciyvered up the tracks of
his dishonesty. He takes his chanoces ot not
being called on to aaswer for his accounts
during the month pasy

“The expert will readily detect the daceit.
It is impossible for & man, afte- the lapse of
s mou th, 1o chengs the Hgares 51,50 to I51.50
without enabling s praciicsd eye to recog-
pize the inserted uigit. Geacrslly the in.
truding figure Is dried with s blotter, whil

the rest of the pege has been allowed to dry
by evaporation. When the plan of defalea-
tion is once made out the details can be fol-
lowed with ease It will generally be fyand
that the false entries occur a* the same Lime
in each week or Imonth, and we have only
to turn to that date to find the inevitable
traces of guilr,

“An old trick is the use of carbon paper
to duplicate vonchers. A member of the
firm writes his ‘O. K.” on the vouchar prs-
sented to him, and the book-keeper, having
carefully inserted his carbon papsr under-
neath, has two vonchers for the same sale,
He has left the date bLlank, and afierward
fills it up with any date he plesses., I had
such & case not very long ago, and detected
the ruse 1Le moment [ set my eyes on one
of the vouchers, That stratagem is rathar
stale nowadays, and has gone out of fash-
10D,

“Many of the defalcations are tha resnit
of conspiracy. Those who are empirwered
tc act a= cheacks upon each other poo! issaes
aoa divide the profit. Toesecases are har!
to cetect, a8 the accounts are often perfec:-
ly regniar. Bat youog men who euter into
such dishonest enterprises are apt to be in-
discreet, and they nsunily display by their
extravagance the disproportion between
their sa'aries and the'rexpness

"“The ignorance of many rich men 1e :ard

their o¥n business is incredible i
alew Gf opne case wherea firm owed one of
the partuers over $100 000, of which he was
as goed a5 Jgnorant. A greal maoy firms
are vague!y aware that their employe: are
chealing them, bul while business iz pros
1eroas they ray, Never miud, we are mak-
irg es ough!" Salesmen in dry goods stores
ccostautly hbsnd poods over the coun-
br to their Ifrniends without any
return whatscever, and in many establish-
mene hundreds of thousands of dollars
pass through the hands of men who are not
even restrained by a system of checks, and
who can put an indefinite sum in their
p« ckete without leaving any record whatso-
ever, I! [ werea voung man receiving a
salary of §%5 a month aud handling a very
large ampunt of meney, with no reputation
to lo3e abd 8 very remote prospect of detec-
tion, I doubt if I con'd resist the temptation
80 freelv offered. Merchants and brokers
wiostrain homan nature 0 far ought to be
regarded as participants in the guilt of their
birelfogs,’

UNHAPPY POLAND,

Ivgratilade of the Czar—His Lalest Efort
to Crush 1That Laod.
London Cable Bpecial.

While at Skierniwiecze with the German
and Austrisn Emperors the Czar rejoicad at
bavieg been able to cross Poland withont
melesiation, and the Poles naturally ex-
pected some retorn for their sell restraint.
In lien of this the Czar last month promul-
gated s ukase both cruel and ruinous to his
Polish subjects, as it ageravates the already
oppressive land lawa which govern them,
Up tlast month tha Poles were prevented
by law from owning, purchasing, or inherit-
ing land, thete privileges having been taken
from them by a ukase soon after the re-
pression of the last insurrection by Monra-
view, in 1863, the object being the Russifica-
tion of Poland, and the result that the coan-
trv was overrun by Lussian land-grabbers,
who, finding it impossib'e to culitiyate their
preperty with profit, lef:t the country, after
mortzaging their land to the Poles,
who were jrevented by law from buying it

ack, The new edict not only confirms the
former one and forbids mortgages, even
when regulariy and legally drawn ap by
notaries, but its effect is made retroactive.
It affects all previous transactions, will Jead
to endless lawsuits, and put the Poles at the
mercy of the Russian officials. The Poles
sre despondent and do not see that there is
any bope for them, yet all they ssk is 10 be
allowed to Jive. [n the case of a war be-
tween Germany and Russia it wonld be
fougLt on their soil, and they would be the
greatest suilerers. Of revolution there are
no chancea of success. Tne outlork is no
better in Russia preper. The Czar, who is
1 daily fear of his life, is led by his tator,
Pobodenc zow, who is detestea, Katkow, and
Count Tolstni, who are enemies of civilizs-
tion. The nobles are ditatfected or inditfer-
ent, the peasantry are in the sorest distress
while the nihillsts are sappicg the loyalty of
the army.

A Celebrated Dinner Given in Washlugioe
Forty -Five Years Ago.
[Washipngton Letter. |

There were ways of entertainine at Wash-
ingion filty years ago that would be very
staruing in these mcre practical and busi-
ress-like times, Here ina short acccoant of
a8 dinner given in 1540 by M. de Bisco, the
Hussian A wmbassador:

“He began his American career with a
brilliant fele given at his residence in
Georgetown., His house, as approached on
thememorable evening, was in sach a blaze
of light that it resembled a contlagration.
Tte furnitnre, nearly all imported, was ele-
gant and of nevel workmenship. He
receiv.u 'n the costume of his Court—blue,
covered with silver lace toa great depthand
sdorned with precions stones (be buckles
of his pumps weieset in bril'ianta. At
supper the Jades were seated the whole
length of the tab'e, which was laden with
gold ar.d mirror plateaus, costly chandeliers,
Grec’'an temples and castles in candied su-
gar. fruits in ornamental dishes and golden
terke, Thia was but s prelade to & series of
evtertainments of a similar character.”’

De Bisco was a bachelor of forty-two when
he came 1o Washington, and is described as
havipng been a “"handsome, captivating man
of fine presence, cultivated tastes, anad man-
ners thaped through long entercourse with
the most polished courts in Ilarope.”” He
oarried a Miss Willlams, of Wasbington,
and her firet bridesmaid was Jessie Beaton,
pow Mrs, General Fremont, The bride was
given away by Henry Clay.

“In 1516, the year in which Indiana wus
edmitted into the Union, the family of Lin-
coln removed from Kentucky to Spancer
County, in the former State, Ii{ wasa long,
tard, weary joniney. Many streams were
to be forded and a psrt of the way was
through the primeval forest, where they
were often compelled to cut their path with
the axe. At the time of this removal the
lad Abrabam was in his eighth year, but
tall, large and strong of his aze. The first
things he bad learned to use were the uxe
and the rifle, and with these he was
elready able to render important asaist-
ance to his perents on the journey
and in building up their new home. The
family settled near Gentryville, and built
their log cebin on the top of an eminence
which sloped gently away on every ride.
The landscape was beantiful, the soil rich,
snd in a short time some land was clearad
snd acropof corn and vegetables raisad.
Tre struggle for life and its few comforts
wes in this wilderness a very hard one, and
noune but those of the most vigorous consti.
tution counld sncoeed. The trials, privat'oas
and hardships incident to clearinz. breaking
ap and subduing the s)il and establishing s
bome so far away from all the necessaries of
lite taxed the strength and endarance of all
to the utmost. Bears, deer and other sorts
of wiid game were abandant, and contrib_
uted largely to the support of the family.
