THE NAVY OF THE FUTURE.
It is by no means clear that our Govern-

ment has not acted wisely in going leisurely
to the upbuilding of a new nary, and that
the clamor of ship building and interested
contractors would not have hurried us into
a system which the changes of the times
would compel us to abandon with all the
outlay that went to its atr.blisanient. Since
our civil war, the tendency has been con-

stantly toward the construction of invul-
nerable vessels. The ideal war ship was a
mens! er that could lie and take any fury of
cannonade as indifferently as an alligator
takes a bombardment' of pop-guns- . It
was to be to densely cased in steel that no
force could penetrate its motive power, en-darg- er

its magazine, or destroy any life that
was not needlessly exposed. At the same
time it was to carry a batt;ry so powerful
that no strength less than its own could re-

sist it. In short, it was to be at sea what
the old iron cased knights were on land, in-

accessible to any assailing force and irresisti-
ble when it chose to use its own force. This
was all very well in the ideal. It proved
not so well in the actual. One
cf these iron-case- d monsters went
tfovTH like a shot in a gale in
the Bay cf Biscay that a common frigatö ot
the last generation would have laughed at.
Its impenetrable casing that made it inac-
cessible did not make it imponderable. It
weighed the more the more it was made in-

vulnerable, and then the weight made it
the easier victim of that awful pjwer that
rides the sess on the 4 white horses" of the
gale. The first revelation cf the radical de-

fects of the new naval system was its peril
in storms. It could not meet the "wave and
the gale" with the confidence of the weakest
of the eld "wooden walls." So it could
never be used with the efficiency of the old
system for crui&ing, for rapid tracs-po- rt

to distant points that needed
protection, for attacta on port3 of shallow
entry. The huge weight of the ships mide
their draught too great for any but a ver
few cf the deepest harlnn and roadways.
This limited it3 utility largely to the Qervice
cf "fioaticg forts." But even thesa great
defects were not the worst. They would have
compelled the sapp ementing of armored
vessels by lighter ones that could run easily
and rapidly anywhere, b'ut they would have
been invaluable in their Own range ot
service. TI19 fatal defect appeared with the
improvement of artillery. Heavy guns have
gone on getting bigger, longer, heavier
and more formidable, till cow they weigh
100 tons, fire a tftüi of 2,000 pounds, with
nearly a half ton of powder, which gives
them the momentum of a locomotive under
full stearo. The shot, steel pointed, will cut
through two feet of eolid steel and three feet
of solid timber backing. No armor can stand
such blows. If it is not bored full of holes
as big aa a flour barrel It is jarred and shat-
tered till the sea pressure seeks out the leaks,
pours in irrepressible floods and carries the
battered mass of helpless iron down to make
dens for strange fishes. A vetsel with no
armer to dimmish it3 carrying power can
take one of the huge Whitworth guns of the
Italian navy, and lying out of the reach of
the smaller guns of a heavy steel-plate- d

ship, or frisking about with its powerful
steam machinery so rapidly as to make a
fair shot impossible, it can plug the monster
at pleasure, as a sword-fis- h does a whale. S3
it has come about that some of the longest-heade- d

men of the day are arguing that ar-

mored vessels have run their course, proved
their unfitness for the general service of a
navy, and demonstrated that the next change
must be to lighter vessels, cased as strongly
as possible not to interfere with their rapid
calling and maneuvering, and made to carry
guns of the most formidable force. Now, by
waiting, our Government is in a position to
adopt the latest improvements, without sac-

rificing a nayy of the old pattern to give
place for it. So our delay may prove, after
all, a sort of Fabian policy what Benton
called "masterly Inactivity."

