a bLribe or offers to bribe or hire anyone to |

vole or refrain from voting shail ba fined in
anv sumw not less then $10 nor more than
$1.000; thatany party so bribed or offering ty
bribe another, shall be compelled to give
evidence before the Grand Jury, but he fnall
1ot be prosecuted or punished tor any aot
done by him about which he was compelled
20 testify,

Mr. Patten offered & resolution yesterday
ealling upon the Clerk, Assistant Clerk and

Doorkeeper to furnish o list of their em-
ployes and discharged, il any, aod

their postoflice ress. In explanation of
his resolotion, he said to a Sentinel reporter
ibat he iuciuded the Clerk and Assistant

flerk in the resolution “to avoid an odiouns
distinotion,” but in fact he only wanted to

ot the addresses of the [)oorkeeper's dis
charged employes for the purpose of the pro-
