There i & pince devoted to the preserva-
tion of these relios, and & wman spesally
charged with preserviog thein. The room s
& succession of iron corriders, one above the
other, lined with receptacles for hoiding
iarge volumes,

Commencing on the roof of the house,
thie 1ecords ran downward in chronological
vider. The books are of all sizas dowa 1o
sbout forty years ago, when they assnme
nuiformity, Thay are all leather covered
witd stroogly bonad. Inside of them are
thick leases, upon which Lills, reports and
other Congres-ional documents are pasted in
the original, Every kind of paper is there,
Ibe history of the improvement in paper
manufsciure can be traced in these yolames
from the first session of the Continental
Congress down to Lthe present day.

It 2 noted, too, in delving among thess
old tomes that the later ones are hetter pre-
pared than those preceding thew, For in-
stance, there s evident sloveniiness in the
volumes of the first Congress Improve-
ment goes on as the dates become more re-
cent. Dot very little is misted in this vast
sollection. The first and second Congresses
are not complete, and there (s & somewhat

{  the yesnrs just before the Briusn burned
the Capitol.

The break was caused by fireand Ly the
Britiah aking away some of the voiumes,
Thers are a nuwmber of volumes on hand
which show the elfects of Dritish depreda.

® lngenuity Is the more apparent when
it Iy remembered that all sizes and kinds of
yaper are used in preparing bills for intro-
duction, and In writing reports and other
wallers perlaining o Congressional basi-
ness. The originaly, when ordered to be

inted, go to the Government FPrinting Of

ce, but strict care is aiways taken thas they
are returned. The printer's marks are to ba
seen on many of the papers.

For the past thiriy years these volumes
bave been prepared by sn old geatleman
who is now nearly seventy vears of age, He
bas s room in the basewment of the Capltol
i npart for his own use, There he locks
Lomeei! up and glvea a receipt for the doca-
ments which are sent to him. He then ar-
ranges them in his books in regular order,
When be hes fintshed u volume he turns it
over to the proper ollioial aud gets a receipt.
The volume then goes to the place set apart
for such reconds,

Orve would notthink there would be mnch
inquiry for what s contained in the dust
covered old books, but there ls., There 1
bhardly & day but that somebody wants to get
a copy of an original document of years and
vears & They are always sccommodated.

“The o!d gentleman who prepares the original
matter lor preservstion is bat seldom seen.
“Onecl the gentlemwen in charyge el the iron
corridors taye that he does not see the old
wan more thay two or three times a vear,
when he sppears to hand over the volumes
that he has prepared,

Sheep Malsing.

The last farmers’ meeling at the New Kog
suu Agriculturel Bociety Rooms war de
voied to & consideration of “sSheep Has
bandry.” Colonei Daniel Needham 1n the
opening remarks, spoke ol the importance
of the sheep industry: it could not succead,
liowever, while troubled by the dog, and
legisiation ought to be enaced to remedy the
dificulty, Hon. James 8, Grinnell, of Green-
ield, gave an interesting history of the
sheep cultare, and showed how man had
niways been dependent upon that farm ani-
mal for food and c'othing. The Hrst sheep
imported to the United States came in 1620,
and fifly years after we find it recorded that
there had been a great increass, Kach im-
migrant brought with him a& diflerent
kind, so that the result was a great mix-
tore, The pure hlogded FEoglish sheep
does not thrive so well here as the
blended sheeap. The value of sheep and wool
bas increased, 800 that men now hoid more
wealth in their sheep property than they did
in former vears. In the care of sheep the
first pecessity is & fence in good repair; our
sheep will not jump, bat they will crawl
through crevices and wulk over the steps
formed by tamble down stones, Sheep cul-
tore can resuls n 56 per cent. profit, fifty
good ewes furnishiong a net profit of $§51. be-
gides being in this reckoning a good cas-
tomer {or food which they eat. Colonel de-
scribed his experience, by which he rais«d
his two and one-hall pounds tleece of Sexon
sheep to four pounds and a fraction over
through intermixture with higher merino.

A HISTORIC FRAL D,

How the Bank of England Was
by Olever Swindlers,
[New York Commerciul Advertiser. |
The last great frand by whioh the Bank of
England has been a sufferer was that of Aus.
tin Didwell and his accomplices, On the
18th of April, 1572, Ausitin Bidwel' called
upon a tailor named Green, in Saville Row,
and under the assumed name of Warren
gave him & handsome order, On May { he
paid Mr, Green unother vis't, He was then
grofemdl on his way to Ireland, and
aviog about him a large sum of
money atked Green to take charge
of it duripg his absence, Green
hesitated to take the reponsibility, but re.
marked that the branch Bank of Eagiand
was in Buariington audcnn. close bﬁ" and of-
fered to introduce Warren there. This was
done and Warren opened an account by a
deposit of £1,200, He gave his name as
Frederick Albert Warren, an« his address as
Golden Crcss Hotel. He paid in ard drew
out money to a considerable awmonnt, and
shortly began to offer bills for discount.
They bore the best of names and were dis-
counted without hesitation. On the 17th of
Jone, 1871 a bill of Rothschild's for £1 500
was offered and was discounted in dae
course. _
Having thus gained. by traneactions in
genuine bills, the contidence of the bank su-
thorities, the supposed Warren commenced
operaticns of another kind. DBills came in
thick snd fast for discount, still bearing the
sntue first class names—Hothschild, Blyden-
stein, Susre, and Silbeth, ete,: but they were
pnow cleverly executed forgeries. The bank
continued to discount without suspicion.
Naturally, however, it paid in its own no
of which the numbers were recorded an
which, when it was discovered that the bills
were forged, would be difficult to realize.
Bidwell in order to dispose of these and to
diminish the chances of ideuntification,
opened an scoount in another name
(Horton) at the Continental DBank.
Here he paid in fhe notes re-
ceived at the Bank of Eagland, taking
French and German money in exchange,
Hille—vonder the name of Noves—acling as
his clerk, Bometimes, by way of waristy,
Hills changed notes into gold at the Bank of
England itself, alleging that the coin was for
export, but the gola so obtained was brought
back sgain by Maecdonnell and exchanged
for notes, which, thus obtained, wonid
bave no obvious connection with the original
frand. George Bidwell undertook what may
be called the manufscturing department—
pawely, the preparation of the plates sad
