If
they take the time to vote they lose their
wages. This bill opens the polh before work-
ing honrs. I think tha idea that it gives an
opportunity for fraud, btciuse the polls
ocen earlier in the morning, is an error.
The officers are there to guard the sancity of
the polle.

Mr. ENGLE: The election IaV3 now on
our statute baoksare nuifo ia The passg9
of thif bill will make them otherwise. The
bill provides that when twenty or more citi-
zens petition to have tbe poll3 open early, it
must be dorc. This will crea'.e confusion.
The hcur of C o'clock in the morning in No-vertb- ar

is an early cue for the polls to open.
That hoar will be the hour for evil vrork. I
must not be understood a saying that I be-lie- ve

the workingmen will do this fraud.
They are the honest veomanry; but design-
ing politicians will be on Laid for it. I do
not charge that this bill will aflect one party
mors than another.

Mr. REEVES: I know it to be true in my
own city that a great number of laboring
men. notably railway men, are compelled to
co out of the city before the polls op9n.
They can notaflbrd to I030 their day's work
and possibly their joD3. The present law
practically disfranchises them. The polls,
under this law, can not be oped surrepti-
tiously. If there is danger of fraud it will
be no trouble to get men of all parties cut
early. As it ia the men work at the polls
are up early. The circulation of the petition
shows whether or not the voters want the
polls cpened at (J o'clock.

Mr. SPEAKER JEWETT: In the little
city where the gentleman from Floyd (Mr.
HaDlon) and I live, a large number of men
ask this. Personally, I have no interest, aiI am ecarcely ever out of bed by ; o'clock.
In our town hundreds and thousands who
earn their bread in the manufactures, are
compelled to go to their work early in the
morning. Many of them go to Louisville to
labor in the manufactories there. The?e
men, by the present law, are practically dis-
franchised. They are good citizsns of In
diana and are about divided equally, polit- -
icajjy. o narm can come 01 it to any
party. Three car loads of laborers leave
New Albany every morning at cAl for
their work at Louisville. There aie 1,800
men in the DePauw glass works
whose hour for beginning is early
in the morning. It should be the policy of
us all to induce every man to take aa iatar-es- t

in the ailiairs of tbe cation and vote. It
is enough for us to a3k these laborers, who
scarcely ever bold office, to vote, much less
to lose a day's work.

dees toward his eubjects. The company
combines with railroadj and p radically ex-
cludes all competition by its facilities for
getting right of way over principal railways
and securiDg cilicos in their depots, while
other companies of Bach magnitude as conld
hope to compete can no be organizsd. This

crganired cap: tal, and convinces us of the
necessity for the enactment of laws that will
restrict those soullc-- i corporations in their
exssceratlng demands.
