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INDIANA’S WAR CLAIN,
Status of the Biate’'s Claim Against

the Government for Interest and
Discount on the War Bonds,

The discuseion in the Legislature on the
question cf disallowing fees to the Attorney
General on the war claim of the Siste azainst
tbe General Government, and the vassage of
8 bill to that affect, has led to some inquiry

on the part of & number of persons who do
not uncerstand the guestions -involved, and
who bave a very imperfect idea of the ex-
tent of the claimn ard the reasons why i: is
cwing,. A Feclinel representative called
upon Mr. Will Hord, the efficient Depaty
Attorney General, last week and received
stubstantially the foliowing account of the
matter:

Al theoutbrepking of the late war, known as
the War o! tbe Hebellion, the Biate Treasunry was
slimost entirely withourt funds, sud, 10 enable the
Stele to properly respond to the calls of the Presi
dent of the United Staiea for tioops for the com-
mon defense of the United States, aua to properiy
reise, organize, arm, cquip, subsist, quarter, pay
and tansport the troops, it became necessary to

ralse mouey by Josn upon the credit of
the Siate; sad that, in conseqguence ol
ihis necessity, the Legsinture pessed s law

which was approved May 13, 1861, authorizing the
Covervor to i{ssue bonds, 10 apoolut & Board of
Loan Commirsioners, and defining their duries:
And levying & 18x 10 meet the payment o! the 1n
Lerest ana principal of the bonds 10 be sold. The
bonds of the Stale were jssued in pursuance ol
this sot to the amount of §2,000,080, par value and
the same were sold st a discount of §243.100.6L
The Siste ineurred and paid in thesale of the bonds,
inciudivg printing, brokersge, enlaries and ex-
enset ol Loan Commisgioners the sum of $1,687 30
}1'}_-‘: Hiate has paid on account of interest which
has accrued on the bonds up to the lstday of May,
1868, the sum of $362,186.51,

The moneys realized from the sale of the bonds,
smounting to §1,7566 502,59, were set apart as a mil-
itary fund, and the same was paid out [er exponses
growing out of the War of the Rabetlion.
and lncident thereto, In mmisiog, orzauiz ng
erming, equipping, subsisting, quortering, pay-
ing and transporiing troops for the miluary
service of the 'niwd States, aud the Government
returned to the Stale ithe principal sum of §2,000,-
000, less the discount of §243,107.51.

Thereupon, in 1868, the State made out her claim
a8 follows:

legality of the cleim. Buat this bill, shenid it ne
come & law, would not cover the whole claim of
Indiana. It does pot cover the ‘costs, cnare 8 snd
