defnnct bank vt Sitciine, wh-o- , by th- -
er'Orix.ity of his deprf dations. untaitihed
(Ten in noT-fe-, obtainel an almost Euro-p- f

an notoriety, took il;i20 eome little time
ago at the Moscow assizes.

The bank of SkopiLe, foanded in 1SGJ, was
a c mmnnal, not a strictly government

Bykov was appointed manager,
although he had ben guiltv, while holding
aprtvious appointment, of extensi7o mal-
versation. Bat the orfenso was overlooked,
perhaps for a reason suggested by the Bus-sia- n

proverb, "Only he who has not sinned
against G cd has not robbed the Czar." Tne
malversations of the ex-manag- and his
confederates were reckoned at l'J.OOJ u JD
roubles probably tbe biggest robbery ever
perpetrated, even in the Empire of the Czar.

The Chief of Police waa iu Bjkov'e pay.
AleksandrofT, the local Jusjice of the Peace,
called in derision Kvkov'a lackey, received
from the bank a loan of 100.000 roubles and a
stipend of ö'hj roubles a year. His successor,
Likaretf, was put on a similar footing. The
connivance of the smaller othcial frr, such as
the Pcstmsster and the Inferior police, was
Eecnred in lik fashion, es aho the members
cf the force who acted aa the manager's ppiea.
Having tbna bought the entire local admin-
istration. Bykov became as roach the auto-
crat of kopine as the Czar is of all tha Una-eia- s.

In lS'iS there was ad licit of 51,000 roubles.
Bykov drew up a fa'se balance sheet, and of
eo satisfactory a character that it drew de-
posits from all parts of the country. From
this date the affairs of the bank went
from bad to worse; but the more
desperate became its condition the
more brilliant grew its balance sheets.
Though he was doing no legitimate banking
business whatever, Bykov, by the ofler oITJJ
per cent, interest on deposits (while other
banks were paying 5), procured lands in
abundance. To show how his excemional
profits were earned, Bjkov entered in the
bank's books divers ingeniously contrived
financial operations. There were tictitioas
difconuts, tictitlous loans, fictitious pur-chese- s,

and rictitious sales. An old man in
tne pay of tne bank, so illiterate that he
could hardly write his own name, signed
every DfC?mlr a contrsct for the purchase
of several mill tors' worth of iniaginiry se-rnri-

and this transaction, and the esnlt-in- g

imaginary proSts thereon, always ligured
on the bogus balance sheet presented to the
Minister and published in the Gazette.

Bykov not only paid hii depositors a high
rate of interest, he gave away large sums to
charitable inititutlons, supported schools and
subsidized churches, thereby securing tne
gocd will of the clergy and acquiring a hieh
reputation fcr piety and philanthropy, good
works, and right vies All thee gifti, as
these gifts as well ss Bykov s own personal
exptnditure, which wes on a lavish tale,
were taken from the b ink's collar's and n- -

tered as payments to dummy customers. The
remainder and greater part cf the receipts
end deposits were simply stoleD, either for
the rnacaaer's own purposes or to buy the
si'encof h.a confederate?. Ppsrj were
rr ade on an extensive aa'e and with little
attempt at disguise. Antiff, a man of straw,
drew on Earoceir, equally a man cf straw, for
fifty or a hundred thousand roubles, dis-
counted the bill, and got the money. Then
the operation weald bereve:s!d, and Safoneaf.
get the money. Tnre'.y fictitious btll3 with
imaginary names were discounted, aod por-
ters and messengers of tbe bank figured in
the books as debtors for tens cf thousands of
roubles taken by their master. "Every thlcg
was done en fAmiHe," eaid one of the wit-nese- s.

But to profit by all this profusion it was
nerestary ta belong to the clique, to be either
a protector, a kinsman or an accomplice.
Lists cf suppliants were laid regularly before
Byirov, who, according to his capric?, wrote
oppesite each name "granted" or "refused."
When a bill fell due the acceptor was cour-
teously requested to accept another, includ-
ing the discount, which, it is hardly neces-
sary to say. nobody ever thoasht.ct paying
in coin. But after a while even these for-
malities ceased to be observed. . When the
favored few wasted money tuey asked for it

No
iea9on fcr this arbitrary proceeding was
assigned, and It was enly when the day of
rf ckoning came that Dr. Eitn! learned that
his expuUion was due to Rvkov, who hid
remarked to the Chief of Police that the
Doctor was an "evil intentioned man." Oa
this hint the Chief of Police had acted.

sentence of the Skopine Btnk. Creditors
rushed from all parts nf the country to with-
draw their deposits; but the ran ceased al-
most as soon as it began, for the strong room,
instead of containing the 12.COO.OC-- roubles,
aa shown on the balance she et, ' was empty,
and the bill cases were filled with bogus
pnper. The bank fell, and preat wai tbe fall
thereof. The scandal and the panic it erasedspread far and wide, confidence was at an
end, and there was a run on nearly every
ccramunal bank in Russia. A few stood thetest, buta few dczen come to the ground, and
when their aß'uirs were looked into they were
found to be pretty much in the same con-
dition as tboe of the Bank of Skopine.

During Bykov's trial he protested warmly
and often esainst what he called the injus-
tice of the public and the press. "They say
that lam a monster; that I have stolen six
million?. It is a gross calumny. I swear be-
fore you, gentlemen of the jary, that I stole
but one million one million only," he pro-
tested, with indignant gesture and uncon-eciou- s

humor. This was quite true, as hisyoung advocate triumphantly proved. For
his personal use Bykov had taken only a mil-
lion. But he had been enabled to take that
million only by spending four millions more
as hush money.
