KEeindeer Hunting,
|Lien tepant Frederick Sehwalka, in 8t Nichol . |

One sport that amuses the Eskime boys
very much woald probably be called in our
langunge ‘‘reindeer hunting.”' Having found
s lopg and gentle slepe on 0 side-hill, they
p'ace slong the bottom of the hilla number
of reindeer antlers, or, a3 we sowmetimes In-
correctly cail them, deer-horns (for yon boys
must not forget that the antlers of o deer are
not horo &t all, but bone). Thete antlers of

Le reindeer are stuck apright in the snow,
sinely or in groups, in such a manner that a
sled, when well guided, can be ran between
themn without knocking avy of themn down,
the number of open spaces between Lhe
groups being equal to at least the number of
tlede, The quantity of reindeer antlers they
can thous arrange will, ol course, depend
upon their fathers’ saccess the autamn be-
fore in reindeer hunting; but there are
nearly always enough antiers to give two or
three, and sometimees five or 8ix, to each
{earless voung coaster.

The boys with their sleds, numbering irom
four to six in & fairsized village, gather on
the top of the hili, enca boy having with
bim two or three spearscr & bow with as
mapny arrows, They start logether, each
boy's object being to knock down as many
antlers as poseible and not be the lirst to
reach the bottom of the hill. You can see
that, in sach & case, the slower they go wheu
‘iey are passing the antlers the better
They must knock over the autlers with their
spears or annows only, as thore thrown down
by the siedee or willi 1be bow or spedr io tbhe
band do not cvunt.  They begin to shoot
their arrows and throw their speara as soon
as they can get within eflfective shooling dis-
tance; azd, even after they have passed be
tween the rows of antlers, the more active
bovs wiil tarn around on their flying s'ads
and horl back s spear orarrowy with sufll-
cient forse 10 briog down an antler.

When all have 1eeched ihe bottom of thse
hill, they return 1w the rows of satlers, whare
each bcy picks ont those he hez rightfally
caplured, and places them ia a pile by them-
selvea Then thote accideotally knocked
over by the sledgas are . zain put up and the
boyea return for another dash down ths bil,
nntil sil the antlers have been ‘‘spearsd.’
Sometimes there 12 bat one antler lait and
when there are five or six contesting sleds
the race becomes very exciting, far then
speed counts in reaching the antler first,
When all are down, the boys count their
winninge, and the victor is, of coarsa. the
ono‘who bas oblained the greatest number of
enlien.

A STREET CAR MULE,

Which Possesses Some Intoresting
Characteristics, Disconrses
Learnedly

Or What He Considers Lamentable Bv-
idences of the Degeneracy of
Buman Nature—A Char-

acteristic Incl-
dent,

Persons accustomed t5 ride in the strest
cars of this city have no doubdt had their at-
tention directed to a venserable-looking mule
which does service on first one line and then
another and which, either from rough usage
or old age, has begun to turngray. Hels
known among the employes as *'0Old Tom,"”
aud is one of the most tractable and patient
snimals in the service. He I8 the possessor
of great strength and in timesof Lheavy snow
dariog the past winler when the cars were
moved witk ditfieulty, Old Tom was usua'ly
placed npon a long line, but even then his
car was always at the transfer on betler time
than any of the others. As s conscanence of
his many exocellent traits of character, if
they can be 80 called, the animal has become
a general favorite with the employes, and
they treat him with more delerence than is
accorded to the other mules, and bul rarely
is he hurried outof the gait at which he
chooses to move, Ifslower than usual, the
driver understands that something is wrong
with Tom, and the companion mule is whip-
ped up and made to do the larger share ol
work till Tom is fesling bettar, A driver re-

lntes the following as & characteristic
¥ la of Tom's segacily
Last winter couple of lady teachers

traveled regulariy on Tom's line, going to
the school-room each morning ino the south-
ern part of the city and returning to their
boarding house on the north in the
afternoon. On the trip going down, the car
was always stopped in front of the house
when the teachers appeared, snd this was
sontinued through two or thres months on
five days in each week. Tom learned to ex-
pect the passengers, aad on the regular trip
was wonlt to stop whenever they appeared
without the familiar *whoa'’ or the turning
of the break by the driver, One very cold
morning Tom stopped the car a3 usual and
one of the ladies appeared and entered the
car. “Git up.,” shouted the driver, and
Tom's companion essayed to start, but. Tom
held back, The driver applied the whip but
Tom reiused to budge., No amount of coax-
ing, swearing or whipping could move him,
and the driver was upon the eve of gelting
out to examine the animal when the other
lady appeared and entered the car saying, *
am #0 glad you wailed for me.

In conversstion with an employe of the
streel car company s few days ago, a Santi-
nel reporter was inforwed that Tom had a
history of which few mulesconld boast,being
i vetersn of the Jate war in which he did
good service for his country, and, since that
time, having lived among a great many dif-
ferent classes of people, he had made obser-
vations which wonid prove of incaloulable
beretis if they conid be given to thejpublic.
Acting upon this information, the reporter
called st the street car stables on Boutn Ten-
peisee street and soon found that
Tcm  bad acquired A tolerable
vse of Iangusage, and though a little
indistinet from being articulated through the
nasal passages, the reporter understood him
well enough to reproduce his observations,
which were substantially as follows:

much easier than army life, howaver, and |
grew fat and plamp. and ere long found
myeelf with another owner, who bought me
as & match to s mule that he had raised, and
with a view of working us both to the famil;
carrisge, This wae like a picnic to me, bat
my fe!low-worker, who dian't kuow what
work was, olten repined, and finally showed
bis bad temper by Kicking the dashboard
from the carrrage. This plece of spite-work
broke up our team, and fhe sur!y author was
pat to work at the prow sad [ again changad
owrers. Jop my new wsituation I was em
ployed to turn the miil in a country tan-
vard and wes Kept at work several vears and
fnaily purchased for the business in which
I am now engsged.

