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How to Have Early Peas.

In my neighborhood, writes s Da Page
County correspondent of the Prairie Farmer,
thera is quite a contest every spring to see
Who oan get the firat peas fortne table. With
one neighbor the ocontest genernlly ends
when he gets the seed into the ground., He
bas an exceedivgly (avorable soll in a very
warm location at the south side of the bara
where the sun shines from esrly morning an-
til evenive, Last spring his pesas were ina
wook or so belore ours. This served his par-
pose, but he got few peas and thosa little, if
any, in advance of ours, for he negzlected
them, and the weeds soon hid and choked
them. Wa walted until the soil go! wall
warmed up. Then they advanced rapidly.
The Prairie Farmer suggests that those desir.
ing to count days with neizh.
hors in the earliness of their pess
can first start them in boxes, and transplant
them to the garden, if they do it with
extreme care. A reliuble correspoodent of
the Husbandman last year placed peas in a
box of moist eand in the green-house, They
promplly epronted, and, when the shoots
were half an inch or so long, the box was re-
moved tos cool part of the callar., More
than two weeks later the seed sprouts wera
taken one by one from the box and carefally
planted in an adjoining row., He planted
an equal number of unsprouted seeds taken
from the same package. The olants from
the sprenied seeds produced pods fit for nse
eight days earlier than those from the un-

routed ones, He noticed no difference in
the vigor or prodnctiveness of the two rows.
The sprouted seeds vegetated very neatly as
wollll.r the othera. Those not having green-
h s may trp the experiment by plaating
in mowet sand and keeping the box ia &
warm room in the honse, Our Da Page
County [riend may by this method beat the
“rapid” man, who, he says, now has had his
peas in for several days.
