Recollectious of Dr, Alfred Patton.
{Communicated |

When agood man dies, socisty mourns.
But we are too apt to forget the lessons te
be derived from the lives of such men, The
object of this article is to recall some of the
sterling virtues of one of the best men who
ever lived in our State, Dr. Alfred Patton, of
Vincennes A native of Tennessee, at the
age of twenty-three he removed to Miassis-
»'ppi, where he married and entered npon
his professional career. At the breaking ont
of the Mexican war Le eatered the First Mis-
s1s8ippi Regiment, and was Surgeon in charge
of the United States Hospitals at Matamoras.

In 1856 be removed to Missouri, where he
remained till the beginnirg of the civil war,
He was a surgeon in the Confederate service
for the first two years of the war. His health
failing, be removed to Vincennes, Ind.,
wkere, in 1572, I first met him, I knew him
as the foremost citizen of that city. a leadar
in all the educational enterprises of the city
and county, as well as in all charitable work,
As the proprietor of tne Vincennes San he
was enabled to wield an inflaence for good
thst is difficuit to fully measure.

But the crowning virtge of his life (a vir-
tue which men of intilnence too rarely
possess) was that he was a friend to
every yourg man and woman whp were
mekipg their first slart in life. I havaon
many an occasion seen his facs light up
witn joy when some voungz man wou!d call
to consuii Lim as to bie future. Every as
piring boy and girl fonad a wise conansellor
and friend in him. [ remember onca whea
a little boy tramp, all raggad and dirty,called
at bie cilice to #ot & job ot work. The doctor
at once bad him tzll the history of hislifs,
at which Lis genercus heart went oat in
sympathy for the friandles:s lad. Ho bade
him goicto his private rocmm {o the wash
bowl arnd clean up. After a litt'e the
boy came out but partly cleaned, He
wea gent back the second time:
be came out with clean face and hands and
brushed clothes, Then the good old doctor
took him to hia hotel and secured him work
and 8 home. No strest Arabever approached
him for help and was turned away. Asthe
founder of thre Vincennes High School, a
Trustee of the city public schools, then the
Vincennes University for more than a de-
cade. and asa Trustee of the State Univer-
sity for six years, he was enabled to leave his
impress on the educational work of the
State. TbelIrdiana School Journal, many
vears ago, honored him with the titie of
“The Banner Trustee of this State.”

Truly he was & man whose lize
we! ithall not often gee  again,
When he died at the home of friends in Mis-
gissippi last month many a young man and
woman &ll over our State received the sad
newe in scrrow. Indiana was honored by
his life among us. His letters from New O:-
leans during the past winfer to the Bentinel
attested his abilities aa a writer, Scarcely a
medical journal in the country but bears the
same testimony to his merit. We mourn his
loss as & man ekilled in his profession. pure
in both private and public life, a Christian
wortby to be imitated, and, above all, one
who was a ““iriend to the young.” T.J.C.
