Caruro’s Murderers—Three Italians Prac-

tically Confeas the Murder,

Cuicaco, May 12.—Various statements are
printed here giving the eutline of alleged
confessions by Avgustitine Gilardo, one ol

the supposed murderers of Caruso. The
Central detectives assert, however, that while
Gilardo may have made some damsging ad-
missions concerning the murder, he has thus
far denied having had any direct agency in

the killing. :

The three Itallans arrested in this city for
alleged participation in the murder of the
Italian lemon pedler, Caruso, practically
confessed to the perpetration of the murder
this afternocon., They, in a measure, absglve
Gilardo, who was arrested in New York on
his way to Italy., They state that he wit.
pessed the deed, however, and demanded =
share of the money taken from Caruso as the
price of his silence, and then aided them in
shipping the body 1n the trunk to Pittsburg.
The detectives declare that the confession it
sufficient 1o cause the banging of all three
of the men. All the particalars are now
krown 1o the po'lce. The murder wes per-
petrrnted rolely to obtain 330 or $40 which it
wes known Ceruso had in his possassion.

Excitement at Dixie’s Station.

Brrya, Ala,, May 12.—The excitement still
prevails in the vicinity ol Dixie Station over
the killing ot Scipio Atchison (colored),
whose body was yesterday found in the
wocds riddled with buckshot, and whose
death is supposed to have been caused by
white men. It is found that two more
