SUICIDE OF GEORGE HICKS.

"Bat It Takes a tiond Deal or Grit to
Do It."

Full Text of the Letters Written to Hie
Wife Drink and De3pondency

the Cause.

Between 1 and 2 o'clock yesterday after-
noon, George Hicks, a Big Four engineer,
lately employed in running a switch engine,
and residing at 40 Harrison street, entered
the saloon of Gottfried Monningor, comer of
Pine street and English avenue, and called
for a drink. He was seen to place a white
substance in the glass, aad as he did so he
remarked that it was morphine, and that he
wae going to commit suicide, adding, ''Bat
It takes a good deal of grit to do it.1' He
then tat down in the room and wroke the
following note to bis wife, on a piece of pa-
per taken from a blank book :

3Jy Dear Wife:
Ycu can di.-po-se of ay body to the Medical Col-

lege, or öave tue IC of I. bury rne, ol wiiieii order I
am a member of o"l standing, l'lease Rive m7
xtgards to all tee folk?. I rcruain youxs lovingly,

Gkor:k.
After signing his name he folded the paper

and appeared to be considering his con-
dition for awhile, and then took the note-
book from his pocxet andi began to write.
The second note is evidently intended for
his wife, but no addre:s was written at tho
leginnincr. It will be observed in reading
tbo note that the drug was rapidly taking
eHect upon his system, and indeed, he says
that he feels that he is going, evidently
mvanipg that he was losing consetousnees, as
he wss writing. The following is the lettor:

Give ray love to Frankle, and tell him not to
follow In (lie path ol bis IMner; and tell your
mother the next m?.n 6he get? to be sure and not
Rtt one trni does not drink. Give my re?ards to
ail my fitond. nun tell them I am better oLT. as I
fear neither God, iuan nor the devil. As l write I
feel that I ein RO'ng. and I want you to gtve mj
ieiualos to some caliche and kco wiiat I am made
of, andtbatl died fcr the g?od of myself and
family, and don't fed a bit Eorry for myself. This
in the Hist nicks I ever heard of to do this klud of
an act, but as I have been driniinc lor tho past
two or three wr ek, and I am dUzustcd witii my
lot and for my family. Bo aura and Klve my re-
mains to socio college and joii will oblige one
that thinks more of you than you do of me that
died for you.- - Tell my boy not do R3 his father
done. I have taken enough (A tuto stall' to till
two or three men, acd It I do not die It wili not
be my fault, tfo good lyo from your lovlnx hus-
band, G. W. lilCK.

Eorn 1S53, and died May tbe lUb, 183.
As tcon as his condition was roalizsd by

the men in tho saloon, the ambulance was
telephoned for and Hicks w&s taken to hia
home. Dr. Bryan waa called when ho reiched
home and went to work with a 8toaia:h
pump, but the instrument soon broke and
other remedies were tried, but proved un-
availing. Hicks dying about 5 o'closk. Tao
amount of morphine taken by him was
thirty pills of one-fourt- h of a grain each.

The deceased was 32 years old and lsav? a
wife and one child. Ao he savs in his letter,
bo had been drinking heavily of late and hid
become very despondent. Under other cir
cnmslances he was verv jovial and good
cotnrid. He was a member of the KuUhts
of Pythias Order and will doubtless ba buried
by trem, a his body will not ba turned over
to the Medical College as ho requeued.
