Manuriog Trees and Vines,
{Tribune and Farmer. |

It is supposed by some that when any in-
vigorator s to be apvlied to trees or vines, it
can not be used too pleutitully, and they ac-
cordingly mulch snd manure to the damage
of whalever iz planted out, and wondar that
1t dces not grow mare vigorously, Wae have
known farmera when setiing ont graps vines,
to dig & pit and throw in the caroasses of two
or thiee sheep or a bushel or two of eold
hones from slaughier Lomses to eash root,
givingonly a light covering of dirt, believ-
ing that if bones ars good for vines, the roo s
would rnn down iuto the putrid flesh or the
dry bones, and (eed plentifally thereon.

Now, any one knows that rcotas or seeds
p'aced in a dang hill. will not thrive, and
this should teach alli thsat manure only fur-
nishes a portion of the elements required
for the support of wvegetstion, and that a
bed of manure or bones beneath a trse or
vine, is only an impediment to its growth.
A pint of bone dust will work a greater ben-
efit to a tree or vine, when worked into the
surface soil, than a bushel of whole bones
uuder the roots, and 20 will a few shovelfals
ef decomvosed sods increase the growth of
any plant more than a cart load of manure
put in beneath the roots.

Digging pits, especially in clay soil, and
filling them with any material before seiting
out shrobs is a bad plan, for this excayation
will hold water as well as a cistern, and the
roots of the trees or vines will for several
montibs in the year have to stand in & com-
plete mud-hole. When setting out a single
tree or vine, loogen up the soil no dezper
than the bard-pan and work in rich soil and
loam, being sure to get fine dirt around the
fibrous roota. When planting an orchard,
nnless the greund 1is thoroughly under-
dreined, dig no deeper than the plow goee,
then the drainage will be sufficient te keep
the iree from drowning out. Never mix
fresh barnysrd marure with the soil when
planting orchards or vineyards.
