Some tell usto wet the teats, otherasay
that they should nct be wet., My plan of
of milking may bte used as a compromise be-
tween theze two extremes, Firt dust and
clean the udder thorounghly, then £l each
teat successively with milk and rub the end
briekly on the palm of the left hand, forcing
out a little milk with the rght. This wets
tbe end of the teat, cleans the cavity of dirt,
and cpens the pores of the flesh, making the
milk flow more easily, the siream more con-
solidsted and the miik clean. Tous we haye
the advantsges without the disadvantages of
milkiong a wet teat, and the danger of drop-
pings from wet, soiled hande into the peil!
Afler we have thus prepared, them milk as
fest as possmible. Much depends on quick
and dry milkirg, If the cow is inclined to
bold ber milk, be very gentle with her, but
contivue 10 force the milk into the teats,
only milking out a very little. It seems
to wirk like an intermittent spring; when
the test ia emptied the flowing sesmsgto
etop.
