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A DESTRUCTIVE PIRE.

The Furniture ¥Fuctory of Herrmann EBros,,
New York, Destroyed by Fire—lLoss
Estimated at a Miillon and
A Hair,

Krw Yorx, May 27,—The vast farniture
factory of H. Herrman Brothers, et Margin
snd Tompking streets, was discovered £s ba -
on fire at 3:30 o'clock this morning. Itis 8
fivestory brick building and occupies the

whole block, fronting 200 feet on Dohncyl

and 150 feet on the other sireets, It was the
old buoilding occupled by the Singer Bewing
Machine Factory acd was saturated with oll,
The whole building is snrrounded by misera-
ble tenement houses occupied by the poorest
clazges in the city. The fira was intensely
bot and nearly & hundred families were
driven from their homes, They rushed out
in their night clothes and were compelled to
camp on the river side, where they shivered
in the chilly winds of the meoming.

At 4 o'clock the whele bnilding was in
flamee, and there was no bope of saving any
of the property and the firemen directed
their efforts {0 make the misersble people as
comfortable &e pessible, At 4:50 alarms
were sent out for extra engines and it
looked ss though the whole surroundiog
neighborhood would bz destroyed. At S5
O'clock alarms were still being sent out for

extra engines, The rea:on the flames spread
50 rapidly was on account of tne oil on the
floors,

The factory was fllled with furnitore and
it 1s estimated that the loss will amocunt to
more than $1 000,000, This is the busy ecea-
son of the year and the loss will be still
beavier for the company by this reason.
Over three hundred men will be thrown out
of work.

The streets at 5:30 wera crowded with peo-
ple and the grealest excitement prevalled in
the reighborhood as everybody Iin the sur-
roundiog tepement houses was moving {uar-
niture and seeking to escapa from the
fiames, which were spreading ifast in ail di-
rections,

Superintendent Pinrvon, of the fastory,
eeid it was impossible to say where the fire
origina‘ed, but it was baslieved that 1t had
staried in the engine room.

At 5:20 this morning specisl ca'ls for axtra
engines were being sent out, sod it was then
estimated that the loss would amouut to
$1 500,000,

Though the entire available force of the
fire department was sommoned it whs two
bours before the flames ware fairly under
conirol. The factory, a five story brick
building, is a total loss. Mr, Herrmann esti-
mates hia loss at aboul $250 000, which is
covered by insurance in a large number of
companies, The Joss on the buildinog he
estimates at £300,000. This, too, is coverad
to s large extent by insarauce, Five hua-
dred skilled workmen were emploved in tae
factory, and Jlose all their tools the aggre-
