R@BERT EMMETT ODLUM, KILLED BY
125 FEET.

Toe death of Robert Emmett Odlam, of
Washiogton, reported in the morning news-
papers of May 20, 1835, was a sore shock to
the public. While the feat by which the
bold diver lost Lis life was a foolish one, it
was ope that appeared practicable and safe
to the man who executed 1t, who was an ex-
pert diver, and had performed acts of daring
in his profession only second to that in
which he wes killed. Moreover, the public
admire exceptional courage, and are disap-

pointed and grieved when harm overtakes
one who exhibita it. Robert Emmett Odlum
ia remembered with deep regret because of
his melancholy fate.

The circamstances under which ha died
are familiar to every reader. His life was
ons of pecnliar interest.

Fovert Emmett Odlum was a native of
Wesbington, D. C. He was born thirty-seven
years ago, Aluays fond of water he learned
to ewim before be conld read. While very
voung he distinguished bimsell in his native
city, by leaping several times {rom the A qe-
duct Bridge into the Potomac. Hisekiltin
swimming was s remarkable as his courage
in diving; be was victor in many contests.
Five years ago he established a swimming-
scheol in Washington. In 1331 he traveled
with Paul Boyton, giving exhibitions. He
spent the summer of 1382 at Old Point (ym-
fort, where he lcoked aflter the bathers. In
July of that year he rescuned three persons
fiom drowning, among them a son of Schuv-
ler Colfax. Odlum was not fortunate in
business matters, and his latest exper-
iences In makirg a living were discour-
sgirg, Dauring the summer seasons, for the
last two years, after he had made an unsuc-
cesslul attempt to conduct a resort at Lower
Cedar Point, on the Potomac, he acted as
special policeman in a concert garden, More
recently he was usher in s theater at Wash-
ington, For atime he wasa clerk at Wil-
lazd’s Hotel, Washington. le arrived in
New York from the capital four days bafore
he took his fatal leap from DBrooklyn bridge,
From his remarks in conversation with Paul
Bocyton and others it appears that he was
savguine of being unhurtin the performance
of his perilous feat, which he probably re.
garded as an advertisement. The mother
and g#ister of the unfortunste man reside in
the city of Washington.

& ueeless tax on his ownoer's steck of pa-
tience, and it is best only to attempt to teach
him to keep behind yon and to lie down
when told to. A= s=oon a&s he gets old enough
to become in some degree guiet, you may
begin his education, and youn had better
mske some iron-clad resolutions about Keep-
ing your temper before you begin. It is well
te remember two or three things when train-
ing & pup; one of them is, never punish him
for doing what yon have told hic to do,
even if he overdoes the matter. and another
ie, when it is necessary to pun’sh him, don’t

Care of Horses’' Feeot,

|American Agriculturist.]

Horses in civilized lands suffer more from
ailments of the feet than f{rom any other
cemie Thefestof a borse are subjeot to
many injaries, both from bad shoeing and
from ili-kept roads, and it is important for
owners of horses to siudy wel how these
ceuses of diseased feot can be avoided. Bat
in the consideration of this question there
sre some points not well understood, The
London Brockkeepsr gives a statement that a
borse weighing 1 600 pounds, when drawing
& load, bears & weight upon the feet of two
tons, the extra pressure being caused by the
downward force of the act of drawing. Now,
an aversge horse's draft power amounts only
to a forward strain of 157 pounds.
A: the horse 18 only exerting this
forward forca by pressure upon the col-
lar, 1t is clear, the feet can not press with any
more force upon the ground, so that the
above ax?lsnutnon of the capze of injury to
the horse's foot, iz imaginary, It is not the
force exerted by work at all. A wild horse,
galloping at the top of his speed, presses
upon the ground wich his feet mwore taan a
horse woying a ton in & wagon upon a road
at the rate of two miles an hour; and yet
wild horses bave excellent fent and are never
lame. Bot they bhave e choice of & smooth
path, and have no blecksmiths to cut awsy
the frogs of their feet, and so deprive them
of tbe very mea: s nature provides for the
protection of the foot. If the roids were
kept in good condition and free from loose
stones, and the frog on the [ont was never
pared, horses would rarely suffer from foot-
lameness. Frog-pressure expands the heels,
toughens the horns, cures corns, snd does
wuch toward giving a horse sound feet,
