DEFERRED ARTICLES.

FOREIGN ITEMS,

INDIA AND CHINA.—The Prometheus steam-
boat, which left Alexandri as late as the 22d of
March, has brought advices from Canton to the
5th of January, from Calcutta to the 19th, and
from Bombay to the 29th of February. Lord
Auckland arrived in Caleutta on the 11th of
February, and was actively engaged in forward-
ing and completing the preparations against
China. ‘I'he expedition was to'be ready by the
1st of May, and was to consist of the following
troops:

'l‘llc 215t and 24th regiments, with two regi-
ments of native Infantry from Bengal, one regi-
ment of the Line, four of native Infantry, one
regiment of Artillery, and one of Engineers from
Madras; and one regiment of the line from Cey-
lon, making in the whole force of about 10,000
men, which was to be ready to proceed to its des-
tination by the 1st May.

That destination was supposed to be the Island
of Formosa, but it was the opinion of the best
informed persons that the object of the Governor
General was rather to alarm than to subdue the
Chinese, and to bring them to a proper sense of
the value of English commerce and (riendly re-
lationis. The whole armament was to be placed
under the command of Lieut. Gen. Sir R. Ar-
buthnot, while Generals Oglander and Walker
would act under his orders. 3

Nothing had occurred at Canton to readcr it
probable that commercial intercourse would b
renewed; on the contrary, an attempt by Cap-
tain-Elliott to induce Commissioner Lan to allow
the resumption of legal traflic had been met by a
positive refusal, and a statement that the Empe-
ror of China had positively interd all trade
between his subjects and the English, and had
ordered that no British goods should, upon any
pretence, be admitted. Upon this point  Com-
missioner Lin had issued a new edict, prohibit-
ing the conveyance and introduction of the pro-
duce and manufacturerf of this country in foreign
vessels.

There has been for some time a ser sun-
derstanding between the British and Neapoli-
tan governments, growing out of alleged viola-
tions of treaties on the part of the latter more
especially in regard to the duty demanded upon
the export of sulphur. It is rumored that there
liave been violent dissensions in the British cab-
inét as to the course to be pursued. It is
said that a blockade has finally been determined
upon. A correspondent of the National writing
trom Messina, says— ;

«“An unexpected piece of news has just reach-
edus. Sicily is threatened with a blockade by
England. Already eight vessels of war belong-
ing to that nation are, it is reported, to be sent
against the Island. However exaggerated may
havebeen the number of naval forces intended
to make a demonstration upon the coast of the
kingdom of Sicily, it is certain that the Neapo-
litian government is embarking with all possible
speed to be opposed to the disembarkation
of the English navy. The arrival of the 10th

ImporranT FROM T'EXAs.—The steam packet
New York, Capt. Wright, arrived at N. Or-
leans on the 21st ult. from Galveston, bring-
ing dates of the 11th inst. from that place.

The Galveston Daily Courier conlains the
particulars respecting the rencontre between
the Centralists and the Federalists, near Lo-
rado on the Rio Grande, differing very much
from previous accounts. It seems, afier all,
that the condition of the Federalists is not so
desperate as was represented. It is not true
that any portion of the Federalist army had
retreated to Austin, The story of their flight
to San Antonio must have originated in the
appearance there of some small detachment
that had originated from the main body.—
The news brought to Galveston by a gentle-
man recently from Victoria, in the West of
Texas, states that the Federal troops, afl
their defeat on the Rio Grande, had ret
as far as Victoria. A small number of sol-
diers were quartered in the town. The resi-
due of the army, constituting the main body,
had encamped on a creek a tew miles west-
wardly of that place. The loss of the Fede-
ralists in the late encounter is estimated at
400 men, of whom the principal part were
Americans. The loss on the part of the
Centralisits is not well ascertained, but the
statement is that 600 of them were killed.—
The defeat, we learn, was occasioned in part
by a sarprise, the scouting party, which was
in advance, having been slain, to a man.

‘I'he Federalists must have fought desper-
ately, having destroyed more of their ene-
mies than their own number of slain. But
the superiority of the Centralists in physical
force, and the advantage gained at the onsel,
by taking the Federalists by surprise, at last
prevailed. The resnlt of the engagement
has not discouraged the Federalists, On the
contrary, it has shown them with what obsti-
nacy they can contend against the most fear-
ful odds and disadvantageous circumstances,
As soon as their ranks are recruited, they in-
tend again to march against the oppressors
of their country. From these statements it
is quite clear that all the rumors of an inva-
sion of Texas are destitute of feundation.—
The Central army, instead of being within a
d. y’s march of San Antonio, have never yet
crossed the Rio Grande. Among the Texi-
ans there is little apprehension of an invasion.
Notwithstanding, preparations for the de-
fence of the frontier are going forward on an
extensive scale.

Orders have issued from Austin for raising
large bodies of troops in the counties adjacent
to the Mexican line. The inhabitants also
are arming, and the probability is that many
adventurers will be found ready to volunteer
and swell the ranks of the Federalists. Up-
on what terms the latter will be received by
the Texian government, is not known. The
supposition is, that they will be tolerated in
the country until they have gained recruits
enough to make another dash across the Rio
Grande. As Texas and Mexico are still at
war, there can be no impropriety in such a
course. Indeed, the laws of nations uphold
Texas in adopting this line of policy, while
interest impels her to give all help and en-
couragement to those who are making com-
mon cause with her against g common cne-
my.

BANKS

The prejudice in the public mind against banks
and banking is such, that while one party is con-
stant and unscrupulous in their denunciation,
the other, aware of the prejudice, says not a
word in their defence.

The air we
breathe—the water which allays our thirst, the
fire which warms our breath, and the food which
nourishes our bodies, are, each and all, ind
pensable to our existence; without them we
could not live, yet either of these blessings, so
necessary to us, may be so used as to do us injury.
Is that an argument against their use? Is that
a reason wny we should resolve that we would
no longer use the air, the water, fire or food?
What would be thought of a-parent who, be-
cause his beloved child was drowned, refused
ever thereafter to drink water? Yet, his case
would be precisely the same as.that of the labor-
ing man, who unites in a political war on the
Banks because one of them has been dishonest or

unfortunate.

We propose to discuss this subject, to reason
with the laboring man, and to demonstrate that
the Destructives, those who would now enlist
all his passions and prejudices against the banks,
are the authors and abettors of the greatest abuses
that have been perpetrated, under the system;
