TO THE PEOPLE OF SOUTH CAR-
OLINA.

Your native and adopted citizens pave you
their support, in your struggle with the federal
government on the, ground that they owed you
their Jirst allegiance. One who owed you no al-
legiance except that which he owes lo Constitu-

tional Liberty, and who then stood by you at a

greater personal sacrifice than any other who
came to your assistance in that tryinghour, would

now address you. He refers to the part he bore
and the sacrifices made in your cause, because

they give hnn claims to your confidence.
It is a source of the deepest regret and mortifi-

cation that on the question which now divides
the country, he is separated from old and long
tried personal and political friends. And it is

rendered the more painful, because he earnestly
believes that all that is necessary to bring hiin

again side by side with those to whom lie was so

long and so ardently attached, is that they should

know the truth as it is known to hiiu.
These remarks are not intended for the hack-

neyed politician, whose heartless policy is regu-
lated by selfish considerations. They are intend-

ed for the honest, candid, thinking public, who

read and make up their opinions upon the facts
as Utey, belicyo them ; and arc called forth by
reading in the Charleston Mercury the following
paragraphs:

"We published yesterday a letter from the
GLOBE, stating as the result of the Democratic
Convention at Baltimore, the una nunous nomin-
ation of MARTIN VAN, and also a unanimous
agreement to refer the selection of a candidate
for tlic Vice President to the peopleof the several
States. This is what we expected and we cor-
dially approve the decision of the Convention."

And again:?
we are now therefore in the right position, u-

nited on principle and one in feeling. Our first
movement has been to declare the principles wc
hold, and which we mean to defend to the utmost.
We have not advanced a moment too soon to
the great contest which is undeniably pending
and on the result of which more depends than up-
on any strugple since the days of Jefferson. We
have not oiuy a noble cause, the noblest that can
awake the energies of freemen, but a cause in
peril, and which itmay depend upon our votes
and our moral influence to rescue from defeat and
disaster. It can neither be denied nor forgotten,
that in opposing Harrison, we are opposing not
only the foes of the State Rights, but the foes of
our social institutions. The proof of tins last
was fullycanvassed and established ou Thurs-
day night. We have made the charge, and fael
fully able to sustain it, that the sentiment of
Northern Abolition is one of the main pillars of
the Harrison party at the North."

For the present, we pass over the support of

Mr. Van Buren, and tlic approval of the proceed-
ings of the federal caucus, relative to the Vice
Presidency. We come to the declaration that it

can neither be denied or forgotton, that in op-
posing, Harrison you are opposing not only the
foes of our social institutions.

The Mercury of the 12th May, asks:
"Has General HARRISON explained or modified

those declarations which marked him out as a
man whom the South must look upon as an cTie-
my? Has he given any pledge, that however liis
inmost soul is hostile to us, Tie willstill use his
official prerogative for our protection? Has lie
given any new assurance? Has he said a single
word to justify any modification, not to speak of
a total oblivion, of the general suspieion enter-
tained against him by the whole South.

Our object is to reply to this enquiry. Gen.
Harrison has given no nets pledge, because lie
had long tsincc given the strongest assurances that
lie could give, and hence no new assurances were
wanting. We rely on his public action oil the
Missouri question, and his vindication of our
rights, addressed to an anti-slave-holding consti-
tuency in defence of tliem, in preference to any
new confession of iaith, put forth to suit an im-

ergency and to court popular favor.

Gen. Harrison represented an anti-slavery Dis-
trict in Congress; he voted for the admission of
Missouri, and, when he returned home, was call-

ed to account by his eonstitutents. Hear his de-

fence. In an address to his eonstitutents, he said:
"I deny tlmtmy vote in emigres* in relation to Mis-

souri and Arkansas, are in Die least incompatible with
these principles. Congress had no more legal or consti-
tutional right to emancipate the negroes in those sec-
tions ot Louisiana without Die consent of their owners,
than they have to free those of Kentucky. These peo-
ple were secured in their property hy a solemn covenant
with France when the country was purchased from that
power. To prohibit the emigration of citizens of the
southern states to the part of the country, the situation
and climate of which was peculiarly suited to them,
would have been highly unjust, as ithad been purchased
out of the common ,tund.

