THE A liltEST OP LEVIS.

IMPORTANT DISCLOSURES. ?FURTHER PAR
TIUULAKS.

The Paris correspondent of the New York Courier fur-
nishes some further particulars of the arrest of Levis, of
tile Schuylkill Hank. Alterhis arrival in Paris, he lived
very humbly and quietly. General Cass, however,
deemed it Ins duty to have liiin arrested, and made ap-
plication to the government for Unit purpose. The cor-
respondent adds:

"Levis was accordingly taken into custody. On his
person were found 100 francs (do dollars) in French sil-
ver, and sixteen Spanish doubloons. Aspecies of com-
mission was appointed by General Cass to examine the
prisoner, mid endeavor to prevail on linnto do to his em-
ployers all tlio justice in his power. Tlte commission
consisted of tile Secretary of the Embassy of the United
.-\u25a0' tales; .Mr. Brent, lire American Consul, and two or
three American gentlemen ofrespectability, who for the
moment resided here, i shall not trouble you with the

details of Uie proceedings, hut ui once inform you that
tin: measures taken by General Uacs have not been un-
successful. Levis lias acknowledged that there is Ame-

rican stock to tile amount of nearly 150,U00 dollars, pur-
chased by the money of which .he robbed his employers,
standing in the names of two persons, in trust tor hint,
and is this day to execute a transfer of it. He is also to

declare upon oatli how lie disposed of tire remainder of
the plundered property, alter which he is to lie liberated;
but is to remain under the surveillance of the police un-
tiltlie receipt of letters from his employers, stating What
is their wish to have done with him. To guai d against
his escape from Paris and France, bis passport lias been
taken from him, so that lie cannot move out of this city.

"Such are the brief hut correct particulars of this ul-
fair, as respects the proceedings taken for the recovery
ofjlie stolen property. The manner in which it has been
conducted, reflects much credit on the promptitude,
ability, ami skill of your Ambassador, and may possibly
deter other persons from crime, who might calculate on
impunity ifthey could reach Frartee."

One element of uneasiness and disturbance in banking

and money affairs, may be regarded as neutralized, and
for a time satisfactorily settled. Whatever amouut of
British capital may have been required for purchases of
foreign corn during the last three or four months, has
been expended during that period. No additional sum
can, we conclude, under present circumstances, be re-
quired in that channel of trade, as far us Europe is con-
cerned; and we care not how much flour tire Americans
may thinkproper to put into our ports. The Directors of
the Bank of England willnot feel much anxiety at any
imports of this description from the United States; they
would assist the payments of the dividends on their
stocks, alarge amount of which willfall due inJuly next.

It is worthy of notice that almost all the corn, and espe-
cially wheat, which has recently been sent to England
and is now arriving from the continent, is on consign- i
mcnt. In the present suite of the grain markets, and the
existing position of the Corn Law question, our mer-
chants will not make large advances on such consign-
ments; and we should not be surprised to witness some
of the more recent arrivals of wheat sent to France, in-
stead of being warehoused for an indefinite period in
England,

I It docs appear to us not altogether unreasonable to ex-
pect that some more speedy relief may come Cothe Bank
lof England from the operations of the Corn trade
than would now be in store for them, ifthe purchases ot

our merchants at the northern ports had been leas exten-

sive. because from intelligence which we obtained at

Hull of die impossibility oigetting an adequate supply of

shipping to convey corn from Hamburg to France, and
the high prices prevailing on the Continent, we should
think part of the stock of grain held abroad by British
capitalists will l>e resold, and conveyed by onr ships, or
those of Sweden and Denmark, to France. We are un-
der no alarm for the effect of any such contemplated de-
mand on the prices of grain in England; at the most it
would only check a decline, which might otherwise he

more sudden and decided than we imagined to he proba-
ble in the foregoing observations. If instead of a million
of quarters, as we have supposed not altogether improb-
able, there should be only one half that quantity taken
out ofbond between March and July, that diminution in

the supposed influx would make a great difference 011
prices. Advices have been received to-day of the Am-

sterdam corn-market being nearly cleared out for France;

the quantity purchased, however, we believe was under
20,000 quarters.

We have made enquiry respecting the posture of af-

fairs between the Government of the United States and

our own concerning the boundary disputes,mid we are
glad tofind that those who know the most have less anx-
iety concerning the issue than the public generally. Get-

ters have been received from eminent public men in A-
merica which represent the authorities of the State of
Maine as being \ ry desirous of leaving the whole ques-
tion to be adjusted by the Executive Government ot the
United States. And those be: t informed on the subject
are of opinion that some third power or powers willbe
selected by the two disputing govcrnineits, who will
have to pronounce a final decfcion which shall be bind-
ing on both. The evil in the case of tin; King of Hol-
land 's award was that he had no power to make such an
award as he died; this evil willbe prevented in the case
of any fitrturc arbitration, by giving absolute power to

the referee to settle the whole question on just and
equitable principles.
