We publish to-day the notable scheme

of the Secretary of War, as detailed bv
himself to Congress. We propose to an-
alyze it more fully than we have yet done,
aiid show it to be a most daring, dangerous
and unconstitutional project. No man of
discernment cui examine it without feeling
it to be the duty of a patriot, to sound the
alarm and arouse the people. We re-

peat this now, because we see the monster
beginning to stir in the Senate.

"Itis proposed to divide the United
States into eight military districts, and to
organize the militia in eacli district, so as

to have a body of twelve thousand five
hundred men in aclive service, and anoth-
er of equal number as a reserve. ? This
would give au armed militia force ofTWO
HUNDRED THOUSAND MEN, so

drilled and stationed as to he ready to take
their places in the ranks in defence of the
country, whether called upon to oppose
the enemy or repel the invader.?Annual
Report ofthe Secretary of War.

"The present condition of the defences
ofour principal seaports and navy yards,
as represented by the accompanying re-
port of the Secretary of War, calls for the
early and serious attention of Congress;
and as connecting itself intimately with
this subject, I cannot recommend too
strongly to your attention the plan submit-
ted by that officer for the organization of
the militia of the United Slates. ?Mr. Van
Buren's last Annual Message.

The above two paragraphs contain the
g'.stofthe proposition, and its strong re-

commendation I)v the President.
From the details of the plan, we gather

the following recommendations:
Ist sec. Every free able bodied white

male citizen of the several States, between
the ages of 20 and 45, shall he enrolled in
the militia of the United States, and within

' three months after, shall arm himself at his
own expense.

2d. sec. All-office holders, in any way
connected with the Federal Government
shall be exempt.

3d. sec. Citizens thus' enrolled to consti-
tute the first class, to be denominated the
MASS, and to be divided and organized.

4ih. Each regiment shall furnish two
companies of light infantry or riflemen?
each division one company ofartillery and
one of horse, who shall be clothed and e-
quipped at their own expense. The offi-
cers to have a cut and thrust sword.

17th. The President of the United States
may call out the 100,000 men twice a year,
anil while out and including the time when
going to and returning from the place of
rendezvous, they shall he deemed in the
service of the United States, and be sub-
ject to such regulations as the President
may think proper to adopt for their instruc-
tion, discipline, and improvement in milita-
ry knowledge.

ISth. In case of invasion or insurrection
the President may call forth such numbers
as he may judge sufficient.

19th. When the U.S. laws shall be op-
posed, or their execution obstructed, the
President may call forth sufficient of this
militia to cause the laws to be executed.

20. The militia of the United States,
when in service, shall he subject to the
same rules and articles ofwar as the troops
ot the U. S.

21st. Every citizen enrolled in the mil-
itia shall be constantly provided with arms
&c.

22d. The U. S. militia, when called into
service, shall be paid, likethe infantry of
the If. States.

23J. Officers of mounted companies to
receive forage for horses.

24. Those who lose a horse in service
or battle, to be paid for the same, not more
han $l2O.

25th. Militia to receive pay .while trav-
elling or being transported in the service of
the U. S.

2Gth. The widows ofthose dying in the
service to receive halfpay for five years.

27th. Courts martial to be composed of
i ilary officers only.
28th! Ifa citizen tail to march when or-

dered by the President, lie shall not be
fined less than half a months' pay, nor

more than three months' pay, (not less than
$5 nor more than $30,) which fine, contra-
ry to the intention of the Constitution, is
to be inflicted by a court martial, and all
are liable to be imprisoned on failure to pay
the fines imposed.

29th. The court martial is to certify the
fines to the U. S. marshal, and he to col-
lect them by the summary process of dis-
tress; and ii'the citizen have no property,
he must suffer imprisonment "until the fine
is paid!"

30th. The Marshals to make a return of
the levy ofthe fines to the Adjutant Gen-
eral, and receive a commission of 5 per
cent.; and ifthey fail to make return, the
Adjutant General is to inlorm the Solicitor
ofthe Treasury of the U.S., who should
instruct the U. S. Attorneys to proceed a-

gainst s.iid Marshals by attachment.

Such are the principal suhjecls'of the
provisions contained in Mr. Poinsett's plan
and recommended by the President.

Its unconstitutionality consists in propos-
ing to place the militia in certain contin-
gencies under the orders and directions of
the Federal Executive, thereby stripping
the States of their authority to train the
militia,?in putting the goods and chatties,
and the personal liberties of free citizens
under the control of U. S. Marshals, ?and
in usurping the power of imposing perial-
alties on citizens of the Stales, and of en-

forcing them by courts martial.
Its tyranny consists in the confiscation

and imprisonment of those conscript citi-
zens, who should either refuse or be uoable
by reason of poverty or otherwise, lo

comply with the requisition of the Execu-
tive.

Its danger lies in giving such a power
to the President as would enable him to call
forth a standiug army, in fact, of 100,000

men, in thefpay ofthe government, segre-
gated from the great body of the people,
and required, possibly to vote or fight, as
the Executive may desire, or he dragged
from State to State, to suit political exigen-
cies.

We can see 110 limit to the proportions
of tiiis monster, and have no guarantee in
the character of our present rulers, or in
those whom they might appoint to succeed
them, that the proposed system would no
overthrow the liberties of the country, and
establish a military despotism upon their
ruins.

The following notes will show by wlial
authority we are supported in the estimate
we have formed of this notable scheme.

