DEFERRED ARTICLES.

The Hon. Win. Kinney, of Bellville, Ills.,
ever in earnest in the cause he espouses, has
addressed a letter "to the Jackson Democrats
of Illinois;" in which he shows oli' matters
and things in general, and Mr. Van Buren
in particular, in their truo light. In relation
to his former course, he says: "I am, and
have been, an undeviating Republican, agree-
ably to the original principles of the same;
having lived in Si. Clair county, Illinois, for
the last 47 years, I appeal to every old citi-
zen of the same lo testify to the truth of these
assertions.

"I will continue to advocaje the original
principles which Jackson put on foot and
which Van Buren promised to carry cut; and,
in consequence of which, I was a warm sup-
porter of the election of Van Buren, with the
expectation that he would carry out the
same principles.

"But inasmuch as I have been most sadly
disappointed, in consequence of his thrice
urging upon the People, die ruinous Sub-
Treasury system, which they had thrice re-
fused to adopt, through their immediate Re-
presentatives, and which he, when he first

the man's sake or otherwise, unless the affairs
of the Nation would dictate upon principle
the propriety of the same.

"And inasmuch as it is clear as day that
when Jackson retired from office, he left the
Government in a more prosperous, indepen-
dent and happy situation than any nation on
record, ever before was oft earth; and which
Van Buren accepted of, and received, in the
attitude aforesaid?prosperous, flourishing,
and happy."

Aftei giving many good reasons why the
old Jackson party should not support Mr. Van
Buren, on account of their old favorite, he
savs:

"Itherefore pledge myself to support the
election of Gen. Harrison; and in doing so,
I would appeal to the Jacksonian Democrats
to say whether or not Mr. Van Buren did not
ride into office on the wings of Jackson's pop-
ularity, and would ask them, have they not vo-
ted for him on that account, which I am free to
acknowledge that I did myself; and whether
or not they do not believe he has had time
enough, through the means of his office, to
run into the Presidential chair a second time
on his own merits; and whether they think it
fair play to have a newspaper published iu
Springfield, called the ''Old Hickory," in
which Jackson's merits is only spoken of, and
his likeness placed in front of the same.

"Were I a Van Buren man, I would be
ashamed to again -pack him on the back of
Old Hickory, as they have been pleased to
call Gen. Jackson, for the purpose of carry-
in? liim again into office o; be popularity of
ihat war-worn veteran and successful defen-
der of national right's and Republican prin-
ciples.

"With regard to General Harrison, his
character is unimpeachable, notwithstanding
he various slandeis which has been cireula -

ed against him."

The members of the Annual Convention of
the Protestant Episcopal Church of the Diocese
of Pennsylvania, assembled on Tuesday evening
at G o'clock, in St. Andrew's ChurcHf The
Right Rev. Bishop Onderdonk presided, and the
Rev. Dr. Ducachet officiated as Secretary in
tue preliminary business. Subsequently, George
M. Wharton, Esq., was elected Secretary lor
one year. The Convention then adjourned, and
re-assembled at the same place yesterday morn-
ingat 10 o'clock.

MORNING SESSION.
Yesterday morning, the Convention re-as-

sembled, and having organized, and opened with
prayer, the Right Rev. Dr. Onderdonk, Bishop
of Pennsylvania, delivered an able, appropriate
and impressive charge, which we hope will be
published at an early day. Bishop Kemper as-
sisted at the holy communion and solemn ser-
vices in the morning, and the sermon was
preached by the Rev. John Rodney, front Mat-
thew xxviii. 2(l.?"And lo! I am with you al-
way, even unto the end of the world.'"' The
discourse throughout, breathing a truly Chris-
tian spirit of hope, faith and consolation.

AFTERNOON SESSION.
The Convention again assembled at 5 P.M.
The minutes f the proceedings of the morn-

ing were read and approved, and among the
Items of business, we were gratified to observe
votes of thanks to the Rev. Air. Rodney for his
sermon, and to l)r. Dueaehet, for the ability
with which he had discharged the office of Se-
cretary during the past year. Several other
matters of importance,

%
as well as of routine,

were included in the approved minutes.
Horace Binney, Esq., then addressed the Con-

vention on the subject of voting for Secretary,
and liis remarks were eminently calculated to
recuueile any difference oi opinion that might ex-
ist among members, in relation to the mode of
election.

Mr. B. suggested whether, hi future, it would
not be desirable to change the practice of nomi-
nating candidates viva voce, and proceed to the
ballot, as in other elections. The remarks of
Mr. B. were judicious, and he threw out several
valuable hints?not, as he said, that he wished
them acted upon at that time?but solely for the
consideration of the Convention, and with a view-
to some future period, if the Convention should
ever deem it wise or expedient tqfound any mo-
tion on liis remarks.

The committee on the Swedes' Church report-
ed, asked a further extension with leave to
report the annual Convention. Leave granted.

The committee to devise means of aid for in-
firm clergymen, asked leave to report at the next
Convention. Leave granted.

Several reports were read on minor points.
The Rev. Dr. Boyd called up a resolution

which he had read inthe Convention of last years
the object of which was, to recommend the forma-
tion of a Committee of Inquiry, for the purpose
of considering whether it would not be desirable
to furnish information to the Convention, on the
subject of improving the catechetical and general
religious education of children in the Episcopali-
an Church Schools, and connecting it more inti- j
mately with the doctrines and tenets of the
Church.

A motion was foundwl and cairieil unanimous-
ly,on this proposition, to the effee that a commit-
tee of five clergymen and five laymen lie appoint-

ed, to carry the suggestion of Dr. Boyd in opera-
tion, and to report to the next Convention.

FLY IX THE WHEAT.
An intelligent gentleman inButler CO., writes

to us "that the flies are destroying the growing
wheat crops throughout this whole region. A
number ol farmers have already commenced
ploughing it up; scarcely a field lias escaped. I
send you a few stalks pulled up yesterday; you
w ill -ee the ilyin the stalk justabove the root.
Farmers are afraid to sell any more of their old
wheat. I wonder how far the injury extends
throughout this State others."

Wt j-egrri'i we ari. ?iraler the necessity of
confirming this unfavorable account of the wheat
crops, by recent intelligence from Kentucky.?
We learned on Saturday, in conversation v.ith
some intelligent farmers from Bourbon county,
that the ravages of the lly are very extensh e m
that line region. The mode by which this insect
has been circumvented heretofore in Kentucky,
has been to sow the wheat after the lirst frost, or
feed it down by sheep, who cat the blade down
below the point where the llyis lodged. We
learn, also, by a gentleman from Virginia, who
informs us that the lly L- beginning to shew it-
self there extensively. The bug, is also appear-
ingthere; an insect which carries destruction in
its train.

The stalk of wheat forwarded to us from our
friend in Butler county, Ohio, is at our ollice,
where the fly may be examined.?
