DESTRUCTIVE FIRE AT ITHACA.
We learn from the New York Commercial of

\u25a0Saturday evening, that on Thursday morning, at

2 o'clock, a fire broke out in a new frame build-
ing, not entirely finished, situated in the rear of

Owego street, Ithaca, and intended for a theatre,

which destroyed a number of the best buildings,
in that most flourishing village; and from which
V.e extract the followingparticulars:

ON OWEGO STREET.
*

Two story frame building, occupied by Mr.
Munger, jeweller,and Mr. Atwatcr, confectioner
?entirely destroyed. Mr. Manger's loss is $200;
no insurance.

Three story brick building,owned by Mr. Cur-
ring, and occupied by liim as a drug store. He
is insured for SI2OO, on bis goods, and SI2OO on
the store ?entirely destroyed.

Three story brick building, owned by Tichenor
St Hawkins, hatters, and occupied by them as a
hat store. Entirely destroywi. House insured
for SISOO, and stock for SI2OO.

Three story brick building, owned and occu-
pied by George MeCormick, as a hardware store.
Entirely destroyed. Loss estimated at $15,000.
Insured for SBOOO.

Three story brick building,owned and occu-
pied by Geo. Henning, as a hat store, and Mr.
Nurse, as a shoe store. Entirely destroyed.?
Loss partiallycovered by insurance.

Three story brick building, owned and occu-
pied by Burdick St Mandeville, as a dry goods
store. Entirely destroyed. House insured for
SISOO, and stock for $2,000.

The roof the three story building, owned and
occupied by Moore 8t Luce, as a dry goods store,
was damaged, as also were their goods, in remo-
val. They were partially insured.

Three story brick building, owned and occu-
pied by Camp St Thayer, roof injured and goods
damaged. No insurance. Tlie same was the
case with the dry goods store of Grant St Ulil-
horn, with the exception that they were insured.

One unoccupied frame building, entirely de-
stroyed.

ON AURORA STREET.
The three story brick building, owned and oc-

cupied by G. P. Frost, as a saddler's shop, and
by Kellogg St Baker, as a dry goods store. The
building was entirely destroyed, but the goods
were removed in safety, with the exception of 70
bushels com, belonging to Kellogg St Halsey.?
Loss partially covered by insurance.

Three story brick building, owned and occu-
pied by J. Burrit St Son, jewellers. Building
destroyed, stock saved. Partially insured.

Three story brick building, owned by Benja-
min Johnson, Esq. The second story occupied
by Johnson St Schuyler, as a lawyer's office.?
The remainder of the building untenanted. En-
tirely destroyed?no insurance.

Three story brick buildig, owned and occupied
by Samuel Seaman, as a grocery store. Entirely
destroyed; insured for SI2OO.

Two story frame building, owned by Samuel
-Seaman, and occupied by liinias a residence.?
His furniture was saved. No insurance.

Two story frame building, owned by Samuel
Bcaman, and occupied by A. Wooodworth, en-
tirely destroyed, furniture saved. No insurance.

The Post Office, on Tioga street, was on fire
several times, but was saved by great exertions.

Our informant estimates the amount of damage
at about $60,000. We should think that, if any
thing, he is under the mark, as the three story
stores could not have been worth much less than
$5,000 each.

Since the above was written, we have received,
through the attention of the editors of the Albany
Daily Advertiser, a slip, containing an account
of this fire. It does not vary materially from
that which we have given above. In relation to
the insuranc, it says, "We understand that it
falls on the Chenango, Tioga and Mutual In-
surance Companies."

From the Philadelphia Ledger of Saturday.
THE BANK CHECK FORGER DIS-

COVERED*
The extensive forgeries committed in the lattcr

part of April and the beginning of the present
month, upon twelve of our banks, through their
system of marking each other's checks "good,"
have probably not yet escaped the recollection of
our readers. According to the statements then

published, accounts were opened in the several
banks in the names of Vanarsdale St Roberts,
Stciner St Wood, and George B. McKce St Co.,
all of whom were put down as residing at No 42
Walnut street. On the 30th of April, checks'
drawn by Vanarsdale St Roberts were deposited
by one or the other of the above mentioned firms,
with the word "good" written thereon, and the
name of the teller forged, and, by the way, re-
markably well executed. After depositing these
checks, the amounts were then drawn' out with-
out suspicion. When, as usual, the banks made
their exchanges the next morning (May Ist,) the
fraud was detected, and it was likewise asser-
tained that no such firms as the above named had
ever done business at 42 Walnut street. The
amount of money then reported to have been ob-
tained by these forgeries was said to be about

$20,000.
The banks offered, through the newspapers, a

reward of $2,000 for the apprehension of the for-
ger or forgers; the police of both this city and
New York, were stirred into activity, but all their
exertions failed to find a trace or clue to unravel'
the mysteries enveloping the whole affair.

