the British Queen'
"The British Queen and packets willcertainly carry

away half a million of dollars in specie, and probably
much more, of which no official record willbe kept, and
this too, with foreign exchanges at least one and a halt
per cent in our favor, or in favor of remitting bills. We
trust the specie maniacs will see in this circumstance,

apparently so unaccountable, the futility of their endea-
vours to restrain the natural course of trade, or to appro-

priate to this country more than its due proportion ofthe

precious metals. At the same time, specie is still most

abundant here, and at par, and no broker mr merchant
who looks at it leaving us with regret, for its advent
brought with it distress and confusion to all the pursuits
of industry.

"The following are the present rates of discount quo-
ted by the brokers on Southern paper. But very little
business, however, is doing in this branch of business,
and in many instances the quotations may be consider-
ed nominal. We know of one house who has been
ready to buy New Orleans and Georgia funds at two per
cent less than the nominal discount, but has not been

able to obtain them. We suspect that when money i

collected for this quarter in the Southern citios, it iniui
mediately remitted, and that it rarely wait* for drafts
against it.

Such a state of things
cannot last long, but when the day of deliverance from
itwill precisely arrive, itis impossible to predict. When
we possess a Govenimeut which, while it preserves the
specie standard will leave off the interfering with the
currency of commerce, we may at least predict its proba-
ble approach."
