ANTI-ftiLnvixN Naval Architecture.?A book
has recently been published in London, hy Lieut. Rad-
ford, If. N., seriously recommending tiie form and di-
mensions of Noah's ark, as the best model for ocean
steamboats. The author reasons out his ease in perfect
good faith, apparently convicted himself, if he shall fail
to convincaother*. The ark is described to have been
"three hundred cubits in Imgth, fifty in breath, ami thir-
ty inheight;" and by some commentators is reckoned to
have measured about eighteen thourand tons. Our mod-
ern Lieutenant thinks a steam ark, of about 10,000 tons,
and built of iron, would answer for allreasonable pur-
poses of iravel.'

He thus vindicate*, by modern instances, the form ol
the ark, as not uusuited to navigation:

"As many have expressed their surprise as to the
square and oblong shape of the ark, because it is not
customary to sec ships in this fashion, nevertheless, the
littlerush-box in which the infant Moses floated, nnh
was rescued by Pharoah's daughter on the waters of the
Nile, was after thisconstruction. The vw!or barque,
where Dan ace was confined with her child by Acrisiue
wa iof this dcscriptioi l. The barques with the Romans,
culled Kales, were of this figure. Rut ivu have no oc-
casion to go down to the tune of Pharaoh to prove the
form and construction of the Ark, when it is borne in
mind that this description of vessel is very common is
the present day. The large barges that navigate up and
down the Seine, from Havre, Rouen, See. to Paris, are
many of them of this build. The same may be observ-
ed as to the barges that go up and down the Danube from
Ulnito Vienna, Pest. Ofen, and down to Galatz in thd
Black Sea; and, tobiingtlie matter still clearer to the
views of our readers, the coal barges on the Thames
which are soen in such shoal.-, about-London Bridge, are
precisely of the same form and build.

THE TOWER OF BABEL.?The following account
of the Tower of Babel is from Sir Robert K. Porter's
travels in Western Asia, between the years 18D and
1820. as quoted byprofessor Silli/.ian, intne last number
of his Journal of Science.

"This is an inuucr.se pile of ruins?at its base it mea-
sures 3,082 feet (in circuit,)?width 450 feel; it presents
two stages of hills; the first about 70 feet high, cloven
into n deep ravine by tiie rain, and intersected by the
furrows of ages. To the base of the second ascent is
about 20J feet from the iwitom of the entire pile, and
from tiie base of this ruin to the top is 35 feet. On the
west- rn sid;, the entire mass rises at once f.om the ph i i
i.i one stnpendoui though irregular pyramidical hill,
btoken in tiieslope of its sweeping acclivities by time

and violence. The south and north fronts are particu-
larly übrupf toward the point of the brick ruin; on the
north side tntfrii are large piles of ruir.s of tine and solid
brick work, projecting from among immense masses of
rubbish at the base; the fine bricks were evidently part
of the extreme summit, in solid .mass 28 feet broad, made
of the most beautiful brick masonry, and presenting the
apparent angle of some structure originally of a square
shape, the remains of which stand on the east to the
height of 35 feet, and to the south 22 feet. It is rent from
the top to nearly half way down; the remains of the
masonry are furnace burnt bricks; they are united by a
calcareous cement about a quarter of an inch in thick-
ness, having in ita layer of straws, and so hard that it
could not be separated. The base of was
not altered, but the piles of fine bricks thrown down
were vitrified with the various colors, and they gave the
ringing sound belonging to the vitrificationof glass in the
manufactories; the lines of cement are visible and dis-
tinct, and are vitrified. The consuming power appears
to have acted i'rom above, and the scattered ruins fell
from a higher point than the summit of tiie present stand
ingfragment.

"TflC of the fire which produced such amazkig
effects must have hunted with the fbrce of the strongest
furnace; and from tlic irenernl appearance of the cleft in
the w illand these vitritiid masses, 1 should be inclined,
says the author, to attribute the catastrophe to lightning
fio.n he ivun. Ruins, by the explosion of any combusti-
ble matter, would havo'exhibited very different appear-
ances. The entire surface of the structure appears to
have bgen faced with fine brick."
