JUNE TERM, June Btli, 1840.

Present, Judges Brice, Nesbit, and Worthing-

ton.

State vs. George Poulson, charged with break-
ing into the house of Sarah Boston, with an in-
tent to steal, on the first count of the indictment,

and with being found in the house as a vagrant,

intending to steal; on the second, a second in-
dictment charged him with an assault on Sarah
Boston. He was found under Sarah's bed, and
she attempted to pull him out he struck her.
Not guilty.

Same vs. William Mitchell, a negro, for as-

saulting another black man named Alexander
\u25a0Smith. The traverser worked for Conway
Armstrong, and was putting out some whiskey,

when Smith came &. endeavored to vex 6c tease

him. He struck Smith with a shovel, and cut

his head severely. The case will be concluded

to-morrow.
Isaiah Parks and Robert Scott, two colored

boys, were indicted, for having on thc2/th May,

conjointly conspired and perpetrated a theft of a

parasol, at $2, the property of Richard
Leak From the evidence, it was proved that

Parks took the parasol from the door of Mr.

Leak, in Hanover street, where it was pinned
to a piece of calico. That he then ran up to the

corner of Eutaw and Pratt streets, where* he
met Seott to whom he gave the parasol. Mr.

Moss was asked by Mr. Leak to go with his
clerk and arrest the traversers. He went, and

at the Hanover market, saw Scott with the um-

brella in his hand, and running to a brickyard,
caught, and brought him back. He had not the
parasol in his possession, but a lady said that

one had been thrown into her yard a few moments

before, which Mr. Leak swore was the one

which had been stolen frsm liis door, Parks was

declared guilty,and Scott not guilty.
Jacob gCJriffi'ch, a colored man, was charged

with having stolen on the 16th May, last, one

live tame hog, valued at $5, the property of
John Cohen. The traverser sold two live tame

hogs to a butcher, who killed them, and carried

them to market. The owner identified tho bog's

head- The traverser will be again indicted for

stealing two live tame hogs, and not one dead

pig. Not guilty.
