As stated inour report of last Wednesday morning

the cotton market was very active in the first of the
week, and closed remarkably firm on Tuesday evening
at an advance of fullya £ of a cent. Hince then the mar-
ket has been less animated, though the demand has con-
tinuedfgood, and transactions would no doubt have been
on a much more extensive scale but for the comparative-
ly light stock on sale, and the very high rates which
holders f desirable parcels insist upon obtaining. The
sales of Wednesday amounted to fully 3000 bales; on
Thursday to 2000. and yesterday to about 1500? making
the business of the three days amount to 6500 bales, of
which some 2000 bales were composed of what are term-
ed classed ?ottens. The stock of Louisiana and Missis-
sippi cottons on sale is very light, and principally in the
hands of a few fuctors, who do not seem at all disposed
to press sales.

MONEY AND BUSINESS MATTERS.

Our money market continues without much change,
hut the feeling is evidently improving. In the course of
a short time, we doubt not, this improvement will be-
come still more palpable. We have New Orleans dates
to the lfith. The Bee says?"Our market during the'
three days which have elapsed since our report of Wed-
nesday last, lias exhibited very little change inuny de-
partment. Afair demand continurs to exist for our great
staples, cotton and tobacco, but the transactions in all
descriptions of western produce arc on a very limited
scale. The receipts of most articles, however, have
been very light, and prices, consequently, are pretty
well sustained. Vessels continue extremely scarce, And
the high cost of transportation to other markets, which

is the consequence of the very limited amount of unen-.
gaged tonnage ill port, has an unfavorable influence up-
on all articles of export."

"It is evident that they have never been filled up or
issued under their proper nnme?but the Man k sheets
have been tutored by erasing Enterprize, and inserting
New Orleans, Natchez, Manchester or Columbus.

The alteration is readily detected, being clumsily done
?and the notes bear 110 resemblance to those of the
Banks nliove mentioned, but the signatures of the offi-
cers of those several Banks are well imitated, and we
caution the pubHg against the imposition.

The Inst Savannah Georgian says that the Planter's
Bank, and the Manue and Fire Insurance Bank, both of
that city, have recently declared dividends, at the rate
of eight per cent for the last six months.

The I.ouisvillc Journal says, the Bank of Louisville
has not issued Post Notes, as has been stated, and has
in no instance issued one dollar circulation or other evi-
dence of debt, except such as was payable on demand.
