
,ou a visit to Philad duhhr, I bad been
recently married and tendered to biui my resig-
nation as his aid-de-camp, but he declined re-
?teiving it ; saying, be cotlld very well dispense
Wilh my services on his journey. It was during
this trip that he obtaiued tjie promise ol < a ntral

Washington to give me a civil appointment, as

I' had expressed my determination to leave the
army. This promise, the President repealed to
my brother, Carter B. Harrison, then in Cot -

gre... with some very kiud remarks upon my
conduct in the army. When General Washing-
t 1, ft the Presidency, I have reason to believe .
to . he obtained a promise front Mr. Adams lo ]
fw.r.I his intentions.

When 'he office of the Secretary of the North
Western Territory became vacant, Mr. Adams

appointed me, although I was opposed by Col.
Pickering, the Secretary of State, iu 179'.', I was
selected by the Republica.l party, of the Territo-
rial Legislature to be their candidate for the ap-
pointment of delegate to. Congress. Between Mr.
Arthur.St. Clair, Jr., (the son of Gov. St. Clair.)
the Federal candidate and myself, the votes were
divided precisely as the two parties stood in the
legislature, with the exception of one Republi-
can who was induced by his regard for the Gov-
ernor to vote for his son. The vote was 11 to

10, not one of the nine Federalists voting lor me.
?Before I left Cincinnati, the Republican mem-
bers made me promise net to suffer my known
opposition to the measures of the Administration
to interfere with the attainment of the great ob-

ject tor which I was sent. Fpou my arrival in
Philadelphia, I was received bv Mr. Adams in
the most flattering manner. At his dinner par-
ties, where I was often a guest, lit seemed to tape

great pleasure in speaking of my lather's servi-
ces iu the Revolutionary Congress, relating many
Anecdotes to shew his devotion to the cause, axd
the effect which his pleasantries produced in
cheering them in the gloom, which the occasion-
ally unpromising state of their affaiis often pro-
duced. I had no conversation with Mr. Adams
on politics, farther than to explain to hiin my
views in relation to the change in the system of
selling the Public I.ands, which I was glad to
find he approved. As soon as the law was pass-
ed for the division of the North Western Terri-
tory, 1 was informed that it was the intention of
Mr. Adams to nominate me to the Government
of Indiana. I hesitated not a moment to declare
that I would not accept it, although very mucli
pressed to do so by several lending Federal mem-
bers of Congress." [ was not long in discovering
the motives of these gentlemen. There had been
some meetings of the people of the Territory, in
which resolutions, hed been adopted recommend-
ing me to the President for the Government of
the Territory, (North Western) instead of Gov.
J4t. Clair.

Theso resolutions, with correspondent address-
es, had been forwarded to the President and .Se-
riate. Now it so happened that two distinguish-
ed Senators had fixed their eyes upon the sanre
office. One of them, who had been most urgent
for me to go to Indiana, had large possessions in
the North YVestam Territory, which was proba-
bly one reason for his wishing to go there. But

the main object \vas to secure the Territory to the
Federal party, w hen it should become a .state,
wliich it was know n would son be the ease.?
To earry out this plan, it was necessary to get
ine out of the wry. The appointment was press-

_
-ed upon me, notwithstanding my refusal to take
it. At length, mv relaticus and friends, the
Messrs. Nicholas, Wilson, Gary of the Senate,
and John of the House, prevailed on mc to ac-
cept it. They pointed out the advantages to my-
self, and assured mc that there was no doubt of
Mr. Jefferson's election in the ensuing Novem-
ber, and that I would be continued Governor of
Indiana, and some Republican succeed Governor
St. Clair in the North Western Territory.

I therefore accepted the appointment, with a
determination, as Indiana had no voice in the

choice of the President, that I would take no part
in the contest.

1 have thus given you a full account of my
connexion with the Presidency of Mr. Adams. I
will conclude by saying, that My. Jefferson lost
no time after his inauguration, to assure me of
his favor and his confidence, and I think there is
sufficient evidence that I retained both to the cud
of his administration.

In answer to the enquiry why 1 used the word
"abolition," in designating a society of which 1
was a member in Richmond, in the year 1791,
instead of the word "humane," which is known
to be the one by which the society was really
distinguished? All that I can say upon the subject,
is, that if I did really term it an abolition socie-
ty, a fact which I can hardly believe, (for I have
not been able to see the paper containing my ad-

dress to the people of the District in 1922,) it
must have been from forgetl'ulness, which might
easily happen after a lapse of 21 years. At any
rate, the word abolition was not understood to
mean in 1922, what it now means. There can
he no doubt that the society of which Mr. Tarl-
ton Pleasants was a member, and which in his
publication in the Richmond Whig, he calls the

"Humane Society of Richmond," (and by th.s
title Judge Catch, who gave mc the certificate
in 1922, also designated it,) was the same of
which I was a member. Mr. Pleasants was a

member in 1797, I in 1791;' Mr. Robert Pleas-
ants way the President at the former period, as

he was when ? was admitted.
1 do not wish what I have said above, to be

published, hut I have no obection that the facts
should he stated, and reference made to mc as
facing furnished them.

I have written to a friend in Congress, Mr.
Joseph Williams, ofTenntsec, showing the con-
nection which existed between the Hamilton
county Corresponding Committee and myself,
nc.'l authorised him to make it public.

I was about to make some further observa-
tions, when f was interruped by a party of gen-
tlemen, from Louisville, and must conclude by
