LATE FKOH FRANCE.

The Villu de Lyons arrived last night, bring-
ing dates from Havre to May 13th, being as late
as those received by the Unicom. 3Ve annex
the latest Havre cotton market, brought by her.
The news from Paris, of course, has been anti-
cipated by the Unicorn.

HAVRE COTTON MARKET, May 12.?Yester-
day, the demand in our cotton market was spir-
ited, and 6500 bales changed hands, but without
any advance in prices. The attention of buyers
was chiefly directed to the grades from 75 to 82.

FROM SMYRNA.
By an arrival at Boston, intelligence has been

received from Smyrna up to the 4th of April.
The French fleet had just sailed from Smyrna,

under Admiral Leland, to cruise in the neigh-
boring seas, having been recently reinforced by
the ships Suflren and Algiers from Toulon.

The Porte, in conformity with the treaty of
commerce entered into with the King of Greece,
has appointed a diplomatic agent, to reside at
Athens. The person appointed to this station, is
Constantine Musurus, the son-in-law of the
Prince of Samos, and for some time his deputy
in that island. This appointment appears to
have given great satisfaction to the non-Mussul-
men inhabitants, and it shows a disposition not
to confine the superior employments to persons
of the national religion.

M. dc Sercey, the French Ambassador to Per-
sia, had encountered great hardships in his jour-
ney from Trebisond to Tauris. His caravan was
51 days in making this journey, over a mountain-
ous route, covered with snow to a depth of 5 or
6 feet, witli the cold at the mean rate of 12 deg.
of Reaumer. After various disasters by the
loss of horses and baggage, they arrived safe at
Tauris.

The Ambassador entered the Persian Territory
on the 12lh of January, and was received with
great attention by the Persian authorities. The
Governor of Adcrbidjou received the French of-
ficers, who accompanied the Ambassador, with
great kindness, and made each of them a present
of a horse and 250 Spanish dollars. These offi-
cers have probably gone thither for the purpose
of entering the Persian service.
