ment to an Ordinance, entiled an Ordinance to restrain
the evil practice ofDOGS going at large within the city,
approved June 19th. 1839," is published for the informa
tion of all concerned .

Sec. 1. Be it enacted and ordained by the Mayor and
City Council of Baltimore, That the Mayor be, and
is licreby authorized and empowered, to direct the City
Bailiffs "and Police Officers and City Watchmen to pro-
cure the destruction, by poison or otherwise, of all ani-
mals of the Dog kind going at large in any street, lane or
allev within the city of Baltimore.

Sec 2. And lie it enacted and ordained, That all doge
so destroyed shall lie removed anil huried without the
limits of the city, by such poisons as may be employed
for that purpose by the Mayor.

The above sections of the Ordinance w ill,on and af
tor Saturday, next, the 6tli invt. be rigidly enforced, ol

which all persons interested are requested to take no-
tice. je4-4t S. C. LEAKIN, Mayor.
