Be it enacted and ordained by the Mayor and
City Council of Baltimore, That tlie Mayor be, and lie
is hereby authorized and empowered, to direct the City
Bailiffs anil Police Officers and City Watchmen to pro-
cure tire destruction, by poison or otherwise, of all ani-
mal*of the Dog kind going at large in any street, lane or
alley within tlie city of Baltimore.

Sec 2. And be it enacted and ordained, That "all dogs
so destroyed shall lie removed and buried without the

limits of the city, by such persona as may be employed
lor thatpurpose by Ore Mayor.
