?The bill to enable the United States to dis-

charge liens on any property which now is, or

hereafter may become the property of the Unit-
ed States, was also ordered to be engrossed.

?one, and the same attempt made to perplex its

friends by amendments, that had been offered on

a prior day, and the yeas and nays taken on al-
most every question.

The Bill was at last ordered te be engrossed
by a vote of 24 to 23, and I send you a lis.

Coffee has been rather quiet this week, but holders

show no disposition to recede from last quotations.
Bales to a moderate extent of a cargo of Laguira, now
being discharged, have been made at last rates, say 11
cents per lb.

Teas .Moderate sales continue to be made at about
the prices which have ruled for some time; the last news
from England showed a decline in the article there; the
trade buy sparingly, yet holders do not seein disposed to

fall offfrom previous rates. Molasses very dull, with no
sales worth reporting.

Flour fully maintains last week's prices, notwith-
standing the unfavorable advices for our produce from
Englaiiu. The stock on hand is very light, and the re-
ceipts small, and willnot probably be Increased tillafter
harvest; fresh ground may even bring a small advance.
In Rye and Com Meal, no change.
