POLISH NATIONAL DANCES. ?Gf these there
are three?the Polonaise, the Cracovicnne, and

tlie Mazurka. The Polonaise is adapted to
every ape and station. It breathes no passion,
but seems to be a triumphal procession. The
most distinguished person ol' the company takes
the lead, and this is termed rcywodzic. or acting
as chief. Notw ithstanding tlie respect which is

paid to this leader, lie may yet be deposed by one

of the dancers exclaiming odlniiin fgo (retaken
by force.) The leader then resigns the hand of
his paitner to the new pretenders each male
dancer dances with the female of the couple next
to him, SO that the last in order remains exclud-
ed, unless, by calling odbiianego in his turn, he

places himself at the head of the dance. As,
however, the too frequent exercise of this privi-
lege would create confusion, two means have
been devised for averting this evil. Either the
leader interposes his authority and terminates

the dance, or the gentlemen, fallingback, leave

the ladies in the middle of the room, who conti-
nue dancing, selecting tlieir partners, and ex-

cluding the disturbers of order. As the Polo-
naise is always accompanied by singing, opens
a field to improvvisatofi , who on suen occasions

usually celebrate the merits of some distinguished
character, or queen ol beaty. In our own times,
Kosciusko was once thus honored, foreigners
have perverted the peculiar character of this
dance, and not even in Poland can it now be
seen with its true and original features, except
occasionally in some small circle of intimate

friends. The Cruoovienne (Cracowiak) is a
more lively dance, and though in its fiugure it

resembles the former, it is simpler, and indicates

a less advanced state of society. It is, however,
not so easy, as each dancer must also become a
poet, aud sing a couple of extempore serses.

The Cracovicnne (as its name implies, is very
much in vogue 'in the neighborhood of Cracow.

It w ill at once be perceived from this descrip-
tion that Fanny Elsslefs very charming pan.
styled "la Cracovicnne," is ina great degree her
own invention. The .Mazur , or Mazurka,
which derives its name front the province of Ma
zovia, is perhaps the most national, as well as
certainly one of the most graceful dances of Eu-

, jope.' Any joung Pole, in warlike costume, and

distinguished for boldness and amiability, soon

becomes the hero ol this dance. It is as emi-
nently marshal as the two former, and allows a

still freer, scope.for acting, a suitable expression
for their ancient Polish freedom. In tamiliar
circles it is also accompanied by singing; and

thus the Mazurka furnished to oral poets the

c -asion for recovering the most remarkable
events inthe national history. During the per-
formance of this dance was invented the cele-

brated war-cry, "Poland is not lost while we
are living ."' with which the Poles sow advance
