DIRECT TAXATION.
"This su' jeet is briefly but ably reviewed by

Hon. C. CtJSHINO, member of the House of Rep-
resentatives, in the followingletter addressed to

bis fellow-citizens assembled near the battle

ground of Bunker's Hill, in celebration of the

\u25a04th >of July.
WASHINGTON, "29th June, 1840.

Gentlemen,?l have the honor to acknowledge
:ihe receipt of your invitation to attend the cel-

ebration of the approaching Fourth of July, at
Cambridge, and 1 regret that my official engage-
ments here prevent my attending this or any oth-

<cr of the celebrations of that day in Massachu-
setts.

Permit me, however, to embrace this occasion

to address to you, and through you to my fellow-
citizens at large, -some suggestions on a topic of

great interest, and appertaining to the political
questions of the time.

It has been one of the vicious characteristics
of the present Administration, and of its .prede-
cessor, to he perpetually meddling with the busi-

ness interests of the country, inorder to try some
empirical experiment of its own on the vitals of

the community; one project following another,
each-more absurd than the other, and all succes-
sively resulting in utter failure. The dictates

of wisdom, the lessons of experience, have gone

for nothing in the eyes of the -administration.
F.re this letter reaches you, its last experiment,
that dT absolutely separating the interests of the

Government from tliose of the People, inprofes-
sed imitation *f the policy of the effete and tot-
teringfdespotisms of F-urojie and Asia, and re-
ducing, the currency and the wages of labor to

their standard, will,!suppose, lia/e become the

law of the land.
But intimations have been thrown out, and 1

have some fears, that this experiment, (if the
people tamely submit to it, and if they do not, as
I trust they will,bring forth the Cineinnatus of

Jfc North.Bend, to expel the Gauls from the
capitol,> as to be followed by another not less;

' disastrous ,jn its nature ; ar.d to the I desire to;

c all the attention of my countrymen,ahat itmay
contribute,-.with other inducements, to nerve

them in the-struggle to put down the present ad-

ministration.
In the report of the Secretary of the fi'reasury,

,on the Finances, of the Sd
ithc following-significant passage:

"But, when .acting on tSiese or other cases,
(Congress cannot, consistently with its views of

become necessary for purposes of revenue, and
restore the duty on several articles of luxury,!

I bog you to mark the works I kavc under-

searMs and to reflect on their ominous import.
The hint, which they contain, of what the

purposes of this administration, if itbe allowed
to remain in power, may he, acquires force from
the fact, that a very distinguished -Southern
friend and advocate of the Sub-Treasury bill,

(Mr Rhctt,) recently, in the pending debate on

that subject, avowed himself in favor of ttre sub-
stitution of direct taxes, in the place of duties
on imports, to provide means to carry on the

Federal Government.
I shall not discuss this future .new project in

the obvious and familiar point of view, of its

ruinous operation upon the industry of the coun-

- try by placing this at the merey of foreign na-

'i tions. In this respect, it is a worthy companion

of the present project, of reducing the wages of

labor in this country to the standard of those

very foreign nations. Your own reflection, and

the disquisitions of the day on kindred topics,
will indicate to you the blasting influence which
the substitution of direct-taxes for duties on im-

ports would have on the business interests o(

every part of -the Union

V\ lrit 1 wish to do on this occasion is to fix
the public eye on the political relations at the
scheme, as they may be learned from the past ex-
perience of the federal government.

The constitution confers on Congress ample

power "to lay and collect taxes, duties, imposts

and excise" for tlie federal government, -provid-
ed, only; that all duties, imposts and excises laid

by Congress, shall be uniform throughout tlie

United States; that no tax or duty shall be laid
on exports, and that capitation or other direct
taxes shall be apportioned among the States ac-

cording to federal numbers.
It was the early policy of the government to

mige its necessary revenues, so far as it might,
by means of duties 011 imports, or indirect taxa-
tion, for two classes of reasons, ?first, industrial
reason*, the protection sf our own industry

against the inroad of other nations, ?and second-
ly, the political reasons to which 1 shall hereaf-
ter advert.

These considerafions liavc always been so
powerful, that direct taxation has been resorted

to only at two periods of the greatest exigency
in the history of the government, one in the ease
of the defence of the country against apprehend-
ed war with France in 1707 and 1798, and the
other in the last war with England. Direct tax-
ation was, in each of these cases, a war-measure.

The direct tax and internal duty acts of 1797
and 1798 were speedily abolished, for reasons
briefly assigned by Mr. Randolph, in his report
to the House of Representatives on the Bth March
1902.