THE PERIL OP ASYLUMS.
The recent fire in the New York Orphan

Asjlum, the late one in our own, and the
terribly fatal one a tew days ago in the Alms
House of Philadelphia, point plainly to the
peril of collecting great numbers of help'e?s
beings in one building subject to the chances
of fire and wholesale tacrifice. It happens
only too often, as was seen in the Newhall
House disaster, in the greater one of the
theater In Vienna, and the hardly less
frightful one in the Broclyk theater, that
sane and helpful people, placed suddenly in
the midst of deadly danger, lose their
wits and become as wild and reckless as
horses in a burning stable. They can't use
the means of safety that offer themselves
even to the least provident judgment. They
jump recklessly from windows, rush blindly
down flaming stairways, dash furiously into
fiery rooms, and never see the chances that
cool observation would use and escape un
harmed. How much worse must be the case
with insane people, liable on the slightest ex-

citement to go into fits of frenzied terror or
headlong bravado? Clearly, the tc:t protec-
tion of the insane is not in large buildings,
housing armies like a barrack, story above
story, to heights inaccessible to ordinary
means of rescue and Impossible of escapj,
without a certainty of death or dreadful
maiming. The world has adopted that mode
of provision partly from its convenience and
partly from its cheapness, but It must be
modified by the higher demands 0! safety.
Before many years asylums and hospitals
will be built in small departments, easily
entered and emptied, with no pile of stories
to climb or escape from, and no great mass
of frightened humanity to intensify terror
and helplessness by multiplying the sub-

ject. And fcr those already built, too costly
and convenient to abandon, a plentiful sup-
ply of water must be provided. The
water failed at our asylum fire. "Two plugs
were insufficient" at the Philadelphia fire.
It la m want easily supplied 111 ncs; ciscs,
and the failure to do It is hardly leas than a,

erirr?. We should have tn tciple supply for
our asylums; They contain the population

cf a respectable country town. The build-
ings have cost more than the houses in many
a town. Now, a water supply can be ob-

tained either from wells or the adjacent
creeks, or at no great expense, considering
the Importance of it, from a connection with
the city supply. 'However it is done, it
shculd be done speedily and completely.

David Dudley Field celebrated his eightieth

birthday on last Friday. He is a native of
Haddam, Cenn., and is the eldest of ten
children, of whom, besides himself, three-Step- hen

J., Jadge of the United States Si-pre-

Court; Cyrus W., and Henry M.,
editor of the Evangelist are still living.
He has been at the Bar about sixty years.
In one 0? his first cases he defended the right
to freedom of a slave who had escaped from
his master. He was counsel in the Erie suits
when James Fisk and Jay Gould controlled
the railroad, and was employed in the Milll-ga- n

and other test oath cases arising under
the reconstruction acts and amendments to
the Constitution. In the controversy be-

tween Fernando "Wood's Municipal Police
and the Metropolitan Police he appeared for
the latter. Another famous case in which
he appeared was that of the State of Georgia
against General Grant and other Generals.
When Smith Ely, Jr., ran for Mayor, ia
18TG, he resigned his seat in Congress and
Mr. Field was elected to fill the vacancy.
He took an active part on the Dem-

ocratic side in the controversy over the
title to the Presidency. The work In
which Mr. Field takes greatest pride is his
part in compiling the codes of New York.
He was cce ot the three commissioners ap-

pointed under the Constitution of 1313 to
draft a system of codes, and did the chief
part of the work. The Code of Procedure,
which regulated practice in the Civil Courts,
was early adopted and continued in opera-

tion until 1877, when it was superceded by
Mr. Throop's Code of Civil Procedure. Four
or five yean ago the Code of Criminal Pro-
cedure (providing for the methods of crim-
inal practice) and the Penal Coda (a codifica-
tion of the common law concerniog crims3)
were adopted. Bat it is his Civil Cade teat
Mr. Field is moat proud of. This attempts
to codify the common law. It has come up
many times in the Legislature. Twice it
passed both Houses, but it was vetoed by
Gsvernors Tilden and Cornell. Last year it
was killed in the Senats; it was again intro-
duced a few days ago. In spite of his great
age Mr. Field's form is still unbent, and he
walks with speed. There is apparently no
failing either of his physical or mental pow-

ers.