“In tpese years of changing from one mas-
ter and from one locality 10 enother, [ have
endeavored to profit by my experience, and
withal bave found that bhappiness may
exist under conditions which appesr to oth
erg shsolutely devoid of enjoyment. [ have
been paived more at what I bave seen in
others than by the wisfortanes whish have
befallen 1ne, and my present occupation is
the prolilic sburce ol discontent on account
of the [rivolity and evidences of effeminacy
which I see on every hand. To illuatrate:
Iodianapolis is a oity in which the Common
Cour cil has epared ro expenve to provide for
the bappiness of its citizens. The walks are
paved ana lined with shade trees and in the |
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summer time the streets are sprinkled, there-
by not only lagng the dust but cooling the
atmosphere. But notwithstanding all these
edvantages, the average citizen stops the
street-car in order to ride a dozen squares to
his business, and then complains of the ex-
cessive heat or intense cold ascoraing as the
season is winter or summer. The child who
should be eaercising his bodyin running and
leaping as he goes to schoo!l langnidly walks
out upon the street and waits for a street car
tocan&hlm two or three blocks, and then
again thesame thing is repeated when he re-
turns home. As the average Indianapolis
school boy waits for the coming of the car,
one would suppore him weighed down with
the cares of & household rather than just
starting out to make for himself a name and
develop his mental facuities and physical
POWErs. Their‘ eating is like nnto their exer-
cise, such aseffeminates rather than strength-
ens and develops. 1 saw the contenis of &
lad's dinper baskel one day as he fell and his
dinner was strewn upon the ground, It cone
gisted of cocoanut cake, cream pie, peacle
preserves nod two butter crackers and a plece
of cheese—~not a bit of bacon or corn bread in
the whole lay out, There is none of that
hearty, robust nature which one seas in the
country, no ambition to kick the dew from
the grass before sunrise or knock the young
robbin ofl the highest limb by practicing how
pesr you can come to him and not hit him,

“The mannear of (e:ring the girls is evem
wWorse tbhan that n vogue
with the boys, From their ear~
llest infancy they are reared ss houre
plants, 1he sun in suommer ruing their com-
plexion and the wind in winter chaps their
faces, 50 the parents say, and between the
two the child rarely breathes the fresh air
that ir.and onght to be considered by all, the
greatest boon of a beneficent Providence.
A tchool boy rarely stops aocarto ride lesy
than two blocks, but the schoo! girl isso
much more delicate that she will ride if the
distance is only one. These things are in
such marxed contrast with what I was used
to before coming to the city to live, that L
have learned to regard them with supreme
contempt. Why, when | was owaed by
John Smith, who had fourteen children at-
tending the distriet schcool, (the oldest was
sixteen aud the youngest four years o/ age)
they went to sud fro without ever thinking
ol riding. | was sometimes called upon to
carry the children across the creck when the
waler was over theold foot-log, but Mr,
Smith alwaye said that the children wera
better 0l by & tramup Werough the mud, and
when [ had safsiy ferried them over they
walked home. He raiged a large {amily, aad
theonly iime that the doctor was ever in the
houte was one day when the baby swallowed
Mrs, Bmith's silver thimble. Tos wors: faa-
ture about this car riding, howevar, is that
80 many men ride when they are both tinan-
cinily and physically batter qualitied lor
walking. A striking ivstange of this was
noticed a day or two ago when a tall, heal-
thy-looking Individual entered the car, drop-
ped his nickel into the box and bad hardly
eseated himself before he asked a fellow pas-
senper for & chew of tobaceo, | watshed him
very closely tojsee how far he wae gong. He
got oIl just three squares [rom where he en-
tered the cur,

“I want to veromrk in conclusion and be-
fore my turn on the lice cowes again, that
many people of Indisnspoiis misapprensnd
the ol ject, #ad and design of the establish-
ment of street car lines 1o different parts of
the city. To see & newsboy bhanging on the
rear end and actoally increasing the load by
pulling beck with all his strength, one
would naturally sappcse thas the line wasg
ectablished for his speaial benefit, but this is
& mirtake. When thedriver isso careful
that every passenger shall pat his nickel
into the box, the presumption is that lines
are established in order to 1oake money, but
heére, teo, the public is mistaken. And so
with the impression that these advantages
are aflorded for the sole and ouly purpose of
giviog employment to the driver and the
mule. Thelr use was introduced and en-
couraged in order to {urnish the husband
greater facilities for reaching the family
physician, butdarn me if I bave ever vet
seen & uan board & street car when poing
lor a physician (0o see his sick wite. He al-
ways walks,”' And with this list of informa~
tion, Tom concluded his obseryations and
the reporter withdrew.