And again:?
"My vote against the restriction ofMissouri infanning

hcrconstitution wns not a conclusive one; there would
have been time enough, had I continued tohe amember,
before the question was decided, for my constituents to
have instructed me, and I should have rejoiced in an op-
liortuiiityof sacrificing my sent to my principles, if they
had instructed ine in opposition to my construction of
the constitution. Like many other members from the
linn-slavehoklmg states, of whom I mention Shaw,
Holmes, Mason of Massaclmsclts, I.am.nn of Connecti-
cut, and Baldwin of Pennsylvania, I could sec nothing

in the constitution which I had sworn tosupport, to war
rant such an interference withthe rights of the suites,
and which had never before been attempted. And
w here is tlie crime in one set of men not being aide to
interpret tiie constitution as other men interpret it? As

we had all i\J;v> to support it, the crime would have

been in giving It p. construction which our consciences
would not sanction."

Here you will find that Gen. Harrison places
the vote,he gave for the admission of Missouri,

t

on Constitutional grounds ; and declares that he
would have resigned his seat in Congress, before
he would have violated the Constitution by vot-

ing against Missouri. Here is a declaration
made to an anti-slavery constituency, and, is the
strongest guarantee that he could give, that the
rights of the South will be safe in his hands.?
Where was Mr.Van Buren then? He was using
his whole influence tx> send a senator to Congress
pledged to vote against the South.

But this is not all. In a speech delivered at
|Vincennes, in May 1935, before he teas a catuli-

| and long before Mr. Van Buren had given
any recantation of liis heresies on the subject of
Abolition, Gen. Harrison said;

"Am I wrong, fellow-citizens, in applying the terms

weak, presumptuous, and unconstitutional, lo the mea-
sures of the emancipators? Aslight exaininaiion will, I
think, show that I am not."

I Msiat, that ifthe citizens of the non-slaveholding
states can avail themselves of the constitution, which
prohibits the restriction of speech or the press to publish
any thing injurious to the rights ofthe slave hold uigstates,
that they can go to the extreme that I have mentioned,
and effect any thing further which writing or speaking
could effect. But, fellow-citizens, these are not the

principles ofthe constitution. Such a construction would
defeat one of the great objects of its formation, which was
that of securing the peace and harmony of the states

which were parties to it. The ttbefty of speech and of
the press, were given as the most effectual means to pre-
serve to each and every citizen their own rights, and to

the states the rights which appertained to them, at the
time of their adoption It could never lmve been ex-
pected that it would have been used by the citizens of

one portion of the states for the purpose of depriving
those ofanother portion, of the rights which they had re-
served at the adoption of the constitution, and in the ex-
ercise of which, none but themselves have any concern
or interest. _

Do you, the people of South Carolina ask
stronger guarantees than this, and is not lament-
able to see those who have stood by us side by
side defending the Constitutional rights of South
Carolina, under so great a weight of prejudice
as to assail the author of these sentiments as the
enemy of our social institutions ?

Is it honest, is it reputable ; can you preserve
your own self-respcet if you tolerate such calum-
nies ?

But Gen. Harrison has given other and further
pledges, and we refer to his letter to Judge Ber-
rien and Mr. Sloo, that to Mr. Sloo is as fol-
lows :

"Cincinnati, 2oth Xovcinber, 1836.
Mr DEAR SIR?I answer the questions you proposed

to me this morning, withgreat pleasure.
First: I do not believe that congress can abolish slave-

ry illthe states, or inanv manner interfere teith the pro-
perty of the citizens intkeir stares, but'upon the applica-
tion of the states, in which case, and in no other, they
might appropriate money to aid the states so applying to
get rid of their slaves. These opinions I have always
held, and this was the ground upon which I voted against
the Missouri restriction in the fifteenth congress. The
opinions given above are precisely those which were en-
tertained by Mr. Jeflersou and Mr. Madison.

Second: l do not believe that congress can abolish
sloven in the District of Columbia, without the consent
of Virginia and Maryland, and the [icople of the District.