The only authority conferred on the Ge-
neral Government by the Constitution in
relation to the militia is contained in the
following sentences:

"To provide for calling forth the militia
to execute the laws of the Union, suppress
insurrections, and repel invasions.'

'\u25a0To provide for organizing, arming, and
disciplining the militia, and fur governing
such parts of them as may be employed in
the service of the United Slates, reserving
to the States respectively the appointment
of the officers, and the authority of training
the militia according to the discipline pre-
scribed by Congress.'*?(Con. Sec. 8 )

When the provision was before the Con-
vention which formed the Constitution,
Mr. Sherman moved to strike out the last
member, "and authority oftraining, Btc.

Mr. King, bv way of explanation, said
that by organizing, the committee meant
proportioning the officers and men, by ar-
ming, specifying the kind, size, and calibre
of arms, and by disciplining, prescribing
thejannual exercise, evolutions, &c.

Mr. Sherman withdrew his motion.
Mr. Gerry said lie had as lieflet. the cit-

izens ofMassachusetts he disarmed, as to

take the command from the States, and
subject them to the General Government.
It would be rejected as a system of despo-
tism.

Mr. Madison observed 1hat ''arming" as
explained, did not extend to furnishing
arms, nor the term "disciplining," to pen-
alties and courts martial enforcing them.

Dickinson, Gerry, Sherman, and other
Republicans expressed great jealousy of
the power of the General Government, and
warmly urged the importance of leaving
the militia almost wholly to the States
Mr. Dickinson declared that the States
never would, nor ought to give up all au-
thority over the militia. Mr. Sherman
said that ifthe militia officers were to be
under the control of the General Govern-
ment, men of discernment would sound the
alarm to arouse the people.

MATRIMONIALEXPORT.
In the early settlements of Virginia, when

the adventurers were principally unmarried
men; it was deemed necessary to export such
women as could be prevailed upon to quit
England, as wives, for the planters. A letter
accompanying a shipment of these matrimo-
nial exiles, dated London, August 12, 1621,
is illustrative ofjthe mannersof the times,
and the concern then felt for the welfare of
the colony, and for female virtue. It is as
follows.

"We send you a ship, one widow and ele-
ven tnaid.s, for wives lor the people of Virgi-
nia; there hath been especial care in the
choice of them, for there hath not one of them
been received but upon good commendations.

"In case they cannot be presently married,
we desire that they may be put with several
hopse-holders that have wives till they can be
provided with husbands. There are nearly
fifty more that are shortly - to come; and are
sent by our Hon. Lord and Treasurer, the
Earl of Southampton, and certain worthy
gentlemen, who, taking into their considera-
tion that the plantation can never flourish
till families be planted, and the respect of
wives and children for their people on the
soil, therefore having given this fair begin-
ning. for the reimbursing of whose charges,
it is ordered that every man that marries
them, give one hundred and twenty pounds
of best leaf tobacco for each of them.

"Though we are desirous lhatthe marriage
be free, according to nature, yet we would
not have those maids deceived, and married
to servants; but only to such freemen or ten-
ants as have means to maintain them. We
pray you, therefore, to be fathers of thein in
this business, not enforcing them lo marry
against their wills.'*

THE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.
The General Assembly of the Presbyterian

Church in the United Stales, will convene in
the First Presbyterian Church on Washing-
ton Square, this morning, at II o'clock. The
Assembly will be opened by a sermon by the
Rev. B. Dickinson, D. D. ol Auburn Semi-
nary, the Moderator of-the last year.

The General Assembly of the Presbyterian
Church in the United States will convene in
the Seventh Presbyterian Church in the city
ofPhiladelphia, this morning, at 11 o'clock.
The Assembly will be opened with a sermon
by the Rev. Joshua L. Wilson, D. D. of Cin-
cinnati, Ohio, the Moderator of the last year.

It will be seen from the above, that both
branches of the Presbyterian Church will
meet in General Assembly to-day.

THE PHILADELPHIA LCITY MIS-
SION.

The Annual Meeting of the Philadelphia
City Mission, took place on Tuesday evening
last. The Rev. C. H. Alden presided. The
Annual Report was read by the Rev. Thomas
G. Allen, and on motion, ordered to be pub-
lished, with such alterations and additions as
might be deomed advisable. A collection
was taken up, and the officers of the Society
for the ensuing year were elected. The pro-
ceedings throughout were interesting, and
several of our clergymen of various denomi-
nations look part in them.?

TAOIT KWANG, PRESENT EMPE-
ROR OF CHINA.

Taou Kwang was born in 1781, during the
life time of his grandfather, Keen Lung, at
whose court Lord Macartney, and the news
of a happy termination of a revolt in Thibet,
arrived nearly at the same time. The first
fifteen years of Taou Kwang's life were spent
at the court of Keen Lung, his grandfather,
a man whose long reign of sixty years show-
ed that the whole bent of his mind was set
upon the subjugation of all the neighboring
kingdoms and nations, and the extirpation of
not a few of them. Many a captive chief
was brought to the imperial palace, and there
made to writhe in all the agonies that inge-
nious malice could devise for them. Such
spectacles must have had a far greater effect
in steeling the heart of the voting prince than
all the virtuous lessons of Confucian lore
ronld in the way of making it soft and sensi-
tive. In 1820 lie came to the throne; though
the following year, 1821, was, by imperial
edict, commanded to stand in the calender as

the first of his reign.