Several days ago, some of the bank officers re-
ceived information from a private source, which
induced them to believe that the forgers, or one

of them, was within their reach, if a plan was
skilfullylaid and quietly conducted. The tellers,
therefore, of three of the banks, viz. Mr. Thos.
Sturgess, of the Western bank, Mr. J. J. Cope, of
the Commercial, and Mr. J. R. Paul, of the Moy-
amensing bank, concluded to undertake his ar-
rest without the aid of the police officers. Ad-
mittingAlderman Armon Davis into their plans,

he issued a warrant for a man answering the de-

scription of the person who drew the money ;

and, after three days' continued labor and vigi-
lance, they succeeded in arresting, at a Mrs.

Gourlay's boarding house in Seventh street,
above Chesnut, the man described in the warrant,
who proved to bg Dr. William M. Eldridge,
a young man. of fine education, gentlemanly
manners and address, an associate and visiter in
some of the first and most wealthy families of

this city, and originallyof a most respectable
family in Evesham, N. J,, where has many re-
lations. Immediately upon liis arrest, a hearing
was had before Alderman Davis. The counsel
and tellers of the various banks upon which the

forgeries were committed, were present, and the
prisoner's identity was positively sworn to as the

parson who opened the false accounts, deposited
the checks and drew the money. It also appear-
ed that several of the New York banks had been

bled in the same way, in times past, of aDout

$20,000.
Acomparison of the handwriting of the fraudu-

lent checks of both cities, showed that they were
drawn by the same person, and a further com-
parison of the somewhat disguised handwriting

of the checks, with the natural handwriting < f
Kldridge, rendered the conclusion inevitable that
he is that same person.

There are several eorrobativc circumstances
besides. It was in 1534, that the first fraud of

the kind was pcrpetra'cd in New Yoik; Eldridgc
was, it is said, then there; but soon after wer.t
to Europe with Dr. Mott. That gentleman was
robbed in Paris,rather mysteriously,of3ooo francs
in gold, which he never recovered, though the
police of Paris made considerable exertions for
that purpose, which might possibly have been

crowned with success, had the Dr. given heed to
their hint that his companion, Eldridge, might

know more in relation to the robbery than he

chose to appear. Since the return of Eldridge
to this country, we believe the New York banks
have again been fleeced after the same fashion,
but whether or not by him, deponent saitli not.
Of the many small circumstances accidentally
discovered, which caused suspicion to fall upon
Eldridgc, one was, the fact of his writing most
splendidly, and being able to imitate various
handwritings exactly.

When, after a full bearing, and in default of
$20,000 bail demanded, the prisoner was commit-
ted for trial at the next General Sessions, on the
charge of forgery, his feelings found vent in'tears.
He was taken down to prison by a person whom
the Alderman specially deputed for that purpose.

A search warrant was subsequently issued, and
placed in the hands of High Constables McLean
and Young, who made a thorough examination
of Eldridgc's room at liis boarding house, and
found of the money obtafned by the fraudulent
checks, $5,700, of notes of hand for money lent
by the prisoner, and in good hands, $4,500 and
about SI,OOO worth of jewelry.

It is the opinion of those best able to give an
opinion, that Eldridgc had no assistants in liis
fraud, but perpetrated it himself alone; hence
probably his long impunity, which doubtless
would have continued much longer, had not the
casual combinations of several trivial circum-
stances fixed suspicion upon him.

To explain his singular conduct in remaining
so long amid the scene of his frauds, continually
braving detection, is not so easy, unless the fact
that lie was engaged to be married to a young,
interesting, and highly intelligent lady of this
city, in two or three days, and was to have then
set out at once for Europe, may be sufficient for
that purpose.