The reasons were, first, the very great expense
of collection, which he declared to he a difficulty
insuperable.
Thus, the gross receipts of the year

1800 were - $925,000
And the expense of collection, -

- 137,000

Leaving for nett proceeds only -
- $710,000

Secondly, lie said, "A wise policy, it is believ-
ed, will induce the United States to abstain,
wherever practicable, from exercising the right
oftaxation on those subjects over which the in-
dividual Stales possess a concurrent right.n

That is the great principle. But Mr. Ran-
dolph added :

"Other reasons concur in producing an opin-
ion favorable to the repeal of these duties. 'I hey
consist?-

1. In the vexation and oppression of many of
them, some of which are peculiarly obnoxious to
our citizen's.

2. In the nature of the excise, which is hostile
to the genius of a free people.

3. In the tendency to multiplyofficers and in-
crease the patronage of the Executive."

And he speaks afterwards of the "host fof-
ficers," which the system required.

The Secretary of the Treasury, at the time he
recommended those taxes, had allotted for a loss
of fifteen per cent ., for abatements, erroneous
assessments, and charges of collection.

Altogether, these reasons were considered so
weighty that, for the nextten years, the Federal
Government, instead of touching the source of
revenue by direct taxation, of which the States
had concurrent jurisdiction, and by means of
which they meet their own expenses, confined
itself to duties on imports, of which, by the Con-
stitution, it iias exclusive control.

The necessity of the war or 1812, however,
compelled the Government to have temporary
resource once more to direct taxes; but these it
abandoned again immediately on the return of
peace, anil has ever since wisely adhered to the
raising of revenue by indirect taxation alone
fertile same reasons wliich had previously guid-
ed its policy in th is respect

I laybelore you some few details of the acls
of 1797, 1798 and 1813, in corroboration of the
objections to a direct tax, summarily stated by
Mr. Randolph.

The internal duties of 1737 and 1798, were
levicd-on refined sugars, carriages, distilled spi-
rits, stamps, licences to retailers, and sales at
auction. Those of TSI3, applied, also, to a va-
riety oif articles. The direct taxes of 1798, and
of 1813 to 1815, were on houses, lainls, and
slaves.

The act of 1798 allotted out the United States
into a multitude of assessment and collection dis-
tricts, with (of necessity) a host of supervisors,
inspectors, collectors, and auxiliary \u25a0officers.

The vexations, inseparable from the system,
were such, that even the staid and prudent State
of Pennsylvania broke out in insurrection.

The acts of 1813.and 1815 also allotted out the
United States into numerous assessment and col-
lection districts, with a multitudinous body of
assessors, assistant assessors, collectors, deputy
collectors, and clerks, constituting the machine-
ry, by which alone the lands, houses, and slaves'
could -be assessed, and the dircctxtaxes on them,
and the various internal duties could be collected.
Thus, each assessor was to divide his district in-
to "a convenient nembcrof assessment districts, 1'

and to appoint an assistant assessor for each
Moreover, each collector was to appoint as
"many deputies as he may think proper." The
board of assessors for each State, also had a
"clerk-or clerks."

Being at that time inthe quiet halls of the Uni-
versity, occupied.in the absorption into my own
system otf a given c ? mtity of I.at in and Greek,
Mathematical and Metaphysics, I have no per-
sonal kiK.wle.-ige df the working.of those direct
taxes on the feelings and system of the people;
but I appeal on tins point to the secollections of !
all who were on the stage of active life then, to
testify whether those taxes were-not among the I
sorest grid's of a state of war.

And that odious method of raising a revenue
as now proposed on the side of the administration,!
to serve as one of tlieattcndant blessings or first:
fruits of the "Sub-Treasury Bill.

I ask the States whether they are prepared to,

see the Federal Government step ill, and skim
off the cream Ifroiii all those sourcet of internal
revenue, by means of which their own State
Treasuries are now supplied ?

I ask the of the United States whether
they .are prepared to sec the agriculture, mines,
commerce, manwfacturus, fisheries, and forests of
this country, placed at the mercy of Britain,
France or Germany ?

I ask ihem whether they wish to see the pow-
er and patronage of the Federal Government
enormously increased, by Having a net-work of
internal revenue collection -districts spread all
over the United States, with all the inspection
and collection machinery of the Federal Govern-
ment in our sea-ports carried into every town
and village in the land, with assessors and as-
sistant assessors besides, sent from Washington

' to doom and tax their houses, lands, and slaecs J
These are questions which belong to (he time,

and I trust the people will answer thqm in
voice of reprobation suited to the time, unless
they have lost that knack of the nostrils ofthei
fathers which snuffed oppression in every tain i
ted gale.