I received a letter some time since, from J. M. Berrien,
esq., of Georgia, proposing questions, similar to those
made by you, and Ianswered them more at length than
1 have now done, but to the same import.

THE VICE PRESIDENCY.
The proceedings of the federal Con\'ention in

relation to the Vice Presidency, illustrates the
truth of our remark, that Mr. Van Buren has
great tact as a party leader, and the failure to
make a nomination is a striking proof that he feels
his weakness, and is resolved to use even' means
within his reach to accomplish his own,election.
To use a phrase, familiar to the turf, his object
manifestly is, to jockey. The opposition harve
nominated their candidates?Harrison and Tyler.
They are fairly in the field, and rely on the sin-

gle voice of the people. Not so Mr. Van Buren.
His object is to secure his own election, and there-
fore, instead of selecting one among the many as-
pirants, he defeated the nomination of cither, and

Avould thus combine the strength of all, to aid the
accomplishment of his purpose. Ifhe had nom-
inated Mr. Forsyth, he would have given offence
to Benton, Polk, Buchanan, King and Col. John-
son ; Avhereas, by defeating the nomination, the
friends of each of these gentlemen are left to in-

fer that had the selection been made, and Mr.

, Var. Buren's wish been gratified, their favorite
would have been chosen.

It is manifest, hoAvever, that on the part of one
of these gentlemen at least, there is great dissat-
isfaction. The object of defeating the nomination
Avas to strengthen Mr. "V an Buren by placing on
his ticket as Vice President, in the different sec-
tions of the Union, the name of that candidate
Avho Avould bring U it the most strength in that
particular district. Thus Mr. Polk Avas to bring
in Tennessee, Mississippi, North Carolina and

Virginia. Col. Johnson was to bring in Kentucky
and the ultra destructives of the northern and
middle and Western States. Mr. King Avas to
take care of Alabama, and to Mr. Forsyth was
allotted Georgia, with such reversion as his mas-
ter might have it in his power to gice. That this
arrangement indicates conscious Aveakness on
the fpart of Mr. Van Buren is manifested by
the refusal of Mr. Fcrsyth, to play the part allot-
ted to him, aud the publication of his petulent
card.

Mr. Forsyth lias long been an aspirant for the
Presidency?he has been taught to expect that at
the proper time, Mr. Van Buren's mantle would
fall upon him, and he clearly shows, by refusing

| to permit his name to be used in Georgia, that he
has been disappointed and deceived. His card

shows further, that he despairs not only of his
own election to the Vice Presidency, but that
he despairs also, of the election of Van Buren. ?

He is the Secretary of State; the confidential
friend and partisan of the President; the mea-
sure which he condemns was the action of the
President's party, assembled fur the purpose of
consulting and devising the ways and means of

securing the President's election, and adopted,
as no one can doubt, under the express sanction

of the President himself; what but a belief
that there was 110 hope of success could induce
Mr. Forsyth thus to come forward, and, in the
the face of the world, denounce the arrangement
which had received the President's approval, and
destroy the scheme by refusing to play his
What but conscious weakness could induce Mr.
Van Buren to tolerate, in his Secretary of State,
an insult so direct and unequivocal?

It may be said that the arrangement has failed
to conciliate Mr. Forsyth, and that Mr. Polk

nor knowledge of your private eharcter, or bu-
siness concerns, I am certain that I said nothing,
on the occasiou to which you refer, '? questioning
your honor.'"

The signs of the times which are daily mani-

festing themselves in different sections of the

country, have alarmed the Executive ami his

friends here. The Georgia delegates, Mr.Black

and Mr. Colquett in particular, are stirring heav-

en and earth to bring Georgia into the foldof

Van Burenism. The former is zealous with his
tongue and his pen, and the latter has sent out a

printed address of some thirty pages, grossly
misrepresenting General Harrison and his opin-
ions, ?calling him a federalist and an abolition-
ists, and calling the whig party federalists and
abolitionists. This address is sent out by thous-

ands. I have read it, and believe that no greater

amount of matter ever contained half as many
misreprcscntations. Mr. Colquett lias falsified
the character and services of General Harrison
with his eyes open; for the character of his ad-

dress shows that he has not sinned ignorantly but
wilfully,designedly and maliciously.

The news from Georgia,?an unexpected and
spontaneous feeling in favor of General Harri-

son, ?has called forth this unusual and unex-

pected exertion on the part of the Georgia mem-

bers. Mr. Berrien's appearance in the field
against Mr. Van Buren, has especially alarmed
the party here. The effort to counteract this
feeling is manifest in the circumstance of public
documents,?immense numbers of which are
printed,?so,ooo a week in the Senate, at the
public expense, and sent to the south. "Itis
hard to kick against the pricks."

The news from Alabama is almost equally
promising for the whigs. From the district of
Hon. Dixon H. Lewis, a voice has come which
must, I think, prompt that representative either
to aba ndon Mr. Van Buren or be abandoned by
him.

WASHINGTON, May 15.
The House of Representatives have decided

an important matter before them to-day, in rela-
tion to the printing reports of the select commit-

tee who had the subject under consideration.
The House, or the party majority here, have de-

cided that the patronage of the government
ought not to be divorced from the newspaper
press. They have decided also to reduce the

present prices of printing under the law of 1819,
15 per cent. The report of the majority of the

select committee is defeated by a vote of 109 to
98. The minority were whig members, and ad-
vocated a reduction of 25 per cent., and a sepa-
ration of the printing from the newspaper press,
after the present Congress. The last branch of
this subject was disposed of by laying a motion

to recommit with instructions to report in favor
of separation, upon the table. This was a strict

party vote, and disposed of, 104 to 89.
Mr. Jones asked a suspension of the rules, in

order to take up the Sub-Treasury Bill. Two-

thirds were necessary to suspend, and the motion
was not carried.

The remainder of the day was devoted to pri-
vate business. ..

In the Senate, being the morning hour, many
memorials of a public character, were presented.
One by Mr. Merrick from the board of trade,
at Baltimore, asking the passage of a bankrupt
law, an expressing its fnll belief that it would
be attenden with general efficacy to all classes of
people.

A petition was presented from the citizens ol
Philadelphia, asking the erectionof a Light
House at Brandy Wine Slioals, and another
to erect a fire proof Custom House in that
city.

The Bankrupt Billwas taken up as the special
order, when Mr. Smith of Indiana made a very
strong and powerful argument in favor of the
bill as reported by the majority, in the course of
which, he took legal and constitutional views of
the action of this bill gcncarlly. The petitions
all speak of the debtor class, and none other,
and hence the majority of the committee, was

correct in the views it had taken in confining its
provisions to the voluntary Bankrupt alone'

NEW YORK, May 14, 1940.
This might with propriety, be designated the

age of conventions. New York is filled with
delegates to various associations, and some of
them ofstrangely opposite tendencies.

One of the most important and interesting of
these, is the Colonization Society, which held a
meeting last evening at the middle Dutch church.
The Rev. Dr. DeWitt, the pastor of that church
presided. The Rev. Dr. Cone, of the Baptist de-

nomination read an admirable report, which was

seconded and ably snstained by several distin-

guished friends of the cause, before a very large
auditor}-. Among the speakers were Rev. Dr.
Millerof Princeton, Mr.Gurley, Secretary of the
American Colonization Society, and Dr. Be-
thuni of Philadelphia. They meet again this
evening.

The next assemblage to which I willcall your
attention, is the American Anti-Slavery Society,
which commenced their session on Tuesday.?
Their place of meeting has been the theatre of
omc queer scenes, and their proceedings deser-

ved notice for the ludicrious schism which has
arisen among them. The principal subject of
discussion at their first meeting was the "rights
of women." Dear creatures, it isa pity that any
prerogation of their's, should be called in ques-
tion by such a set of miserable fanatics. The
"women party," however, succeeded, and Miss
Kelly, of Lynn, Mass., was chosen a member of
the business Committee, by about 100 majority.
The notorious Garrison, is the leader of this
party, and the no less notorious agitator, Lewis
Tappan, the chief of the opposition, lead off his
minority and succeeded. So they go. Miss Abby
Kelly, spinster, may now be regarded as the
great gem of the abolitionists.

An interesting meeting of the literati, willtake
